SUMMER CHANGES
AT THE INSTITUTE

Bubblers Replace Drinking Cups
--- Blue Printing Machine

Installed.
The drinking cup is shuffling off this

mortal coil that has left its imprint in
the shape of untold Microbes, as our
bacteriologists try to tell us. Bubbling
fountains are to be installed all over the
Institute buildings wherever it is
thought advisable. Simeon Keith 1893
has offered the bubblers to the Insti-
tute and about twelve will be used.

This change is the result of a new
law which our professors and graduates
were largely instrumental in getting
passed. October first is given as the
(late when the cup must disappear from

all public places.
Another change that has been brought

about during time summer is the recon-
struction of the Industrial Chemistry
Laboratory in 52 Pierce and a small
class room in 54 Pierce. The research
in Industrial Chemistry has been grow-
ing so rapidly under the guidance of
Prof. W. H. W'alker in charge of the
laboratory, that this new arrangement
of simall individual research rooms was
thoughlt advisable. It is carrying out
an idea similar to that now in force in
the laboratory of Physical Chemistiry in
Engineering C under Prof. A. A. Noyes.
It is very possible that Researeh Asso-
ciates in Industrial Chemical Research
will be appointed and that they will
carry out many investigations in these
roomns.

A mercury are blue-printing machine
has been installed in 33 Eng. B. The
Mechanical Engineering Department has
long been dependent upon the sun aind
other climatic conditions for making
blue prints in the small blue print room
off 53 Eng. A. This room has now been
done away with and combined with 53
Eug. A which was formerly often over-
crowded. In 33 Eng. B, an asphalt floor
has been laid in one corner and a small
roo1m partitioned off. Sinks of good size
will be installed along the walls for
washing the pr-ints. The machine is the
Everett-MeAdamin Continuous Electric
Blue Printing Machine. Its imain con-
struction is a glass tube about ten
inches in diameter revolving about two
mercury lights. The tracing cloth and
blue print lipper are rolled over these
lights on the glass cylinder. It will take
tracings about three feet nine inches in
width .and' of any length. This will
prove a valuable timie saver for the blue
Il'inters of the Institute.

Aniong the other additions or changes
that have been nmade or started during
the stunrer may be mentioned a newv
5(1 K. W. transformer for furnace work
in the electro-chemical laboratory in 2
Walker, and a new turbine blow;"er for
forced draft on the boiler in the Me-
chanlical Laboratories.

one on the McIntosh Seymour Engine
iil the Pierce building and in the power
plant tile condenser lpump has been
given new rods. and the No. 3 Westing.
house engine has also a new shaft.

MANY CHANGES MADE
IN INSTRUCTING STAFF

Professor E. F, Langley As-
sumes Head of Modern

Language Dept.
With the opening of the school year

1910-1911 oil Wednesday imany new faces
will be observed among the instructing
stall' of the Institute. Five new faculty
mimeumbers have been confirmed, while in
the ranks of the instructors and assist-
ants there are many changes.

Chief among the changes on the fac-
ulty comes the announcement of the ap-
pointnient and confirmation of Prof. E.
F. Langley, formerly head of the depart-
mert of modern languages at Dart-
mouth College, to succeed Professor
.John Bigelow, Jr., resigned, as head of
the department of modern lamniguages at
th Institute.

Professor Langley was graduated
from the University of Toronto wvith
first-class hionors in modern lalmguages
in 1894, winning various semolarships
and prizes, amiong them the medal given
by tile Governor-General. After study-
ing for some years at Leipzig, Heidel-
berg and Paris. lie caimme back to the
United States, and wais alppointed. ii-
structor of French at D~artmouth, after-
ward being advanced to thee grade of
professor. He was given the degree of
A.M. by Harvard University in 1900
and Phi.]). in 1909. He was one of the
most popular nin on the Dartmouth
faculty, where hie is held in the highest
esteem as a teacher and a scholar

Registration material at Tech mnny, at

a gla.nce. seemm complicated, but with
the intelligence that is assumed of its
students and their desire to co-operate
with the teachers and officers the forms
amre reatdilv understood.

The various blanks are planned so
that the class rolls can be issued near
the opening of the term and that the
forms for records can be circulated
among the teachers in ample time for
the first intermediate exaumination rec-
ords.

As the Govermemit at Waslhington de-
mamllds ammnually information in regard
to our mittumibers ktaad other information
of statistieil interest the attendance
card is arranged for the student to give
these required data.

So far ils the school itself is con-
cerned the attendaice card is a petition
to the Faculty on the part of each stu-
dent for admission to the subjects de-
sired hmy him. As regular students fol-
low prescribed courses it is possible to
print these petitions iit a forni that ab-
breviates the necessary writing to a
aiiimiuum.

For the first time, this year, students
will fill out the attendance card for both
the first and the second terms. As tile
time between the two terms ha, beeni
slmortemied this helps both the student
aid the office at the busy time of ex-
amimu.tions in iJanuary.

