Not since the Institute began last f{all
has anything stirred up so much enthu-
siasm and excitement as the propsoed
Minstrel Night to be given on March 17
by the so-called Chocolate Soldiers, which
is believed to be a strictly undergraduate
organization (that is nothing is known
about there being any faculty members)
The scurrilous discussion in some Boston
newspapers relative to the abolishing of
the “We are -happy''vell biought forth
some comment in the Union, and the call
for Tech Show candidates inte.ested
a great many undergiaduates,—but Choc
olate Soldier Night nas aroused universal
comment, and the coming jestivity was
the common topic of conyersation in the
Union yesterday.

For some reason the new organization
seems indisposed to disclose its identity
and has not been very definiie as 1o just
what is to be expected on the evening of
the 17th. The Teck is of the opinion
that the undergraduate body, which has
now become thoroughly interested in the
affair, should be let into the arrangements,
so to speak, and accordingly one of the
news board spent the greater part of
yesterday in lesarning about the event.
It was with considerable difficulty and
after using a variety of methods—which
this member of the staff refuses to reveal—
that he finally discovered the identity of
the Advance Agent of the Chocolate
Soldiers, over whose name communica-
tions have appeared in the editorial
column for the past few days. This man
was approached and frankly asked to give
The Tech details of the arrangements for
the coming show. He refused to speak
for publication, but after much persuasion,
the Tech representative was able to draw
from him some important f{acts.

It is the plan of the Chocolate Seldiers,
to give on March 17, a performance unlike
anything that has been presented to the
Tech undergraduate body since the Tech-
nology Minstrels in 1899. This former
event was a most wonderful affair and
proved to be the forcrunner of the Tech
Show, which has lived and increased in
popularity to this day. The 1899 event
was purely and simply a minstrel show,
however, and the Advance Agent of the
Chocolate Soldiers says that he believes
there is plenty of call for just such a show
to-day, and that is what his organization
intends to present.

The affair will undoubtedly be a regula-
tion old-time minstrel show, with jokes,
dances, and a good deal of singing. There
may be some instrumental music planned;
The Tech was unable to learn anything
definite on this point. The Advance
Agent was asked for a list of the members
of “his company’ but he refused point
blank to diviilge even the names of the
end men, From what he said, however,
it is believed that the organization is
coposed in great part of members of the
present and past Tech Shows. I this
is true the undergraduate may certainly
look forward to a crackerjack evening,
Teh Tech intends to keep on the war-path
of the Chocolate Soldiers and is at present
investigdting it membership, It is plan-
ned to publish all details as soon as learned
and it is hoped that during the week it
will be possible to give out a complete
list of the- makeup of the Chocolate
Soldier .aggregation.

The show is to take place in the Union
at 8 o'c.ock on the evening of St. Patrick's
Day, March 17, and, judging from the
attendance at Hook Night, the Union
will be crowded to the doors. The Choco-
late Soldiers have announced a charge
of 35 cents per ticket, as it is intended to
turn the profits over to Tek Teck to insure
publication of a first-class paper for the
remainder of the term. It will be a "big
night”’ iff one may judge from the dis-
cussion that is going on regarding it in
undergraduate and even faculty circles
and it may prove impossible to get
tickets if ‘the demand is too large.

On the second page apppears the dail
communication from the Advance Agent,
in which he has something t¢ say about
procuring -tickets for the night.

At a meeting of the hockey team,
yesterday noon, V. G. Sloan, 1912, was
elected captain for next year. Sloan
was the most consistent man on the team
this past season, always to be relied upon,
under all circumstances. He prepared
at Arlington High School, where he played
upon the championship team with such
team-mates as Hicks of Harvard, and
Clifford of the Boston Hockey team.
For the past three vears, he has been a
member of the Tech team, playing center
forward, and in that position has earned
a most enviable reputation.

The nominations for manager and
assistant which are to be recommended
to the A. A. for election are:—for manager,
A. G. Ranney, 1913; for assistant mana-
ger, F. L. Hurlbutt, 1914,

Ranney was pernaps tne most versatile
man on the team this year. At different
times during the season, he filled the posi-
tions of coverpoint, point and goal, play-
ing a star game in this last position.

Hurlbutt played a snappy game at
forward this year, shooting many clever
goals. Last year as a freshman, he made
the Williams varsity,

In all probability, cight men will be
awarded the letter for their work this past
season. Those who have played in two
thirds of the games are:—R. H. Gould,
1911, coverpoint; A. W. Vose, 1912, point;
A. G. Ranney, 1913, goal; V. G, Sloan,
1912, F. L. Hurlbutt, 1914; J. H. Scoville,
1911; H. W. Stucklen, 1911; and H. G,
Storke, 1914, forwards. Of these men,
only three will be lost by graduation this
year.

Captain Gould played a consistent
and steady game throughout the season
and did not let his responsibility as cap-
tain spoil the quality of his actual playing
as a member of the team. Captain
Gould is 2 member of that {famous family
of Goulds which has furnished our cover
point for the past seven years.

Seoville worked hard for the team the
four years he has been at the Institute
and this last year made the team making
good at forward.

Stucklen has played on the team for
two years, and has.played a steady game
throughout. He was on the Dartmouthf

team before he came to the Instituie.
Bakewcll is another senmior who has
played in a number of the games this year.
He is a former Yale goal and playved on
the Institute year befere last. He was
not here last year.
In spite of the losses by graduation

this June, the outlook for next year is very -

bright. The season just past Is most
encouraging as an indication of the
strength of our team.

The main handicap of the past season
was the rapid shifting of the men in the
position of manager. Captain Gould
commenced the season in that position,
but upon his election to the captaincy,
he was succeeded by T. Polhemus, 1911,
Polhemus left the Institute and Stucklen
was clected to fill the position.

As a resutl of all this shifting, it was
impossible to arrange the most desirable
schedule. It was found impossible to
arrange games with all of the leading
colleges around here and games were
substituted with professional and semi-
professional clubs around Boston, whose
playing was of a higher order. In spite
of this fact the team made an enviable
showing against these strong teams.

Of the games against college teams, we
won three out of four games. We defeated
Dartmouth, the Mass. Aggies, and Will-
iams and were defeated in turn by Harvard

The first game of the season was won
from the DBoston Crescents. This was
the game that opened up the Boston
Arena this year. The Crescents, who
were champions of greater Boston last
year, are the runners up this vear. The
game was fast and well played for a game
so early in the season. The final score
was seven to six in our favor.

The sccond game was with the Boston
Hockey Ciub, the local champions of
the present season., Our team missed
Freddy Hurlbutt from the line-up and
the score relulted eight to nothing in
favor of Boston.

The third game was a close one with

Harvard, the strong team with a record
for the season of victorles against Yale,
Columbia, Dartmouth, and Amherst.
