Play, now in Cincinnati, Will Reach
New York Later this Srping.

Mr. Carb, of the English Department
has had a comedy success{ully produced
in Cincinnati. The New York theatre
manager, William A. Brady, is producing
it, with Miss Grace George as star,  While
Mr. Carb is only beginning a career as
a play wright for the professional stage,
he is by no means inexperienced, for he
has written plays for the Dramatic Club
at Harvard. These were very popular
when given there. “The Things We
Create” was written last summer. It
is 2 comedy of contempaorry life in New
York, with the scene laid in a Harlem
flat. There are seven members of the
cast, who, with Miss George as leader,
are sure to help bring success on Broadway
when the play is produced this spring
in Brady's new theatre “The Playhouse™
which will open next month.

The press notices have been favorable—
unusually so far a new author.

The “Cincinnati Times" says: ““The
play reflects a condition of the times,
Its central figure is & woman typical of
her period, restless mentally, beyond her
common place sisters, resentful of con-
ventional restraint not from the moral
but from the mental point of view—a

woman who believes maternity is sacred
but personal liberty equally so, and who
believes it wiser to train the youth of the
land to understand life rather than to
fear it.”

The “New York Herald”, after favor-
ably criticizing the production describes
the plgt in some detail. ‘“The Things
We Create’” has a gib idea in it, which
was {rankly and ably handled by the young
dramatist. The story is that of a woman
who eloped with another man when her
baby boy was one year old. She returns
in the boy's twenty-first birthday with the
avowed intention of taking him away with
her. All of the happenings take place
in one day in a Harlum flat. The wife
meets flery opposition from her father,
the boys anut, the family servant, and
the affianced bride of the young man,
but in the end she succeeds.” .

OLD ART MUSEUM
PRACTICALLY DOWN

Big Pile in Corner contains 2,500,000
Bricks. Tiles and Figures Sold
as Souvernirs.

The wrecking of the old Art Museum,
which has been critically followed by
hundreds of Technology students and
instructors, is now mearly finished, the
contractor expecting to complete his
work by next Friday. The excavation
for the mew Copley-Plaza Hotel has
already been started in the rear of the lot
some forty teams drawing the dirt away
to the city dump beyond the Fenway.
As soon as the wrecking men are through,
a larger gang of teams and men will be
put to work excavating and the contractor
will try to complete the excavation in
record time.

The larger part of the bricks of the old
building have been sold and drawn away,
but there are still about two and one half
million bricks in a huge pile against the
walk on the Trinity Court side, some of
which will be used i the nmew Hotel.
The contractor, Mr. Robert R, McNutt,
has sold a large number of the tiles and
figures as souvernirs. The steel-work
was all carefully taken apart and cleaned
and sent to the steel works at Phoenix-
ville, Pa. 180 men have been employed
for over a month tearing down the old
building and as the work is finished,
they are being transferred to the excava-
tion gang of Geo. E. Fuller, who has the
contract for the Hotel. It is expected,
that it will take about a year and a half
to construct the New Hotel, which will
occupy the centire block and be of the
same height as the Westminster.
