Seniors Urged not to Forget this

The Seniors are not voting as well as
might be expected. There are but three
clays left before the polls close in the Class
Day Committee election, and a large
percentage of the ballots are still uncalled
for at the'Cage. This election is a very
important one, and it is hoped that a
large vote will be cast. It is to be feared
that if the matter is put off until the last
minute that it will be overlooked entirely,
so please "Do it now."

Ballots are due at the Cage not later
than 4.00 P. M., WVednesday, March 22,
and will be counted that same evening
by the Board of Directors. It is to be
emphasized that ballots on which more
than twenty-five names are marked,
will be rejected. It is also necessary
that the man voting sign his name on the
outside of the printed envelope in order
that proper check may be had on his
eligibility to vote, and ballots contained
in envelopes not so signed wrill also be
rejected.

'SPEED REGULATIONIIN

.HYDRO-ELECTRIC PLANTS

Mechanicals ' Hear Lecture
Mr. Wm. F. Uhl Before

Twenity members of the Mechanical
Engineering Society, attended the meeting
of the An erican Society of Mechanical
Engineers held in the Edison Building
on Friday night, when a paper on "Speed
Regulation in Hydro-Electirc Plants"
was presented by Wm. F. Uhl. Mr. Uhl
said in part--"To obtain satisfactory
speed regulation in a hydro-electric plant,
it is usually insufficient to provide the
turbine units with well designed governors.

Where the turbines are of the open
flume type, and the velocity of approach
does not exceed three or four feet per
second, satisfactory regulation depends
on the flywheel effect of the rotating
mnasses only, and the formula for calculat-
ing the speed variation is-

\Vhere incases trubines are employed,
p:essure variations occur which modify
the :esults obtained from this formula.
The ratio of the length of the turbine
penstock to the head(L I H)is a mleasure
of the effect of these pressure variations.
When this ratio is too great to obtain
satisfactory results, the design of parts
of the plant must be odified, oi appurten-
ances such as pressure regulators and
standpipes must be employed to reduce
the pressure variations."

AMr. Uhl gave out tables of the pressur
variations for carious governor regulat-
ing times for different ratios of lengt
-f penstock to head znd penstock veloci-
t:es. He emphacised the fact that each
case must be studied and solved onzits
own peculiar conditions,and that mush
tire and money were wasted in providing
regulation whre it was not needed.

A very interesting discussion followed
the reading of the paper. Loss of head
in too lengthy draft tubes and the causes
of such loss were brought out during the
discussion.
