Long Existing Deadloeck of the Elector-
al Committee Finally Broken

GREAT CREDIT DUE TO
C. F. CAIRNS :

Mr. Cairns Decided the issue by With-
drawing his nmame from the Election,

At the meeting of the 1913 Technique
electoral committee held yesterday after-
noon Lawrence C. Hart was elected dietor-
in chief of Technique 1913. The deadlock
which had existed for several weeks be-
tween the supporters of Hart and Cairns
was finally broken when Mr. Cairns
graciously withdrew hisname from the
contest. Only the highest praise can
be given of Mr. Cairns for his action.
For weeks now the electoral committee
had gone on mmeeting after ceting doing
nothing whatever. Both Mr., Hart and
Mr. Cairns are such wonderfully good men
that it was well nigh impossible to chose
between them. Consequently the minut-
est of points were discussed. This is of
course an entire explanation of the long
delay in the election.

Mr. Hart has been active in institute
affairs ever since his entrance. He is
one of the most if not the most popular
Sophomores at Technology and his popu-
larity extends to all who have the good
fortune to meet him. In his freshman
year he was on the cross-country squad;
he sang on the glee club, being elected
to managership in the later half of the year
He was a member of the Union house
committee, and on the withdrawal of the
1913 class clerk he was elected to fill that
position. This year, Hart has been even
more active. At the elections [ast fall,
he was elected Class secretary. He again
played on his class basketball team as
well as on the Varsity second team.
Again this vear he did cross cotntry work.
At the election of the 1913 electoral com-
mittee two months ago, he was second
highest man on the list If members. Mr,
Hart ranks the very best in his scholastic
wark at the Institute. He is taking
Courses I and X1 and his record is un-
surpassed.

An equally good man is Claude F,
Cairns. In his freshman year he ran on
the 1913 relay team, he was on various
class committees and he was on the class
indoor track team. As a Sophomore,
Cairns has been just as active. He was
a close second for 1913 class president
last election, and he was again a member
of the 1913 relay team. In the Technique
electorial committee he was
chairman of the committee to govern
this election. In this election he placed
very high among the list of members.
He was also chairman of the field day
Theatre Committee last fall. Mr., Cairns
rating in his Institute work is of exceeding-
Iy highguality Heistaking course X IV,
None but the greatest praise can be given
Mr. Caims for his withdrawal from this
election for editor-in-chief.
