CHEMICAL NOTES

Prof. Walker will Deliver Presidential
Address to A. E. C. Socicty.

For the subject of their thesis work,
Mr. H. 8 Smith '11, and Mr. R. T.
Haslam'l1, are putsuing under the direce
tion of Mr, Rolic an investigation on the
recovery of sugar {rom beet sugar molasses

The method now in general use for
commercial purposes, that of boiling
down the molasses and recovering the
sugar by crystallization, secures not more
than fAfty per cent of the sugar in the
molasses, By the mcthod investigated
by Messts. Smith and Haslam, all, or
at least nincty seven per cent of sugar
can be recovered.

Barium hydroxide is added to raw
molasses and precipitates barium maong-
suchrate. The mixture is fltered and
made a cream, carbon dioxide is passed
through the cream, which precipitates
the barium, and the barium is then
removed as barium carbonate, leaving
the sugar in solution. Great care must
be taken here to remove all of the barium
from the sugar as barium is poeisonous
to the human body.

The barium,on account of its expense,
is recovered from the barium carbonate
at this stage of the procedure, by an
cletric furnace, and in the form of barium
oxide, after it has been slaked, is returned
to the process.

This method of extracting sugar {rom
beet sugar molasses is one of the oldest
known; but as no cconomical and cfhicient
process was understood by which the
barium could be recovered srom barium
. mono-suchrate, the method was oo
expensive for commercial use.

MINERALOGY TRIP

TO NANTASKET

Description of Various Formations Ob-
served by DParty.

At 1.45 P. M. on dMonday, the Miners,
with Dr. Jaggar in charge, took a trip
to Nantasket.

At one end of the beach, before a large
mass of rocks, Dr. Jaggar called the party
to a hait and dirceted them to observe
a volcanic series of igneous rocks dipping

to ' south, which contained tuffs, granites,
tand flows,—the topmost being a conglom-

erate series.  In many of the cracks in the
rocks, pregnite and epidole was observed.
The presence of these substances gave a
mass a greenish appearance.

Passing down the beach to the East,
Dr. Jaggar entered on a discusston on
wave motion pertaining to the formation
of ripple marks, Numerous dikes cutting
up the country in several directions were
encountered. The main characteristics
Pof these dikes are their extreme length,
iparallel walls, columna, jointing, and
selvage along the zones of contact with the
| neighboring rock, and its cross cutting
teffect.

As the party proceeded down the beach,
the conglomerate was noticed to become
coarser and coarser. Beside this coarse
conglomerate, there were very large rocks,
moulded by the waves and offering future
material for the formation of conglomerate
These are characterized by their shape,
smooth clliptical profile, and very fine
composition.

The party proceeded homeward on the
state highway. On fooking for the main
mass of conglomerate, several members
of the party werc lost, but they were
finally cncountered on continuation of
the trip to the station. A football was
found and the party indulged in football
practice, Dr. Jaggar taking in the fun.

All tired out the party -reached the
station aned impatiently waited until
the homeward bound train finally arrived.
They rushed into the train, then played
cards and sang Tech songs until the train
pulled into the South Station at 6.30.

The communication of “T. [ M.”
in yesterday's Tech seems to call for an
explanation. The communication had
to do with the posting of the names of
those 1914 men whose dues are almost
seven months over due, which T. I. M.
believes is ‘‘co-ercion’. The following
statement of conditions may help to
explain the matter.

The efforts of the treasurer and the
appeals made in former cluss mcetngq
have resulted in the collection of just
about half the class dues. The.amount
collected is not even sufficient to pay the
onc item of Field Day expenses.  The class
has asked for wvarious things, such as
a baseball team, a Freshman Theatre
party and supper, and other things each
of which would not require a large outlay.
Like the baseball tcam, so also the cross
country squad needs a small sum of
money which is not available.  With such
lt;raizk material as 1914 has, this scems too
a
At the officers’ meeting last Friday the
Executive Committee was made a com-
mittee of the whole to assist Treasurer
Owen in the collection of dues. The
members of the committee have promised
to give their time and energies to this
work until it is completed. The sugges-
tion was made at the meeting that the
names of delinquents be posted. It was
decided however, to use this only after
all other means had been uscd. The
Statement in Monday's Tech to the effect
that on April 17th, thc names would be
posted was, so {ar as the 1914 Exccutive
Committee is Lonccrnu] unauthorized,
since no such date k.- -onoser, It
scems to go without s o thar if all
efforts prove futile that the names of
those not paying dues ska'l at least be
known to those members of the class,
who have contributed their share to
dcfray class  cxpenscs.

In *“F. [. M."'s communrication the
objection was brought that sume men
in the class were starving and actually
could not pay the $1.50 which they owe
the class. There is room for doubt as
to that. At frequent intervals, when all
men in the class are suddenly told 1o
buy some text book of which they did
not know at the begining of the yuar,
they manage to get the money somewhere,
somehow and pretty quick at that. The
class treasury, it seems, might be remem-
bered on such occasions,  However, if
there be any who arc in such distressing
need, that they must disregard their
class, it such will let the treasurer know
of the fact, their names will not be publish-
cd, should that method be resorted to.
There is no desire on the part of the
Exccutive Committee to'‘co-crce””.  Field
Day and other Tech traditions make
certain expenditures necessary to uphold
the honor of the class. For this reason
the class votes to pay certain class dues.
And in taking their offices the officers of
the class promise to collect this moncy
and use it as cconomically as they can.
The present effort to collect the dues is
only carrying out this plan.
