Subject of Address. by Mr. Frank Worcester and Malden Full of Re-
J. Sprague at Dinner of Joint minders that "Frenzied French"

Societies Is Coming

Mr. Sprague a Prominent Consulting
Engineer of New Yorl.

"The Romance and Realities of Engin-
eering" is the subject chosen by Mr.
Frank J. Sprague, the New York con-
sulting engineer, for the grand joint
societies' dinner in the Union Wednesday
evening April 12. Below is a biograph-
ical sketch of Mr. Sprague..

Frank Julian Spargue, Electrical Eng-
ineer, was born at Milford, Conn., July
25th, 1857. He received high school
education at North Adams, Mass., and
in 1874, he won competitive appointment
to U. S. Naval Academy at Annapolis,
graduating in 1878 and taking high rank
in engineering, physics, mathematics
and architecture.

He was ordered to U. S. S. Richmond,
bound for Chinese Station, and was special
correspondent of Boston Herald during
this cruise and General Grant's visit
to China and Japan. He returned home
in 1880, and carried on electrical experi-
ments at the Stevens Institute Shops and
the Brooklyn Navy Yard. He was ordered
to duty on the training ship Minnesota,
where he made the first attempts in the
Service to- introduce the incandescent
electric light, later continuing experi-
ments at the Torpedo Station at Newport.

Returning to his ship, he passed examin-
ation for Ensign, got a year's leave, and
resigned to become assistant to Mr. Edison
He remained with him for a year, during
which time he made important improve-
ments in matters connected with electric
light distribution, but becoming interested
in the electric trans.-nission of power,
he resigned a year afterwards, and with
E. H.- Johnson organized the Sprague
Electric Railway & Motor Company,
and began development of electric motors.
In 1884 he exhibited a number of these at
Philadelphia Electrical Exhibition. His
constant speed motors, the first of the kind
were endorsed by the parent Edison
Electric Light Company for use by its
licensed companies, and for the next four
years there was an extraordinary advance
in the application of stationary motors
to inidustrial operations.
· In May,' 1887; he took contracts

for the equipment of the Union Passenger
Railway of St. Joseph,-Mo., and the Union
Passenger Railway of Richmond, Va.,
the latter comprising 80 motors for forty
cars, complete over head system and a
central station. This contract was finally
carried out under extraordinnary diffi-
culties in spite of every prediction of
failure. It was the first commercial
electric road. on a large scale, and laid the
foundation of the modern electric trolley
development. On' this- road. was tried
practically every device, except the carbon
brush, which characterizes the modern
system, and within six years five-sixths
of the existing horse car lines were con-
verted into electrically operated systems.

About 1890, the Sprague Company was
absorbed byothe Edison General Electric
Company, 'Sprague remaining for a time
as Consulting Engineer. He then took
up the deMelopment of electric elevators
with -Mr,:Chlas. R. Pratt, organized the
Sprague Electric Elevator Company, and
developed- the high speed screw elevator,
the automatic house elevator, and the
two riotor drum elevator, 49 of the latter
of wlich were installed on the Central
London Electric Railway.

Louis Duncan and Cary Hutchinson,
he designed one of th6 earliest large
electrice ' ocomotives ...

In yester
day's Tech "T. I. M." again appeared i
a communication which gave our answe
the air of a personal squabble, and accuse
us of "expostulating on the abstract abou
class spirit."

Aside from the fact that "T. I. M." i
doing serious harm with such letters b
making it harder to collect dues from ce
tain men of his type, we protest again
having what we wrote in good faith as
class officet looklike one side of a cat-an
dog fight.

Class-dues are made necessary by a

A man's being here imposes tl
obligation on him-not a legal one to I
sure, but certainly a moral obligatio
The money must come from somewhei
and if some shirk they are not fair to tho
who do pay.
