BLOOD CURDLING  SCENES
AT THE TECHNIQUE RUSH

Largest Crowd in. Years takes Part in
Annual Rush for
Junior Book

W.E.BARNES,1912,GETS FIRST ONE

Amid a scenc of the wildest confusion
the annual Technique Rush came off
on Tucsday afternoon.

At ten iminutes after one o'clock, the
dight at the Irvington Oval not a little
resembled ixe buli-fighting arenas of
Spain. Banked high upon the seven
foot fence were lines upon lines of men.
From the windows and turrets of the
neighboring hostelries, men and women.
tense and expectant, gazed fearfully out
upon the scene. From a score of auto-
mobiles, and from the street level, on-
lookers viewed the little gray hut that
that housed the coveted trophies of the
day.

And upon the low lyihg middle ground
warriors thenselves formed a splendid
scene, a picture worthy of the painting
of a Kodak. The men who were to par-
ticipate in the fray stood about stolid-
ly in groups, saying little but looking
more. Upen each earnest face was de-
picted the burden of the school, the mes-
sage of do or die.

Many another far famed brave might
have been singled out in that splendid
array.

THEN-~a pistol shot rang out .. .
But only the ﬁendish‘l! laughing voice
of Kebbon announced to the pent-up
throng, “Ten minutes more. Only ten
ten minutes more. Ha! Hal! Halll
The plaudits of the onlookers at this ruse
were overwhelming.,  Eicher, another con
spirator lecringly repeated the stunt
-at 1.18.

THEN—at the last crack of the pistol
at 1.20, the mob of fghting, struggling
humanity surged on to the gray hut,
