RAILROAD CONSTRUCTION
IN MAINE THIS SUMMER

Bangor and Aroostook Plans to build
One Hundred Miles of New Track

Through Wilderness

This coming summer, Northern Maine
will he the scene of greater activity in
railroad building than any other section
of New England. It is well understood
that the BMlgor anti Aroostook is plan-
ning to begin construction on the pro-
posed Allegash Extension through the
forests to the northern border of the
State, and that the road expects to
have one hundred miles of new line
completed by winter. The Allegash Ex-
tension calls for an estimated expendi-
ture of $7,750,000 for 157 miles of new
track. It will traverse the heart of the
Maine Woods and open up a great area
of virgin territory.

The Bangor and Aroostook was grant-
ted charter rights of great significance
by the last Legislature. These rights
authorize MIr. Gould an(d his associates
to build a line from tidewater at
St. John, New Brunswick, diagonally
across that province to Andover Parish
on the St. John River, thence to Presque
Isle and Washlburn, the last-named sec-
tion being already completed and in oper-
ation; thence. due west across the State
of Mainc andl the Province of Quelec,
reaching th.e St. Lawtence at the new
Quebec Bridge. By this route the jour-
nev from Ouebec to St. John will be only
375 miles as against the 578 miles by the
I ntercolonial.

The new road will be unique in that
it will be one of the longest railraods
in the worll ol)erated by electricity.
This step is necessary because of the op-
position of the timlber owners to having
their valuable holdings exposed to the
excessive fire risk occasioned by the oper-
ation of steam locomotives tfirough the
their lands.
