TROPIGAL - STORM 1S
SWEEPING SEA-GOAST

Many Large * Southern Towns
Gut off from all Communi-
cation with. North

The Eastern coast of the Atlantic
is now being swept by one of the
most terrific tropical storms that it
has ever experienced. The effects of
this tempest will undoubtedly he fell
along the New England shore line,
and unless the wind ‘dies down con-
siderably some little damage may be
expected. :

To what extent. property has been
damaged along the Southern coast
still remains uncertainh, for all eom-
munication has been'cut off from all
the large towns. In all probability
the storm resulted”in much loss of
property and pogsibly loss of life as
well.  Savannah, Brunswick and St.
Augustine are c¢ompletely Isolated.
Many schooners which are known to
have been in the'.direct path of the
storm have befn cut off from
communication with the land, owing
to the destructiop of all wircless
towers along the coast. Not a
word has been heard from Tampa,

Florida, since 4 o’clock Tuesday morn-
ing, and meagre greports that have

come from Key West show the dam-,

age done in that city to be enormons.

Walter Wellman, the bhalloonist,
whose name has been In everyone's
mouth for the past-few days, has been
the subject of much harsh criticism.

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FIRST MEETING OF
CHEMISTRY SOCIETY

Large Crowd Listens fo O,
Talbot on “Ghemistry Achieve-
ments in New England

At least thirty men turned out to
attend the meeting of the Chemistry
Society, which took place in :the
Union last night. It was a crowd

which consisted largely of new men,
and President Johmson welcomed
them cordially. As soon as the meet-
ing was called to order the minutes
of the last meeting were read and ap-
proved. President Johnson then gave
a brief sketch of the aims and pur-
poses of the club. He told how suc-
cessful the society had been last year,
and said that he hoped that the new
men would enter into the work of the
society with much vigor.

The president then introduced Dr.
Falbot as the speaker of the evening.
Dr. Talbot had chosen for the sub-
ject of his address “Chemistry
Achievements in New England and
What They Stand For.” He told how
this section was handicapped in not
having many resources in raw ma-
terial, . Perhaps the largest industries
which are in this part of the country
are the textile and paper, as weil as
the tanning and leather industries.
These have grown steadily for the
past score or more of years and
have been aided by t{he accom-
plishkments of the leading chemists
of this section. Professor Talbot
mentioned as some of the pioneers in
original chemieal research Professors
Ordway and Nichols, and Mrs. Rich-
ards of the Institute. These persons
have done much very importani work
in sanitary water supply investigation.
The first laboratory was situated in
Walker Building, and in it Mrs. Rich-
ards and Dr, Brown carried on their
experiments. Samples of water from
all over New England were analyzed.
This work as soon as its value was
reatized was taken up by numerous
other cities throughout the country.
Begides this, experimentz were car-
ried on in this eity in regard to
nutrition questions. The cellulose in-
dustries of New BEpngland did exten-
sive and original research in their
special field. Dr. Talbot also spoke
very highly on the work on atomic
weights that has beem done by Pro-
fessor Richards of Harvard, and the
research work of Professor Noyes
here'at the Institute.

At the close of Dr. Talbot’s talk
the new men signed the constitution,
and after refreshments had been
served the meeting broke up.

STARTS AGTIVITIES

Professor Seaver fo Conduct
Series of Discussions
on the Bible

Tonight at 7 o'clock, at the Union,
begins the first of a series of lectures
to be given on Thursday evenings by
Professor Seaver, on “The History of
the Bible.” These meetings will be

given under the auspices of the Tech-
nology Christian Assoeciation, and
were brought about through the influ-
ence of Mr. Waugh of Yale, General
Secretary of the Chinese Students’
Christian Association, who co-operat-
ed with' Mr. Wamer, the president of
the T. €. A, here. The reason for
these lectures is to give those stu-
dents at the Institute who are not
Christlans a chance to learn some-
thing of the history recorded by the
Bible. For instance, there are
twenty-seven Chinese at Technology,
and though only three of them are
Christians, the rest would doubtless
like to hear of the history draped
around the Bible to their strange be-
lief.

