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TECH APPROPRIATION
BILL PASSES HOUSE

Annual Ten-Year State Grant Meets
with unbounded favor

in Legislature

FINAL ENACTMENT SOON

History of Bill is a Series of
Favorable Receptions

That the $100,000 per year appropria-
tion to the Institute from the state of
Massachusetts for the period of ten years
is eminently merited was again demon-
strated yesterday when the appropriation
bill passed its third reading in the House
of Representatives. The attitude of the
Representatives is but in concordance
with the favor that the bill has met with
since its introduction into the Legislature.

The appropriation bill was introduced
into the Senate early in January and was
at once referred to the Joint Committee
on Education. This Committee held a
hearing on February seventh and made
an unanimously favorable report.

The Senate then referred the bill to
the Ways and Means Committee on
February twenty-first and it was given
an unanimously favorable report. In
the Senate, it was then amended by a pro-
vision for eight free scholarships. After
the passing of the third reading, March
twenty-eight, it was sent to the I-louse.

The House referred the bill to the
House Committee on Ways and Means
which reported favorably upon it. This
report carried with it, an amendment
that the Institute be required to have
secured, at the end of five years, one
million dollars from other sources.

The bill with the amendment passed
the second reading in the [louse on April
twenty-sixth. lThe third reading of the
Houtse Representatives was passed yes-
terdlay afternoon.

The bill will now be returned to the
Senate for concurrence in theHlouse amend
ment, antd enactment. Then it will come
back to the House to be enacted. Final-
ly, the bill will go to the Governor for
ratification.

The remaining steps of the bill's pro-
gress are but matters of form and the end
of next week should witness the eonsuma-
tion of the worthy project.

LAST RACE OF SEASON

Preliminary to Big Race Between Yale
and Pennsylvania

It is unfortunate in a way that all these
races for our Crew should come at places
where so few of the men can go, but as
long as it is impossible to have them at
home, they are more than lucky to get
such chances, when they were at the
point of failure.
