The second chart determined the ten-
sion or sag at which to string a wire so
that with the maximum conditions of
sloct ) wind, and minimum, temperature,
the wire will not be strotched beyond the
snfe limit. In a small space was given
a tabic of clectrical constants for the trans-
migsion line, the resistance, reactance
and susceptance for wires of all commer-
cial sizes,

‘Another chart gave the cfficiency and
regulation of a transmissiot line of know
length when transmitting a given amount
of gower.

Last was shown a table of hyperbolic
iunctions in a form similar to the scales
on a slide rule.  The speaker showed that
the use of hyperbolic functions was neces-
sary, in solving the pro])lerns of long trans-
misston lines, ordipary lines not exceed-
ing twenty-five miles with forty cycles,
and in a ninety mile line with sixty cycles.
No refinement was necessary. The cal-
culttions are made by a regulaifon chart
that was very clearly described.
