CONFERENCE SYSTEM
DEVISED AT LEHIGH

Competent Teachers Give Assistance
To Students Who are Deficient
in Their Studies

TUTORING AT COST

The Aim is not to Keep the Imcompetent
in College, but the Unfortunate

Lehigh University has recently de-
vised a scheme f{or helping out lagging
students and preventing them from having
to pay extertionate prices for coaching.
A separate department in charge of sev-
eral members of the faculty holdsevening
sessions for consultation with students
seeking assistance, The idea is not so
rauch to enable the student to pass an
examination as to put him on his {eet
and help him to handle his work unassist-
ed by giving him a better knowiedge of
methods of study and the best way to
accomplish his work.

President Drinker's explanation of the
system is substantially as follows :—

“Lehigh believes in a policy of so limit-
ing the number of her students that spe-
cial care may be given to each man. She
believes in trying to keep men in college
when they have been once deemed fit
to enter, and while eliminating thoge who,
after trialare proved to be not of col-
lege timber, in giving every reasonable
aid to the man who may be in need of
temporary aid or encouragement.

“We all know of and probably all dis-
approve of the coaching schools and sys-
tems tnvolving payments of {rom $1.00
to $5.00 an hour for eramming to pass a
Jguiz or examination. While it is prob-
‘able that assistance will always be nSeded
and sought, it is very important that all
help be given in such a way as to increase
the student’s power of independent study
and not to weaken his self-reliance, and
that only that amount of assistance be
given him to enable him to regain his
grasp and then go on by himseli. To best
deal with this problem, we have instituted
here at Lehigh what we call our conference
department, which we believe to be the
way to accomplish the best results for
both the students and faculty.

*“The dircctor of the department is an
experienced teacher, a professor of math-
ematics, and 2 man having a strong per-
sonal, sympathetic interest in students.
Able, mature teachers from the depart-
ments of physics, chemistry, and modern
ianguages represent those subjects in the
conference school, which sits on Monday,
Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday evenings
from 7 to 9 {or consultation with fresh-
man or sophomore who desires aid in
mathematics physics chemistry, and
modern language.

“The school is run at cost, the charge
for the {our full sessions being $1.50, and
the school sits on  Wednesday and
Saturday afternoons from 2 to 4 free of
charge for the benefit of those students
who can not afford to pay even the above
nominal charge. The great advantage
is that the student is not aided by an
outsider, but by a competent teacher
engaged in the same subjects in which
the aid is sought. The aim is not to
carry along lazy and incompetent students

BIGGEST MOTOR ;
E EVER BUILT

Single Cylinder Two-Cycle Motor
That Develops 1200
H. P.

A Carel Diesel single-cylinder single-
acting two-stroke motor has just been
finished capable of developing 1200 horse-
power. The size of this cylinder is enor-
mous ; some idea of the size can be hard
from the fact that the distance {rom the
floor to the cylinder cover is 16 {eet.

Although this 1200 h. p. motor works
on the two stroke principle, there is a
cam shaft, which runs, of course, at the
engine specd. There are four valves tor
air starting, ordinary air inlet, fuel in-
jectors, and exhaust, The diameter of
the crank pin is about two [eet.

This is the type of motor that Vickers
Sons & Maxim, Ltd., of Barrow-in-Furness
England, are building by the many thou-
sands of horse power for the British Navy.
The single cylinder just described was
built for testing purposes.
