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COMMUNICATION
. To the Editor of The Tech:

In direct opposition to the expressed
opinion of the Athletic Association, the
Advisory Council on Athletics has seen
fit to abolish basket ball as a Varsity
l'sport at che Institute.  There s, of course,
{ no doubt as to the sincerity of the action,
but the membership of the Council is
wholly of men who are entirely i gnorant
of basket ball, and it seems to me that

to the large number of students who are
jinterested in the game, and who will
be greatly disappointed by its being dis-
continued.

The Adwisory Council, as nearly as can
be learned, gives the following reasons
for its action :

' 1. The decling of basket ball and its
unfitness as an intercollegiate sport.
2. The poor showing made by the

Institute Lasket ball teams.

It never scems to occur to the worthy
persons in charge of our athletic carcers,
that basket hall has heen abolished at
nther colleges mainly for the reason of
¢iving 2 more energy to the support of
major sports. Now, is it really considered
vecessary to turn the entire attention of
fiftcen hundied wndergraduates to the
support of the track and hockey teams?
The enthustasm about basket ball is
undoubtly le-s in this part of the country
than it was a few vears ago, but as long
as there are forty men in the Institute
who are willing to come out and work
{or a Varsity team, it is very difficult to
to see the necessity of following the ex-
cmple of other colleges having {oothall,
baseball Desides a muititude of under-
giaduate activities undreamed of in the
Tnstitute lite. Tt is still possible to arrange
a perfectly satislactory schedule without
paing far out of New England, and, in
fact, the one {or next year is nearly com-
plete now.

As far as the so-called disgraceful re-
cord of Institute basket ball teams is
concerned, 1 think that, on the whole,
it will be found by unpredjudiced inves-
tigation to he not nearly as black as the
Advisorv Council would have us helieve.
The last two years have certginly not
leen over-bright enes, but if the main
ohject of the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology is to develap victorious ath-
letes, why docsn’t somebody tear down
the inscription over the gate at Tech
Fickd ?

“Not the Quarry, but the Chase,
Not the Laurel, hut the Race,

Not the Hazard, but the Play,
Make me, Lord, enjoy alway.”

We have worked under all sorts of
dilfcultics. many of which can be appre-
cinted by any student who really follows
this work. We bhave played against
the best teams trained and coached teams
on their own floors, generalty after a long
and tfiresome trip, necessitated by the
Jack of funds, and in most cases have made
a very creditable showing. In order to
play at home, it is neccessary to pay the
other tecam'’s expenses. This takes money.,

The Adwisary Council wants to know why |

we dou't play more home games. We
appreciate the Jack of funds, but not the
lack of appreciation.

Last year, we thought that the pros-
pects were pretty bright until about three
days before the first game when the
Adwisory Council suddenly decided to
have some cligibility rules. The result
was the elimination of Wentworth,the
mainstay of the team. Or course, this
was not the canse of all our deleats that
year, but it certainly disorganized things
for a while. We appreciate cligibility
rules, hut not the manner and time of
application. The basket hall team has
not had a eoach for the last four years.
and has not been able to get the use of the
Gym for practise, but they long ago gave
up the idea of attaining any such luxuries.
All the felbows ask is a chance to try again
and in the endeavor they would have
been lead by a plucky, hard-working
captain, and an efficient and enthusias-
tic manager. If the students arc as a
whole in favor of the retention of the sport
1 can not see how the Adwvisory Council
could continue their present stand with
any pretence of fairness,

Dart-
mouth on paper has a slightly better
squad of performers than the Back DBay
college but their point winners are con-
fined to comparitively few cvents while
Technology on the other hand, should
score in every event.  1f the Team puts
up the same kind of performance that
they did at the Brown meet the Hanover-
jans will have a hard time winning out

slip-up will' give the mect to Tech by the
same margin.

In the dashes, Dartmouth secms to
have things her own way as far as first
places are concerned.  Russell, the crack
sprinter who trimmed Foster at the Sta-
dium last week, looks good to repeat his
victories in the century and the furlong.
Wilson, of Teh, and Wilkins and Shepard
of Dartmouth will fight {for the two re-
maining places in the century while Salis-
bury and Wilson of Tech should take the
second and third places in the furlong.
In the quarter unless Dartmonth springs
a big surprise, the majority of the points
should go to Tech, with Guething, Salis-
bury and Fhompson all running in goeod
form. Dartmouth's 440 men Steinert,
Gardner, Duffic, Hall are none of them
above the average amd with the fuck
breaking right not more than one of
them should place.
