The toast master, Stanley Edwards
Bates, with a few well chosen and appro-
priate stories, introduced the first speaker
of the evening, Mr. George B. Gavin,
assistant City Editor of the Boston Gleobe.

Mr Gavin addressed his audience as
"Fellow journalists" and received a
vociferous ovation. He gave a very in-
teresting talk on the obstacles of news-
paper work. The most interesting thing
of newspaper work to him is the getting
out of a paper in a hurry. A scoop is
not generally the result of a prepared and
and concentrated effort: but is usually
the result of chance. When the Glob
printed the news of Tennyson's death,
it was commented upon all over the world.
It was a scoop, pure and simple, but it
was, however, merely the result of a
drunken telegraph operator and a poker
game. The Chelsea fire was, however,
a marvelous example of preparedness on
the part of a newspaper. The different
men of the paper were away on various
enjoyable affairs. (Calls for them went
out and they came to the office in various
condi'ions of mind and dress and then
the entire resources of the paper were
directed to the "covering" of the fire.
Mr. Gavin's remarks were very well
received and warmly applauded.

The next speaker was Mr. Ballou, the
printer of The Tech during the past year.
Mr. Ballou said that The Tech ought to
be a paying proposition. A college paper
is sure to appeal to quite a number
of advertisers, and a summer canvasser
would be a good idea.

MUCH INTEREST SHOWN

Several \Ienml:ers Have Taken up Thesis
Work in Aeronautics

The last eight months were marked
with notal-c activity and changes on
the part of the Aero Club. The quarters
w.hich it l:eld last sear, the large rotunda
of the Shde and Leather Exhibition Build-
ding, had to be given up on account of
alterations, and the Club shifted its
location to tI e vorks of Kearn and Co.
in Cambridge. Although there its glid-
ing facilitic.;, w-ee none of the best, the
members had a chance to work during
the niht on constructional, and repair
work and this opportunity was amply
n-acde use c.. A nuither shift of location
was brought about in March.

Mr. Clatlin, the manager of the Har-
vard Aviation I ield at ,Squantum, made
arrangements with the various aeronau-
tical societies to bi ing their gliders to
the field and provided sheds for their
housing incidentally he built a gliding
slope, i. c. an incliued plane with tracks
on it, from which the aviator can be shot

'o, n and by virtue of the velocitv gained
glide for considerable distances. The
"Slone" is put on wheels and( thus can
be turned facing the wind under all con-
dlitions. The Club has been experiment-
ing withi this and several changes have
been made at the Club's suggestion. It
is very probable that several ofthe mem-
bers will stay at the aviation field after
the exam week to continue work on glid-
ing experiments.

The work of the Club) has not been con-
fined to gliding alone. During the early
pait of the season a series of illustrated
lectures were given on the theory and
practise of gliding by Mr. Merrill. A
trip to the Burgess Aeroplane W1orks was
also undertaken later on in the season and
this together with the building of gliders
has given the members training in the
handling of aeronautical stock.

A small two cycle Aeronautical motor
has been procured and put up in the
mechanical laboratories for the purpose
of testing propellers and if it shows good
results, it is the intention of the Club to
use it for propelling one of its gliders.

The two twentt foot gliders have been
supplemented by'h ir. Dalrymple's thirty
foot machine. The supporting surface
of three hundred square feet will enable
the machine to make longer glides than
those attained by either of the two small-
er machines.

The p;urpose of the Aero Club, the
bringing together of rren interested in
aeronautical wor,k, has been amply ac-
complished and several of the members
been prompted to undertake aero-
nautical thesis work. The exl-eriments
be carried out along the same lines
next year andl it is hoped that all men who
are interested in aeronautical progress
wvill communicate with the secretary, Mr.
Caldwell, or one of the members of the
Club.

SPEED OF 50 KNOTS
Per Hour on Water

One of the latest challengers for the
British International Trophy this year
is the "Maple Leaf III," which has just
been launched in England to compete in
this race in August. Her motors have
not yet run at-full power, and when she
attained her record speed of 49 1-2 knots
over the measured mile in Southampton,
she still. had a reserve of engine power.
Nominally, the motors; were to have de-
veloped 400 h. p., but as now installed
the full power available from. each will
be 325 h. p. The engines will thus never
be pressed and will therefore enjoy less
liability to break down.

The boat is of the hydroplane type,
40 feet long and 9 feet beam. There are
two twelve cylinder engines of 400 h. p.
each. In order to combine strength with
lightness, there is a central girder which
runs down the bolt, the bottom member
forming the keel, the girder being of
sufficient strength to support the weight
of the whole boat and engines, when stp-
ported either between, a point in the
middle and one end, br at the extreme

-ends. From this girder are hung the
two engines, and by careful design, the
whole of the thrust of the propellers is
also transfered to it. The bottom of the
boat is of mahogany; from the stem to
the step, which is about mid-ship, is in
three thicknesses, and from the step
aft to the top sides in two.

The Massachusetts Real Estate Ex-
change, which has advocated .a paid com-
mission to develop the docking and ship-
ping facilities of Boston; decided vester-
day to make a tour of inspection of the
model docks of Montreal, Canada's big
summer shipping point.

With the members of the exchange
will go delegates from the Board of Trade
and the Chamber of Commerce, and, if
he can arrange it, Governor Foss, who is
vice-president of the exchange.

The trip of inspection is scheduled for
June 6, 7 and 8. The arrival of the party
at Montreal will be marked bv a banquet
tendered by the Montreal Board of Trade
in conjunction with the other leading
organizations of the city.

Premier Laurier is expected to be pre-
sent, together with prominent officials
of the Grand Trunk railroad and of the
Montreal Harbor Commission.

The next day, Wednesday. June 7,
the party will make a thorough inspec-
tion of harbor and docks and the modern
facilities that have been in operation in
Montreal for the handling of commerce.
Other trips will be made to points of
i nterest in the city also.

The party-will arrive in Boston Thurs-
day morning about eight o'clock.
Ablout 300 are expected to make the trip
and special trains have been arranged
to accommodate the investigators.

At several cities along the route through
New England, the trains will stop to
take on representatives of other trade
organizations, making the party repre-
sentative of all New England as well as
of Massachusetts.

Special invitations have been issued to
the members of the legislative committee
on metropolitan affairs, that they may
have this opportunity to see how modern
port of Montreal handles the summer com-
merce of Canada, and to be able to apply
the knowledge gained to the needs of
Boston.

The project was discussed and definite-
ly decided yesterday at a large and en-
thusiastic meeting of the exchange at
the City Club. The decision was unani-
mous, and immediately following it,
Secretary C. E. Lewis was bezsieged by
requests for reservations for lihe trip.

After-the meeting-a delegation of about
ten members of the exchange, headed by
President Martin, waited on (Governor
Foss, to nvite him to accompany the
party. There is every prospect that the
invitation will be accepted.
