NOTE—If a man has 8 points or
less for one office and becomes eap-
tain of an athletic team, his points
will generally be commuted. In case
the 8 or less points are the result
of holding two or more offices, the
points for captain, which carry the
sum total above ten, will not be com-
muted. THowever, ecaptaincy points
will not be commuted for-a nine or ten
noint man.

No ecollege or school can claim the
right of priority over the Institute of
a practical system of preventing one
man holding too many offices. This
system is carried out as a point sys-
tem. TUnder it the various positions
and offices are rated according to the
schedule printed below, and no man
can held more tham a total of tenm
points. There are, however, one or
two exceptions to this ten point rule
which have been found necessary.
The point system was first estab
lished in the spring of 1908. The sys-
tem cannot be credited to one or two
men: it was the result of the agita-
tion to prevent one man underiaking
more work In activities than his stud-
ies would permit, but the ohe that has
been recognized as the prime mover
in the adoption of this system was
M. R. Seharff 1909, who is now presi-
dent’'s assigtant. The point system
met its most serfous opposition in the
class of 1910, who at the start of their

junior year in 1908 believed that the
adoption of the system would make
all their activities for the junior year,
including Technique and the Junior
Prom, suffer because it would neces-
sitate the withdrawal of their men
from one or the other. However, the
gystem was finally adopted and en-
forced, and has subseguently proved
efficient. Now twice as many men are
on the activities as before the sys-
tem was adopted. This means that
not only are more men inferested in
doing something besides their school
work, but that the activity work it-
gelf iz hetter conducted, hecause the
men conecentrate on one activity and
give it better service thanr under the
old regime.

Last year many changes were made
of a minor nature which would, of
course, be expected in the sysiem as
now in college life. Since its adop-
tion the system has been copled al-

Among the exceptions to the ten
point limit may be mentioned the
athletic commutation, which allows a
man under nine points in one office
to hold the eaptainey of an athletic.
team, although it may mean that his
points g6 over ten. Another modifi-
cation is to the effect that the Hxecu-
tive Committee of the Institute Com-
mittee can be -composed of men re-
gardleass of the number of points that
they already have. There are gome
positions which are not rated at ali,
for example, the Senior Class Com-
mittee and the Technique EBElectoral
Committee. This was done because
it was thought that the class should
obtain the best men it had to carry
out these important class duties, and
for the time the men are active on
these committees they are expected
to lay aside their other activity work.

‘When nominations are considered
by nomination committees, before the
name goes up for election, it is the
custom for the commitiee to ask a
candidate, who would be over points
if elected, whether he would accept
the position and reslen another to
brine his points to ten or below, This
prevents difficulties after elections.

Siemens and Halske instruments have
been purchased from the bequest of
the late Mrs. Augustus Lowell. A
Kelvin electrostatic +voltmeter has
also been procured and arranged for
use in the lecture room. A storage
battery of 12¢ small cells will be used
in connection with this and for other
purposes, when small currents at
high potential are needed.

A number of new .patterns of
vacuum tubes have been imported
from Goetze, Gundelach and Mueller-
Uri, and added to the already very
large . collection. .-There.has been or-
dered from Steeg and Reuter, but not
vet received, an important projecting
apparatus for studying the phenom
ena of polarized light with crystals,
as well as a number of valuable erys-
tal sections, Several useful pieces of
miseellaneous apparatus have been
purchased of Kohl and Funess.

To provide the necesgsary facilities
for the increasing number of students
electing work in the Laboratory of
Applied Electro-Chemistry, a new 50
kw, transformer has been purchased
of the Pittsburg Transformer Com-
pany. A special switchboard to ac-
company this transformer has been
designed by Professor Derr, by means
of which voltage in steps of 10 volts,
and extending from 10 to 229 volts,
are available, A similarly designed
switchboard has been in constant use
with the 50 kw. transformer original-
ly installed in the laboratory, and has
proved exceedingly satisfactory for
electric furnace operations.

To furnish the additional power
now needed a 75 kw. transformer hag
been ordered for installation at the
power house.

It has been found necessary to
transfer a portion of the laboratory
designed for electro-chemical meas-
urements to the Laboratory of Ap-
plied Chemistry, in order to provide
the necessary space for the 50 Kw.
transformer and its accessories.
