CONCERNING THE
DUTIES OF GLASS OFFISERS

Class Presﬁeﬁs are also
Officers of Institute
Committee

Now that the classes are concern-
ing themselves In elections, it may be
well to outiine what the various po-
sitiong involve.

The class President is ex-officio a
member of all class committees and
of the Institute Committee. If Senior
President, he is also President of the
Institute Committee; if of the Junior
class, he is Vice-President; if of the
Sophomore class, Secretary-Treasurer
of that committee. It is the duty of
the President to keep zll the commit-
tees and officers actively engaged in
their work. It devolves upon him to
see that all the loose ends are gath-
ered up and that the apirit of class
entity is kept up. The life of a class
really stands or falls with the charac-
ter of the President,

The Board of Directors of the class
have each year taken on more duties
and powers from the class, The com-
mittee is really a condensed class. It
consists of all the officers of the class,
together with two class directors elect-
ed for the purpose. The finances of
the class are almost entireiy in their
hands; all expenditures and minor
airrangements made during the year
for the class are undertaking by them.
The reports of the meetings of the
Board of Directors are open for the
inspection of members of the class at
any time. ‘The reason why the Board
of Directors have assumed such large
responsibilities is becavse it has been
found difficult to get good, energetic
meetings of the class together, and
arrange for these details; and sec-
ondly, it is thought that a smajl body
to whom the responsibility was di-
rectly given could betterr arrange
these matters. Any vacated office
can be filled during the year by the
Board of Directors.

The officers who occupy the most
important positions next to that of
the President of the class are the
representatives on the Institute Com-
mittee. These representatives have
the respongibility of aiding in the di-
rection of all the undergraduate ac-
tivities as they come under the Insti-
tute Committee., The various sub-
committees which have specific de-
tails of undergraduate life to attend
to are usually composed of the class
representatives. With the rapid
growth which this committee has had
in recent years, this commitiee is the
most active organization at the Insti-
tute.

The Vice-President and Secretary
and Treasurer of the class have the
duties usually failing to their posi-
tion, The clerk of the odd classes at-
tends to posting notices and announce-
ments on  the bill-board and other
similar matters,

The relative .appointments of the
various positions may be rated as fol-
lows, aithough it is always the case
that the importance of a position de-
pends upon the energy of the ome
occupying it. First, the President,
who is active in all the work of the
others; second, the members of the
Institute Committee; ihird, the Sec-
retary of the class; fourth, the Vice-
President, Treasurer and Board of
Directors, together with the eclerk in
the odd classes.

CREW HAS MADE 600D
SHOWING IN FALL PRACTICE

Outdoor Fraclic_e—cumpleted for
the Season--Many Races
Arranged For-

Fail rowing practice was discontin-
ued last Monday night after a success-
ful season. The ecrew only entered
one race—a four-oared contest, on
Columbus Day, which was lost on a
foul. But the purpose of the practice
has been realized and material for two
geod eights has been trained for next
Spring.

Over thirty-five men have shown
enough interest to come out and prac-
tice in a shell, and from these, the two
places left vacant last year on the first
boat can be filled, forming a crew
averaging about 180 pounds and
equipped with considerable experi-
ence, A second crew, averaging near-
ly 170, was picked to race with the
varsity thig fall, but the Union Boat
Club needed their shell, leaving only
one hoat, so the race could not be
held. This, coupled with increasing
frostiness of the breezes which sweep
up the river, was the immediate cause
for giving up practice until next April.

The chances for a successful crew
next year are very good, and indica-
tions point to the establishment of
rowing as & major sport at the Insti-
tute. Men who have had experience
in rowing at Cornell, Leland Stanford,
Yale, Harvard, and other colleges, who
are now attending the Institnte, have
heen interested. If the crew makes as
good a showing next spring.as it prom-
ises now, the Athletic Association may
recognize it and award insignia to
stimulate its continuance.

Manager Herreschoff expects to ar-
range at least {wo races next year that
will amount to something. He expects
to race some of the crews which com-
pete at Poughkeepsie, but for dis-
tances of two miles or less. A race
with Princeton is almost a certainty,
and both the first and second crews
will be tried against some of the Har-
vard eights. The lack of time for
training prohibits entrance in the
Poughkeepsie regatta, or in any other
four-mile contest; but for the shorter
distances Technology should be well
represented next spring.
