EDUGATION N INDIA

D. G. Ghurchill 99 Tells About
Weaving and Irrigation Work
Before the G. E. Soc.

Over a hundred men from the De-
partments of Civil and Mechanical
Engineering heard Mr. D. C. Church-
iil, 1899, speak on industrial progress
in India” yesterday, at the Civil Engi-
neering Society meeting,

Mr, Churchill began his talk by ex-
plaining that people engaged in mis-
sionary work did not all devote their
time to-religlous work, and a history
of his experiences is certainly proof
enough that his statement was cor-
rect.

After his graduation in 1898, Mr.
Churchill obtained a position in a
Western mine at a salary of thirty
doilars a month. He advanced rap-
idly and in nine months’ time he was
placed in charge of the engineering
department. He then came East for
a while and then took charge of an
industrial school in India,

+ The mnatives of India are very
efficient, though this is not generally
realized in this country. Omne of the
chief occupations is raetal hammer-
ing. A plece of brass is laid on a
wooden block and is hammered into a
dish shape until wrinkles appear at
the edges. The workman turns the
metal over and hammers it over a
small anvil which he holds with his
toes. The salary for such a man is
sixteen cents a day, and in half a day
the native can shape a good sized
demijohn with the crudest of instru-
ments. When bhetter tools were in-
troduced the work was not efficient.

Rug weaving, whick pays from six
to eight cents a day, is the occupa-
tion next to the largest class of work-
rmmen in India, the largest group be-
ing composed of farmers.

Mr. Churchill decided that the best
way to help the natives was (o de-

CHINESE DEMAND A
FAIR PARLIAMENT.

Sentiment in Favor of a Representa-
tive Body of Law-Makers.

All the people of China, from the
highest to the lowest, are now unanpi-
mous in their demand for a true repre-
sentative parliament. This sentiment
has now become so strong that the
Chinege government, which has up to
this time steadily opposed any such in-
novation, seem to realize that such a
change is imminent and that resist-
ance is useless.

After the barbaric and foolhardy ac-
tion on the part of China at the time
of the Boxer upriging, her position
was extremely precarious, for it was
long considered that the most satisfac-
tory arrangement possible would be
a partitioning of China among the
Furopean powers. This, however, was
not done, largely due to the action of
this country. Since that time a
stfonger and stronger feeling on the
part of many of the Chinese led, here
of late, to the founding of a nominal
representative parliament, consisting
of men chosen from the higher classes
only. A realization that this was in-
adequate and unfair has graduvally
dawned on the Chinese, and a state-
ment of the conditions yesterday by
Prince Yu Lang would seem to fore-
shadow a radical change in the pres-
ent state of affairs. If a truly rep-
resentatlve body of law-makers I8
formed, the progress of China seems
to bear a more hopeful aspect than

ever before. v

ANHUAL HANDICAP
CROSS-GOUNTRY RAGE

Four Men Making Fastest Times
Will Be Awarded
Insignia

On Saturday, November 18, will be
held the annunal handieap cross-coun-
try race. This race comes every year
shortly after the I. €. A. A. A. A, and
its purpose is to bring out new men
for cross-country and to encourage the
men already out who have not suc-
ceeded in making the varsity team.
Time handicaps only are given, so
each man covers the entire course of
eight miles. The four men making
the fastest times are awarded the io-
signia ¢. T. ¢,

The course staris and finishes near
the Highland Station in West Rox-
bury, and is cheifly cross-country run-
ning, although it stimulates some
good road work. The eourse is admir-
ably suited to the race and has been
used for several years. The record
for the course is held by H. II. How-
land 1909, who covered the eight-mile
stretch in 46 minutes 23 seconds.

A practice run over the course will
be held next Saturday, and another
on November 12, the date of the Inter-

collegiate  cross-country race af
Princeton. Last year, to stimulate
more interest in this course, cups

were offered to the first and second
man to finish, and to the man making
the best actual time over the course.
These cups were the gifts of E. H,
Lorenz 1905, F. H. Hunter 1902, A. R.
Hunter 1908, and R. Ellig 1903. Three
cups will be presented this year. Last
year R. M, Ferry 1912, won the time
prize; E. W, De Witt 1911, the first
prize, and Foster Russell 1911, the
second place trophy.

FIVEEWEEK REPQRTS
TO BE ABQLISHED.

Sophomores to Receive Grades Every
Seven Weeks—Calendar Changes.

A number of changes have heen
made in the Calendar for 1910 and
1611, The second term begins Janu-
ary 30th, whereas last year it com-
menced February 8th. The recess be-
tween the first and second term is
removed, but a two weeks' examina-
tion period is substituted. 1In this
way -the year has been divided into
two equal terms, which the facully
have always had in mind, and the ex-
ercises of all classes c¢lose om the
same day. The year closes May 20th,
eight days earlier than last year.

