As was announced at the Field Day
-dinner at the Union, Saturday even-
iAg, Major Frank HI Briggs has ten-
-dered his resignation as chairman of
the Advisory Council 'on Athletics.
Major Briggs has been chairman of
the Advisory Council continuously
since its beginning.

MAJOR BRIGGS.

The Advisory Council really had its
-origin in a joint meeting of the
Faculty, alumni and undergraduates
held in the Fall of 1897. Among the
Faculty at the meeting were Profes-
sors Cross, Allen, Richards and Tyler.
'The object of this meeting was to de-
termine some way to regulate ath-
letics at the Institute. Nothing was
done immediately as a result of this
-except tllat the Faculty members
voted that there should be no Faculty
supervision of athletics.

At last the Advisory Council was
organized and first met on Jan. 1,
1898. The purpose of the Council is
best explained by the following para-
graph from its Constitution: "The

Over a
hundred Archbishops and Bishops, to-
gether with thousands of priests, tookl
part in the proceedings and ceremo-
nies, and on the biggest day there
were over a million visitors in Mon-
treal from all parts of the world. The
affair was, by far, the greatest
Roman Catholic assembly in America,
and great results are expected from
the work it undertook.

Father Twomey was present
throughout the congress and is well
prepared to deliver an instructive
talk on it.

Two Thousand 'laxi-Cab Drivers
Aid in Attempt to Tie Ulp

City 'I rathc.

The labor conditions in New York
are, inaeed, in a sei vious way. With
the striking of some two tnousand
taXI ulvels yesteiday, tne outlook
for satisfactory arbitiation is any-
thing but hopeful. There is at pres-
ent but little question that in the
next tew ua~ s an aLLenlpt wiil be
made to tie up the entire wheeled
tralfic of New olrk. The strikes
wlicl may eWstle will be merely sym-
pathetic, though no group of work-
lsie't will lose this ol)portunity to

press some claims against the own-
evs atnu managers of tnelr' respective
companies. 'lhe demands formulated
by the taxi-cab drivers are the recog-
nition of their union, a twelve-hour
day, and a weekly wage of $17.50.

The strike leaders declared today
that a general strike was inevitable.
There is no hint of peace negotia-
tions, and it was expected yesterday
that the general commission of the
teamsters would meet to decide on
the advisability of declaring a gen-
eral strike. Some violence was re-
ported in several parts of the city,
but nothing which seemed to show
any very hard feeling on the part of
the strikers.

Vice-President Hoffman of the
Teamsters' Union did not mince mat-
ters when his opinion was asked. He
said that the continued refusal on
the part of the companies would
doubtless precipitate a general strike.

POSITION OF NEW NAVAL
BASE CONSIDERED.

George Von L. Meyer, the Secretary
of the Navy, is convinced, as, a result
of his ten thousand mile tour of the
Pacific and Gulf naval stations, that
Guantanamo is the logical site for a
naval base, essentially auxiliary to
the defence of the Panama Canal. The
bay is perfectly defensible, capable of
containing a fleet of any size and pos-
sessing all of the requirements of a
first-class naval base that might be
established without great expense.

The Secretary found that for effec-
tive co-operation, a consolidation of
the various too scattered departments
of the station was necessary. He in-
spected the uncompleted dry-dock, and
it is uncertain whether it would be
better protected in a new site with
two floating docks placed near it.
Small expense for dredging would
thus be incurred.

Secretary Meyer is optimistic con-
cerning the project and believes that
the cost of reorganizing the Guantana-
mo station would be small, for the
government own, at the present time,
the greater part of the plant required
for new machine shops and other
works. He was firmly convinced, he

