For Workmen At

.. During the summer a new blue
printing room in Eng. B has been
equipped with a continuous electric
printing machine for paper up to fifty
inches wide. Illumination is effected
by means of mercury tube lamps, and
an electric motdr used tor drive tle:
rolls, the length 'of exposure` being
controlled by the speed of the motor.
Washing tanks and drying racks are
also provided.

-- As part of an up-to-date cost system,
time clocks for the use of the work-
men are being installed all through
the Institute.

Each job as it is given out is
nuyibered, and the workman given a
'card on' which ifs stated the jjb num-
for which the work is done, and what
the work is on. Columns are
provided in which, by means of the
time clock, time of arrival at or de-
parture from work is stamped.

The reverse of each card has spaces
provided for a record of stock used on
that particular job. Thus sufficient
data is obtained for a more complete
catalogue'which is kept in the depart-
ment office, and on which cost is
given per hour and per job.

Different colored cards make .In-
stitute, private and overtime work,
readily recognized.

An excursion of the M. E. Society
to one of the Qunincy Market Cold
Storage Company's plants is being

J. A. Willard, last year an assistant
in the Machanical Engineering Lab-
oratory, is at present in charge of the
testing delpartment at the Trenton
ion Works, Trenton, N. J.

Any under classmen in Course II
wishing to obtain valuable experience
along the line of their future work
should see or communicate with the
Secretary of the M. E. Society, and
they will be given opportunity to as-
sist in their work, in connection with
which many interesting tests will
soon be run by members of the Senior
class.

This is practically the
only plant in these parts which is at
present rolling steel, and should be of
great interest to men never having
seen this process.

A thousand horse-power Rice and
Sargent tandem compound rolling mill
engine and an eighty-ton fly wheel,
jet condenser, boiler pumps, blowers,
etc., will be of interest.

The company have also a small but
up-to-date machine shop, with electric
drive, and a foundry, where pouring
will probably be in process.
