On November 5, 1909, the books

showed a nominal loss of $308.54.
The attendance for 1910 up to the
date specified was 13,243, while last
year it was only 10,984.

That the food and service in the
dining room are much superior to
the conditions that existed last year
is the unanimous opinion of the men
who take their meals thei-e. The fact
that many of the professional socie-
ties have special tables for their re-
spective members helps the students
to know what is going on in their
entire courses, and not merely what
is being done by those in their own
classes.

However, while the attendance at
lunch is satisfactory enough, the
management is not at all contented
with the small number of men who
take their breakfasts and dinners in
the dining room.

The different club breakfasts
served are much cheaper than at
those places frequented by Tech men
for their morning meals, and the ser-
vice is now every bit as good. There
is no excuse for most of the students
not taking dinner at the Union. It
is known that the average price paid
for dinner by many men who take
this meal at one of the many restau-
rants near the Institute is from thirty
to forty cents. This amount buys
one order of meat, a potato and
either desert or coffee. At the Union
a complete dinner is served for
twenty-five cents.

The dining room committee is to
make a canvass at once among those
men who can easily board at the
Union but who do not at present do
so. Even if these students do not
care in the least to support their col-
lege institutions, they should give the
Union a trial for purely financial
reasons.

Netv York alumni of Syracuse are
organizing.

Because laundry prices are con-
sidered exorbitant the men at Be-
loit have declared a boycott on the
laundries of the city. Rules have
been promulgated whereby the stu-
dents are to wear soft shirts and
collars on all occasions except Sun-
days and holidays.

Out of a symposium of sixteen for-
mer University of Pennsylvania foot-
ball stars only two speak favorably of
the new football rules.

ates are doing at the present time in
their various lines of worlk. The Tech
lprints below short accounts of late

achievements which seem of the
greatest interest.

Mr. George F. Swvan, 1877, has been
engaged by a special commission
created by the Legislature to super-
intend the work of the appraisal of
the property of the New York, New
Haven & Hartford Railroad in the
State of Massachusetts. The board
in charge of the work consists of the
Railroad Commissionelr, the Tax Com-
missioner and the Bank Commission-
er, and its object is to ascertain if
the company's assets in the State are
sufficient to secure its liabilities
based on them.

Without doubt, one of the most
prominent of Tech graduates is Pro-
fessor C. S. Minot of the class of 1872.
After graduating from the chemical
course at the Institute he studied for
some little time at the Universities
of Paris and Warzburg. He has,
since 1878, received no less than four
very honorable degrees, one from
Harvard, one from Yale, one from Ox-
ford and one from Toronto. Profes-
sor Minot holds high positions in a
number of scientific societies. He is
the author of a number of books, most
of them on the subject of Embry-
ology.

George E. Burnap, 1906, has recent-
ly been appointed to the office of land-
scape architect of the public parks,
Washington, D. C. Since he has
graduated from the Institute Mr. Bur-
nap has been connected with the ar-
chitectural department of Cornell
University. It will be his duty to lay
out the plans for parks in the future.

The August number of the "Review
of Reviews" has a very interesting
article on the Solar Observatory on
Mount Wilson, which was established
by Professor George E. Hale of the
class of 1890. Professor Hale has
done some wonderful work and made
some remarkable discoveries in his
studies of the sun. Professor Newell
of the University Observatory, Cam-
bridge, England, complimented the
work which he has accomplished. The
observatory was endowed by Mr. Car-
negie, and is known as the Carnegie
Solar Observatory. Professor Hale
discovered that the sun spots were
vortices of electricity and that the
cyclones which whirl from left to
right were positive in character, and
those revolving in the reverse direc-
tion were negative. These discover-
ies have, according to Professor New-
ell, completely revolutionized the
study of solar spots.

At the annual Sophomore-Freshman
track meet at Williams, Phelps, 1914,
threw the hammer 120 ft. 11 in.,
breaking the Williams record by 11
inches.

At a meeting of the Intercollegiate
Basketball Association held recently
at the Murray Hill Hotel, F. J. Heppe
of Philadelphia presented a silver and
gold cup which will be awarded to
the team winning the championship.

POLITICAL CRISIS SEEMS
IMMINENT IN ENGLAND

Conference of Representatives of
Political Parties Reaches

No Decision.

HOUSE OF LORDS THE QUESTION.

General Popular Election May
Necessary to Decide On What

Course to Follow.

Be

The conference between the depu-
ties of the two leading parties in
England has finally come to an end,
unfortunately, without coming to
any agreement. The present condi-
tions of political affairs is almost pre-
cisely the same as it was last spring.
The issue is briefly this: Shall the
House of Lords be reconstructed, or
shall it be done away with entirely?
If it is to be reorganized, how is this
to be brought about, and how shall
the line be drawn that is to limit its
powver? It was shown in the last by-
elections that the sentiment of the
majority of the people of England is
distinctly against the continued exist-
ence of the House of Lords in its pres-
ent state. The steps to be taken were
supposed to be decided on by the joint
committee which has just finished its
session. No decision of any kind was
reached. This simply shows that
neither of the two great political par-
ties is willing to sacrifice any part of
its policies in order to bring about a
compromise. The next event must be
the submitting of the entire question
to the vote of the people.

It is hazardous to attempt any fore-
cast. The Radicals, and they are not
inconsiderable in number, favor the
total abolition of the House of Lords.
By far the greater number of people,
it would seem, however, desire only
reorganization, for they feel that the
House of Lords will exert a restrain-
ing power on the more popular branch
of the legislature. The failure of the
conference is most regrettable, for al-
ready the stock market feels the effect
of the political strain, and political
circles are preparing their machinery
for the campaign which now seems in-
evitable.

Laboratory, incurred during the first
term must be removed not later than
the end of the following March; those
incurred in the second term must be
removed not later than the end of the
following November; except that ex-
tension of time may be granted by the
Faculty in the case of subjects which
from the character of the work can
be pursued to better advantage in the
term for which the record is given.
All deficiencies in Physical Laboratory
work must be removed at a date to be
determined by the instructor, which
date shall not be later than the end
of the following November.

In case a mark of D is not removed
at the date thus determined, the stu-
dent shall be required to discontinue
any dependent subjects which he is
taking, and can obtain a clear record
only by repeating the subject in
which the D was given."

Petitions for extension of time must
be presented before December 1.
