Noceasary to Select Two More Non-
StudentrMembers For |mportant
. Posrtions

" Tomorrow .a.fternoon, at 4.15, the
bld- Institute Committee will turn
over thé reins to the newly appointed
members, HElections of new officers
and appointments of new committees
will be made.

For president of the commnittee
custom has dictated that the Presi-
dent of the Senior class shall exercise
the important dutiés. For vice-presi-
dent and secretary—treasurer. custom
has likewise conferred the honors on
the FPresidents of the Junior and
Scophomore clagses respectively.

Next to the presidency of the com-
mittee the meost important selections
are those of the Executive Commit-
tee. The latter is usually composed
of five upper class members, with a
majority of Seniors. Although in the
majorify of c¢dses the regular mem-
bers of the committee are elected to
the executive positions, it has very
frequently happened that one, at
l[east, iz chosen from the Institute-at-
large. It is possible by this means
to elect one not regularly a member
who would be particularly well fitted
for the position. This commiites
fakes under adviseiient all mmatfers
brought up which require =a little
more detailed consideration than is
possible in the general meetings. Re-
ports are made to the General Com-
mittee at each meeting when the mat-
ters are brought to a head.

The other sub-committees to be ap-
pointed are those on the point sys-
tem, bulletin boards and calendar.
The Union committees were appoint-
ed at the close of iast year. Besides
these there are various special com-
rittees appointed to investigate par-
ticular matiers.

Among the most urgent of present
arrangements to be considered are
the point system violations, Tech
Show (1910) funds, and most impor-
tant of all, the azppointment of two
other non-student members of the
Finance Commission. It will be re-
membered that at the close of last
year the measure for the Commis-
sion was finally adopted at a joint
meeting of the heads and treasurers
of the various activities with the In-
gtitute Commitiee. In brief, this
commission is to be composed of
three non-student meihbers appoint-
ed annually, who aré f{o receive and
act on monthly reports of the finan-
eial status of all activities using the
name of the Institute. It is consid-
ered that it is exiremely inadvisable
for oirganizatiofis to contfact bills
under the name of the Institute with
no apparent source of liguidation.
The commission is to be more of a
preventive worker than curer of past
evils. DBefore an activity will be al-
jowed to continue contracting bills
they must be able to show satisfac
torily that thege obligations can and
will be met. In line with this work
will be the véry Important conse-
quence that maiters will be brought
to a head monthly in such shape that
cannot help but be adavantageous to
hoth activity and Institute. Accurate
accounts will also give good business
training to the ones required to keep
them, Mr. I. W, Litchfield, 1885, is
at present the only member elected
to the committee. If this committee
is to accomplish its end, as Mr. Litch-
field recently pointed.out, it will be

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COUNT TOLSTOI SAID TO
BE AT DEATH’S DOOR

Noted Author Is Lying Danger-
ously Ill in a Little Hut in
the Russian Mountains.

HIS WIFE PROSTRATED.

Tolstoi’s Disappearance Supposed to
Have Been Cauded By the Story
of Czar Aléxander's Death.

From all reports Count Tolstoi, per-
haps the greatest of modern novel-
ists, is about fo be enveloped in a
tragedy which even his imaginative
mind could scarcely have conceived
of. A few days ago the whole world
was startled with the mews of the
Count's mysterious disappearance,
and the attempted suicide of his de-
voied wife. It was afterwards
learned that the Count had voluntar-
ily left home to end his days as a
hermmit in the Caucassus mountalns.
Before he had proceeded many miles
he was overcome with fatigue, and
now lies in a miserable little hut near
a fidg station, battling with a raging
fever, and his wife, less than eighty
miles away, is dying of a broken
heart.

He is attended by his physician,
Dr. Makovetski, and his daughter,
Alexandra, acting as nurse. The
result of the Count’s serious condi-
tion is due to his age and the poor
surroundings he put up with in order
not to attract attention.

It is Dbelieved that the Count's
reason for leaving home was due fo
a legend of Alexander I, in which he
was very interested. According to
thiz legend Alexander did wnot die
when he was supposed to have, but
fived as a hermit for many years in
Siberia.

President Taft Pleased at Panama
Canal Progress.

President Taft is now inspecting
the great progress that Las been
made in the Panama Canal in the
past few months. It pleased the
President very mueh to learn that
the engineers do not regard as seri-
ous the problems they are facing.
They believe the project is one of
magnitude rather than of difficult
engineering feais.

The total amount of excavation dur-
ing October was 2,384,322 cubic yards;
794,721 cubic yards of earth were
filled in the dam, and 177,945 cubic
vards of concrete were placed in the
hig locks. These figures show a con-
giderable increase over those of Sep-
tember,
