Activities All Ouftine Plans For
Goming Events of The
Year

One hundred and fifty men listened
to the addresses of the various student
interests made last night in the Union
at the Technology Christian Association
reception to new men.

W. W, Warner 1011, president of the
Christian  Association, introduced each
speaker with little comments of his own
that, coming from one not in the activ-
ities, was particularly interesting to the
guests and their speakers.

The first of the speeches were largely
athletiec. Coach Kanaly started the
talks with a discussion of the new gym-
nasium and feld plans, He outlined the
sehieme of points on contests, a more de-
tailed account of whih will be given
liter. He also anmouiced the new Du
*ont cup, a replica of which is to be
given to the man with the largest num-
Liey of points each year. The original
will Dbe inscribed each year - with the
name, class, and points of the winner.

Among the others who spoke regard-
ing athletics was Captain Salisbury 1911
of the track team, who did more than
hint at the fellows’ activities in athlet-
ies, and who also urged the subserip-
tion to nthletics in the season ticket.
Captain Parker 1811, of the basket-hall
team. outlined his hapes for the future
and suggested what had been done in
the past in the way of upholding the
name of the Imstitute in that line.
Coach IWanaly again falked on athlet-
irs, but this time it was the cross-
country work, which as given in another
colunm today. starts this ariernoon.

T. W, Wilson 1011, general manager of
The Teeh Show 1911, then opened the
talk of the inside Institute organiza-
tions. e pointed out that although
his aetivity was not exactly eclassed
under athletics. he helieved that among
its many other fields it might be con-
sidered as highly strenuons when it
came to dancing and choris work in
partieutar. He told about the three
lines of Stage, Publicity, and Business
in the active Show work, and also hoped
wmany others would assist on the lyrics,
songs and plots for the coming Show in
April.

General Manager Caldwell 1911 of the
Combined Musgical Clubs then gave an
interesting account of what that activ-
ity had done in the past and what it
was planning in the future.

pressure, to important for the sueccess-

ful aviator to solve, are here dealt with

scientifically. .
Particular Interest for Tech,

“Progress in the fleld of aviation is
of particular interest to us here at Tech-
nology, considering as we are the estab-
lishment of a course of study largely
along the lines of the Nationai ph)smal
laboratory for the study of aviation. The
committee of alummi appointed for the
purpose suggested that work be under-
taken along the lines mentioned, and
this undoubtedly would have been put
into effect were it not for the matter
of expense. Not that we do not deem
this an important subject. but there are
many other things which must be sue-
cessfully carried on first.

“T was very glad to see Mr. Grahame-
White in action on two oceasions, and
T alsc saw mearly =all of the famed
aviators from France and the counti-
nent at one time or another. I also

.11y the military people.

was unfortunate enough to witness the
untimely death of aviator Relles, He
had been a staunch college friend of
mine and had interested me greatly in
his work.

“Indeed, what struck me as particu-
larly noteworthy was the interest in
avintion taken by the country at large.
The people there do mot regard avia-
tion merely as a fad, bat as an im-
portant branch of science, particular-
I imagine that
in our country the advancement of avia-
tion in the next few years will be made
largely by the government along military
1me~.

Tech Men on The Cymric.

“Onr iy homeward jowrney on the
Cymnie 1 was partienlarly interested in
a nnmber of Tech men who had been
abroad all summer. These young men
who had worked their way over on a
cattle Loat seemed to me to bave dome
a fine, sensible thing. That little trip,
cosing thenm but little, is undoubtably
one of the most valuable parts of their
whole educattion.

“There were also a number of Institute
cradnates on the Cymrie, and 1 enjoyed
frequent chats with them immensely.
Professor Despradelle of the architect-
ural department was also on board.

“Just a word about the local eustoms
oftice. 1 have heard so much about
the discourtesy of customs officials—not
here, but in other parts of the country,—
that 1 was greatly pleased with the treat-
ment accorded us by the loeal officers.
Xone of that disagreeable attitude, which
I know by experience exisis elsewhere,
fiotably New York., was evident, Thev
did their duty quickly and with as little
hother as possible. One thing struck me,
however. as it must strike all who pass
through the local office, and that is the
lack of proper facilities.”

Warming to Tech Crew.

When questioned regarding the Tech
crew, Dr. Maclaurin said, 1 hope that
the men on the crew will not Jose their
heads, Their resonrces are limited and
thev should net think that they can
compete with Yale, Cornell, Harvard
and the big colleges who have been in
this kind of work for years and have
unl*mited funds at their disposal. How-
ever, if the men will take the work coolly
it will be of great benefit to them. The
usual trouble with youth is over-ambi-
ion, What the Teeh crew wants to do
i= to go at things easily for a while.

“Technology is today in a very eriti-
cal stage. The real problem which we
have to face is the problem of finances.
The Institute is a school of great tradi-
tions and it has gained the respect of the
country. Hut we must patiently wait
until the people realize the importance
of a higher education of our kind and
lend financial aid.

“England. while not generally regard-
ed as a progressive mattion, has the
double advantage of a wonderful geo-
graphical position and excellent natural
resources. (n the other hand our cwn
state of Massachusetts has mno great
natural vesources, and so if we desire
to keep abreast of the times we can
oniy do zo b the development of highly
trained minds.

“The best machine is a trained intelli-
aence. Certainly there must be many
industries here in Massachusetfs that
might me developed if we had men able
to develop them. It is only Dy such a
realization of the value of a technical
training that Germany became such a
power in the commercial world todax.
The people of Massachusetts stood by
Techmology faithfully during the early
rvears of its progress, but today they
seem to ignor the fact that the type
of education pursued by Technology is
necessarily very costly.”
