GIFFORD PINCHOT
STARTS CAMPAIGN

Former Head Forester and His
Assistants Will Try to Have
Congress Pass Many
Important Bills,

OPPOS!’TION TO SMOOT BlLL.

Pinchot Says That if 1t Were Passed
the Government Would Be Shirk-
ing Its Duty to the People.

Mr. Gifford Pinchot, president of
the National Conservation Associa-
tion, is planning a most aggressive
campaign for the next session of Con-
gress. It is needless to state that he
will devote his energy to the same
canse thai he has heen upholding
since he saw his first tree. He holds
no official government position now,
hut his word is of the greatest im-
portance with reference to all at-
ters concerning conservation. Presi-
dent Taft, in his first message, advo-
catedl the passage of a number of
bills which Mr., Pinchot did not en-
tirely approve of. The result was
that he exerted his influence to have
their form changed so  that  they
would conform more to his ideas. He
was successful and the bills were
passed to nhis satisfaction.

Congress last vear looked with any-
thing but a favorable eountenance on
the radical measnres of Mr. Pinchot
11 was forced, however, {o yield to
popular wilt and the force of argn-
ment and events. Some really zood
things were accomplished, but not
enough to satisfy Pinchot and his lieu-

tenants.  The former head forester,
however, did publish the following
statement:

“In spite of all opposition, the prin-
ciples for whieh we stand have been
enacled into law, in a considerable
numher of cases, and are represented
in many bills still awaiting action,
More than one avenue to monopolistic
=rabbing of {he people’s property has
heen closed.”

The Smoot bill, which has caused
so much heated discussion through-
out the country, is one of the points
at which the conservationists will di-
rect their attack. This hili provides
for the- {ransfer o Western States
all ithe powers and responsibilities of
the National Government with respect
fo water power development on lands
owhed by the nation, The association
naturally believes that the passage of
this Dill would put the uses of the
water power completely in the hands
of biz water power interests. Tt
would also give them precisely what
they wanted and had sought for in
vain in the last Congress. Congress
is to bhe told by the opponents of the
Bmoot bill that “the nation is morally
bound to exercise for the general wel-
fare its constitutional power to dis-
pose of and to regulate the disposal
of public domain, and that in sur
rendering itz land titles to power sites
and therefore the control of their
present and future use, the Federal
Government would be shirking its
duty to tha people whose property it
holds in trust.”

foday? Unless the Freshimen of next
vear show signg of life the ontiook
will be very poor indeed.

K is
somewhat handieapped ihis year by
a full program, but is, nevertheless,
playing some very pretty bhaskethall
Jobngton, the old Andover cenier. has,
it seems, improved in his shooting.
His #loor work is apt to be rather
slow at times, but with this fault re-
moved and the experience in col-
legiate hasketball which he gained
last season, he should be perfeetly
able to fill Parker's place at center.
Of the backs, Cirocker's brilliant
dribbling  up the floor for a
shot perhaps is most noticeable.
Darling's covering and passing are
about ns good as last vear, although
& bad apnkle has showed him up re-
cently. Schar, another new man, is
playing a strong, clean game al] over
the floor; he is almost as good at for-
ward as in the back field. And Freed-
man, the old Second team star, is put-
ting up a good fight for a position.
He is a strong, fast back, and it is
hoped he will make good.

The selection of the team, even a
provisional one, has been very diffi-
cult, because of the high grade of the
squad as a whole. This means, of
course, that the Second team wil]l be
strong and fast this year. The sec-
ond string men, who are to serap with
the *Varsity in practice, is made up
of the following men: Muther, 1913,
who has been elected captain of the
Second team; Ruby, 1912: Sampson,
1913; Hart, 1913: Metcalf, 1911;