The Roll cards Slup lemeint the attend-
aince a(-rid anCd form a card catalogue of
all the courses. From this the rolls and
the blanks for records sent to teacher.,
arc made.

The address card is used continually
at the Information Desk in the Regis-
trar's Office to answer the questions
tlit arc being constantly asked by stu-
dents and their friends, while the Bur-
sar's caard gives him the information
th'at he requires.

Besides these blaniks required of all
students, new studeints are asked to fill
out the card issued foi- the Alumni Ad-
visory Council on Athletics. This Coun-
oil gives much time and energy to the
li1p ihling of wholesome athletics at
Technology. It uses the information
collected at this time of vear in making
plais for the year.

It has not been found practicable to
issue The Tech for one cent a day.
With a subscription list so subject to
rapid fluctuation as is any paper de-
pending upon daily sale, it is impossible
to plan economically. The present
board has therefore decided to raise the
price to two cents. hut to give regular
subscribers the advantage of a much
lower price of 1.2c. per issue. or two dol-
lars for the year. The advantage of
the paid-up subscription is evident.

Two years ago, we issued a coupon
book with numbered tickets, but this
was not entirely satisfactory, because
often the book would be left in another
coat. Iast year we had no subscription
books, and depended entirely upon daily
sales, but there was considerable com-
plaining at this awrangement because of
the inconvenience of carrying a pocket
full of pennies. To overcome both evils
we have this year made up subscrip-
tions in fourteen cardboard strips of
twelve two-cent tickets good for any
issue. They are light, and convenient,
and can be distributed in various coat
pockets. so that no one need ever be
without a ticket. The extra four tick-
et are for special issues, such as the
Junior Week.

I
With the advent of new freshmen,

that old idea, time-honored, if nothing
else, comes around that it is up to the
sophomores to make as big a ripple as
they can in the equinimity of the initial
meeting or dinner of the freshmen;
and the freshmen in turn must try to
make themselves disagreeable to the
sophomores. But such attempts are al-
ways marked by such a lacK of com-
pleteness, general enthusiasm, or ap-
proval that their discontinuance is
evidently a matter of but a few years.

Why tolerate them any longer? If
the Institute was in a little village where
such attempts might prove effective,
another line of attack might have to be
followed to show how childish these an-
tics are. But we are in a big city and
all these attempts have results that do
not at all improve us in the estimation
of those upon whom we depend for our
very existence.

Every one will say that such out-
bursts are good as reliefs from our far-
famed arduous toil, but is this neces-
sary'? How many have ever felt any
great relief after a ducking in the frog
pond. a bouncing down Rogers' steps, a
ncut from a barbed -Aire fence, or any

other of those pleasant reminders that
sometimes last weeks after the event in
the shape of colds, or worse.

'There is an event which serves ad-
mirably a an outlet for these animal
spirits, and that is the Field Day. Here
is given an opportunity for both sides
to be given an equal chance, on the
bleachers as well as on the field and it
has none of the evil effects upon the
reputation of the Institute.

If the two lower classes start this
movement to abolish this "rough-house"
they will not be characterized as lack-
ing spirit. but they will show that they
have been able to rise above those in-
sipid. one-sided, childish pranks that are
far from the real Tech spirit.

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FOOTBALL OUTLOOK
While a few of the eastern 'college

football elevens were tried out against
opponents Saturday, the real beginning
of the playing season will come this
week.

Every team almost has been practic-
ing at least a week, and besides getting
the players into physical trim, the
coaches have done a. little experiment-
ing with plays and formations under the
new rules.

Quite as interesting, however, in the
coming practice games, will be the meth-
ods of defence that will be shown by
the teams. as will also be the new
styles of attack. The offensive side of
the game has been in the minds of the
coaches ever since the new rules were
framed months ago, but it will take ac-
-tual practice on the field to determine
the value of theoretical plays, and this
value of course is finally settled by the
defensive methods that develop.

While not enough football has been
seen this fall to give any, definite idea
of how the play is going to develop
before Nov.1 , enough has been seen to
satisfy an observer that in this year's
games the spectators are going to have

a better chance to keep their eyes on
the ball and to know what's going on,
than they have for years.

It will not take the public long to
understand the changes that have been
made in lie rules. The forward pass
plays should be simpler, and the run-
ning plays much easier for the people
on the sidelines to analyze and under-
stand. There will be confusion, at
first over some of the finer points of
legal and illegal, and of fair and foul
play; but, all in all, the players shllold
find the observance of the new rules
easier than the observance of the old
ones, and the game surely should be
more intelligently understood for the
average spectator.

Among the schools there is sure to be
much wider leeway on legal as well as
officials. The officials have been given
muchwider leeway on legal as well as
ethical points of the game, so that there
is more chance for trouble to come in
the event of incompetency. ff

This is one of the reasons why the
rules committee has asked for a fair
(leal this fall. That is, it has asked that
the players. by their methods of play
and by their conduct, do all in theii'
power tosee that the games are played
on their merits, and obey the spirit as
well as the leter of the rules.