Professor Seaver, who will give the
talks, is particularly well fitted for
the work; he gives the third year
course in “The English Bible.” Pro-
fessor Seaver stated his idea of the
work to a Tech reporter as follows:

“Our purpose, in meeting to talk of
the Bible, is, of course, not theologi-
cal nor devotional, nor indeed re-
ligious, except that necessarily we
shall be interested in religious ideas
in discussing one of the greatest re
ligious books of the world. OQur pur-
pose will be to consider the Bible his
torically in a brief and simple way—
the subjects treated in it, the history
and the lives of the great men re-
corded there, and the place of the re-
ligious thought of the Bible in the
way | should wish to hear an educated
Chinaman teil me of the Confucian
classics, or an Indian gentleman the
Buddhist books, if I were expecting fo
study and live four years in a school
of China or Ceylén. I sheuld hope
that there would be, to Christian or
non-Christian members of the class,
no objection in the eircumstance that
though I have a clags of boys in a
Christian Sunday school, T am not a
member of any Christian church.

“Our method will be to read and
talk over passages from the Bible.
Of course, no outside reading is to be
expected of any students; and I am
under bonds never to prolong our
meeting beyond 7.45. Doubtless the
fellows will desire, as I shall myself,
to have a subgtantial evening left free
for other things after our class.”

NEW COLLEGE MEN
LEARN OF INSTITUTE

Pres. Maciaurin Gives & Survey
of the Purposes of
Our Work

About seventy-five new men from
other colleges gathered in the home
of the Technclogy Club Tuesday
night, in response to the kind invita-
tion of the members of that organiza-
tion.

Mr. Underwood, the president of the
club, welcomed the visitors, begging
them to make themselves at home in
the club, and then introduced Presi-
dent Maclaurin.

President Maclaurin explained that
the oceasion was one for cementing
old friendships and making new ones
for the men, and said that this was an
ideal way of spending an evening,

Technology, he continued, beghn
about fifty years ago as a protest
against the then existing type of edu-
cation, planning to give less time to
the classics and more time to the
sciences. Gradually both classes of
schools had been drawn close to.
gether, until now about one-fourth of
the students at the Imstitute are men
from other colleges.

The special work of college trained
men at the Institute, declared the
president, is to help toward making
everyone with whom they come in
contact broader and more liberal in
their views, and to help to create an
interest in polities, philosophy, art,
religion and the iike, such as every
well educated man should have.

He urged his listeners not to spend
all their time here in study, but to
take an interest in the different socie-
ties and institutions of Technology.

Mr. Underwood then told of a re-
cent hunting trip in Maine, illustrat-
ing his taik with colored slides. Mr.
Underwood’s “hunt” was conducted
not by the use of firearms, but with
a camera. The trip began on a small
river which had a rise of four hum-
dred feet in thirty-ive miles, the
stream being used as a log drive.
The speaker took the listeners up the
stream to his cottages, and then
showed them the events of the hunt
by means of the well described lan-
tern views. He explained the way in
whieh his apparatus was carried in a
canoe for night work, the necessaries
being a camera, a jack lamp, and a
flash pan, and showed a picture of
himself at his post, Then a series of
most remarkable pictures of moose
was thrown upon the screen, Mr. Un-
derwood expla’ning just how each was
secured. Two pictures showed men
riding moose in the water, these be-
ing the oniy pictures of the kind ever
taken, Slides of ruffled grouse, rab-
bit, the greedy moose bird and
startled deer came next, justifying the
speaker’s remark that “everything
was game for the hunter with a
camera.”

The last pictures showed how the
rapids were run and the camp con-
ducted.

Mr. Underwood’s talk was inter-
rupted time and again by the applause

of the guests—abundant testimony of

the enjoyment it caused.

After the lecture the men were
given the freedom of the club and re-
freshments were served in the dining .
TCOm,

The evening was a most pleagant
one to the gzuests, and undoubtedly
caused them to think more of the cor-
diality of Technology and the Tech-

nology Club.