In regard to the matter of reports,
during the first term the first year
students receive five-week reports,
but during the second term they re-
ceive seven-week reports. The
Sophomores receives seven-week re-
ports during the entire year. The
object of the change from five to
geven-week reports is to make the
transmission from  Freshman 1o
Junior gradual (some may find it too
gradual)? as the Juniors do not re-
ceive any mid-term reports. The five-
week reports are to enable the in-
structors to get a better line on the
students during the first five weeks,
when the instructor hag little chance
to get in close personal touch with
the student, and when the divisions
are constantly changing. After the
first tefm the men should have set-
tted down and the instructor knows
the student’s limitations.

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Among ihe alumni of the Institute,
we are proud i{o say, are men who
stand at the very head of their pro-
fessions, men who have developed
their ability to the very highest point
of efficiency. There are now at the
Institute men of the same calibre,
future leaders in the lines of engi-
neering and research. These stu-
dents recognize in their work here
at the Institute the best opportunity
for fitting themselves for lives of ser-
vice, Strange as it may seem, there
are others whe appear to comnsider
the four years at the Institute an
object in itseif rather than prepara-
tion for future usefulness. To these
students let ns guote a part of the
Maftriculation Address, delivered this
Fall by Secretary. Anson Thelps
Stokes of Yale University. His ad-
vice applies as well to our own stu-
dents as to those to whom it wasg di-
rectly addressed.

“The greatest hindrance to mak-
ing the best use of a University course
is a false sense of proportion. 1 can
put the thing in a nuishell by saying
that if the members of the Freshman
class were today given the choice be-
tween a Yale “Y"” or the key of Phi
Beta Kappa, or of Sigma Xi, the ma-
jority would be likely to choose the
toriner, while five years hence they
would probably voie overwhelmingly
the other way. This merely means
that looking back from the standpoint
of greater maturity, the value of
scholarship is seen in right propor-
tions. 'The secretary of my own class
madge a careful study ten years after
graduation of our opinions regarding
the 1true emphuasis in undergraduate
life. It was pathetic to see the depth
ol the regret of most of the men that
they had not sooner appreciated the
advantage of hard intellectual work
as a basis for future service. 1 beg
you this morning to view things in
rvight perspective, realizing that a per-
verted sense o©of propoition is the
cause of most coliege failures and
tragedies.

“It makes a man willing to indulge
in the sensual pleasure of the mo-
ment—forgetting the regret of every
decent man for sin committed.

“It makes a man will.ng to neglect
his studies—{forgetiing that he is
throwing away a chance to fit him-
self for life's work which can never
be repeated. )

“It makes a man willing to stoop to
unworthy practices to secure tempor-
ary popularity—forgetting that the
enduring respect of classmates for in-

dependent worth is more to be de-
sired than all social honors put to-
gether,

“It makes a man prefer the con-
genial good-fellowship—often a mis-
nomer-—of a few men of similar tastes
and upbringing to broad friendships
based on character and ability,

“It makes a man content with the
easy attitude of the perasistent and
the eynic—instead of seeing that
these must e passing phrases in the
onrushing world of evolution which is
not satisfled with anything short of
the Christian’s faith.

“Yes, a false sense of proportion is
the bane of the undergraduate. It is
largely responsible for sin, and lazi-
ness, and lack of independence, and
snobbishness, and the aititude of
carping criticism whenever these ap-
pear, and they are to be abhored.
They are not in keeping with the
main tradition of Yale, which has
stood for purity, work, independence,
democracy and faith—for training
well balanced, ‘four-square men.’

“I cannot urge you too strongly to
get right standards at the outset of
your courge."

velop them along the lines that were
pest suited to the trade of the coun-
try. He accordingly set about devel-
oping the implements for weaving,
and began the manufacture of wheels
for Bullock carts. For two vears his
plans were noif approved by the men
jn charge of educational work, and
hence no ‘“‘grant of aid” wag forth-
coming, At the end of that time Mr,
Churchill proved that his methods
were the correct ones, and so the
grant was renewed.

Weaving in India is carried on by
eight million hand looms and a num-
ber of good sized textile works. The
patives do not cut or sew the ma-
terial out of which they make their
clothes, Rather, they simply drape
the eloth around their bodies. They
care more, therefore, about how the
ends of the cloth are finished than
they do for the homogenerty of the
material, because the folds hide any
defects in the goods. Mr. Churchill
improved the form of loom then in
use until its efficiency wag more than
doubled. This loom was given first
prize at the Industrial Exhibition in
1904, The speaker was not yet satic-
fied with his work, however, and In-
vented a new loom which is still more
efficient than his former one. The
air in a workman's hut is humidified
by sprinkling the floor with water sev-
eral times a day.

Irrigation s another subject of
great inferest to the people of India.
In the Bombay Presidency there is
one system that supplies water to two
hundred thousand subscribers at a
rate of about sevenieen dollars a
vear. It is believed that a lot of this
water is wasted by the native farm-

ers, and that the effect of this is to|

decrease the yield of the sugar cane
crops. A meter system is to be in-
stalled as soon as a suitable meter
is put upon the market. A device is
also wanted which will make the
amount of water delivered to any
piece of ground constant, despite any
change of the heighth of the water in
the canal.

Mr. Churchill believes that if any
one wants to succeed in India, he