It is with sincere regret that every
Institute man learns of the resigna
tion of Major Frank H. Briggs from
the chairmanship of the Athletic Ad-
visory Council. In 1897, when it was
found necessary to form such an or-
ganization to regulate the general
athletic interests of Tech students,
to exercise supervision and, if neces-
sary, to assume control of all funds
connected with athletics, Major
Briggs was chosen chairman of the
Council. It was through his skillful
leadership and untiring work that the
new and untried organization filled
the requirement so long needed, and
has become the supreme factor in ath-
letic supervision at Technology.
Through his leadership, the Advisory
Council has so encouraged the ath-
letic activities at the Institute that
Tech now holds a most creditable po-
sition in intercollegiate athletics, and
yet the main influence of the Council
has been to develop the many as
teammates rather than the few as
individual stars. Through Major
Briggs's leadership the Council has
so exercised its jurisdiction over the
finances of the athletic organizations
that now the Institute teams are
everywhere recognized and respected
also in a financial way. From the
very beginning Major Briggs has
been the prime factor in this move-
ment for the best organization of In-
stitute athletics, and has given his
time and energies to the perfection
of its efficiency. We are all sorry
to hear of the resignation of the
Maior, but respect his reasons as
stated elsewhere in today's Tech.
The Major has by no means conclud-
ed his work for the betterment of
Institute athletics, but continues on
the Council in the all-important po-
sition of treasurer.

Together with the Major. Dr. Roclk-
well has been very active in the work
of the Council,. and under his lead-
ership the Council is sure to con-
tinue its usefulness and increase the
efficiency and value of Technology's
athletics.

said, that but one naval base was
necessary for the control of the Ca-
ribbean Sea and Gulf of Mexico. A
minor auxiliary station at some point
to be determ'ned in the future would
complete the base.

Through an existing agreement with
the Republic of Cuba, the United
States holds in reserve certain tracts
for use as naval stations. One of
these reservations is at Guantanamo
Bay, in the Province of Santiago, situ-
ated in the southeastern part of the
island.

Th's point is a very important one,
for, from it, a naval force could guard
the windward channel between Cuba
and Hayti. The other is at Bahaia
Hondo, fifty miles west of Havana, a
very favorable location commanding
both the Florida straits and the Yuca-
tan channel. Both the naval station
at Guantanamo and the reserve at
Bah;a Hondo have an area of twenty-
nine square miles. The United States
holds jurisdiction over these tracts
in so far as the residents are con-
cerned. The sovereignty, however,
remains with Cuba, and no business
can be carried on through private en-
terprise. Docks, warehouses, bar-
racks and buildings of that type may
be constructed for naval use, and
these are protected by fortifications.

setts Institute of Technology, to ex-
ercise supervision over the manage-
ment, and to assume control at any
time, if deemed necessary, of all
funds. or income from funds, in any
way connected with athletics, and
have final jurisdiction in all matters
pertaining thereto."

Before the organization of this
Council athletics had been in a rather
unsatisfactory state, particularly in
regard to finances. Since the Faculty
refused to have any supervision over
athletics, its original Council was
composed of three alumni and three
undergraduates. These latter were
elected, one by the Football Associa-
tion, one by the Track Team, and
one by the Institute Committee. This
is now changed so that the three un-
dergraduates are all elected from the
M. I. T. Athletic Association, which
was reorganized in 1908. The Coun-
cil elects a chairman from their own
number and also a treasurer. Fol-
lowing the resignation of Major
Briggs from the chairmanship of the
Council, Dr. J. A. Rockwell 1896, was
elected, and since Major Briggs' with-
drawal from membership Dr. Allan
Winter Rowe 1901, has been elected
as an alumni member. Major Briggs,
however, has been elected treasurer,
and so will continue to take an active
part in the Council.

Major Briggs stated as some of his
reasons for his resignation that he
believed affairs to be almost on the
basis that was first desired, in that
the Council had succeeded in bring-
ing out and developing a large num-
ber of men instead of a few "stars;"
that the Institute teams are recog-
nized financially: that he wished to
be relieved of the responsibility as
chairman. He resigned because he
believed in having an alumnub in thl
Council who had been out of the In-
stitute hut a few years and who un-
derstood athletics from the student
standpoint as well as that of the
alumni.

In the recent golf match held at
Manchester, Mass., Yale students won
the individual intercollegiate cham-
pionship and team honors.
