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PLANS AND AIMS OF
THE TECH OUTLINED

As Representative of the Institute
It Works for Best Interest
of All

ELECTIONS ANNOUNCED.

Mr, 1. W. Litchfield, 1885, and Ben S.
Jacobs Give Valuable Sugges-
tions at Tech Dinner,

At 7 o’clock last evening The Tech
held its first dinner of this year.
There were a large number of men

present and the gathering was an un-
usually informal one. A novel sou-
venir was at each plate in the form
of an 1882 issue of The Tech, which
was at that time a monthly.

After the dinner the toastmaster,
Mr. R. H. Ranger, who has just re-
signed frem the position of general
manager, introduced Mr. 1. W. Litch-
field, 1885, former editor of The Tech
in its earlier days. Mr. Litchfield
spoke very informally and gave the
men some excellent advice. He told
how The Tech had started as a month-
Iy and then had eolved into a weekly,
and tri-weekly, until it was now a
daily, and he said that each of the
changes had been an effort, and the
fact that it is now a daily is a credit
to its past and present editors. Circu-
lation is a good indication of the qual-
ity of a paper, he said.

Mr. Ben 8. Jacobs, the advertising
manager of Conrad’s, was then intro-
duced, and he also gave some valu-
able advice, intermingled with several
lauzhahle anecdotes. FHe said in part:

Advertising is a physchnlogical sub-
jeet., An ad to produce results must
be interesting to the persons who
read it, and must appeal to them. Ad-
vertising must either exploit a neces-
sity or create a desire. He ended his
talk by volunteering to answer any
nestinns asked him.

At the end of Mr. Jacobs' talk Mr.
Ranger snid that the announcements
of appointments to the various posi-
tiong were as follows: Tn the board
elections Stanley 1B Bates, 1911, was
elected General Manager, and Rlliot
W. Tarr, 1912, was elected Managing
Filitor. For the news staff, A, H
Waitt, 1914, and Maurice Paris, 1914,
were elecled. Tor the business staff,
M. l.ewig, 1913: . R. Johnson, 1914;
D. . Van Volkenburgh, 1914, and T.
C. Morse, 1914, A new department
has henn created, or rather an old one
hag heen revived, and it is called the
art staff. 1. B. Horner, 1913, and E.
C., Taylor, 1914, were appointed to this
staff.

Mr. Bates wag then ecalled upon to
spenk, and in a short speech he com-
plimented My, R. H. Ranger on the
wark he had done for The Tech, and
gaid that it was due to him that The
Tech was made a daily. He also said
that the undergraduates, particularly
the Treshman class, had not heen
supperting The Tech as they should
by coming out for the staff, but he
thought hetter days were conting and
he wouid do his hest fo hasten them
along.

Following this Mr. Ranger gave a
short history of The Tech, showing
the development which has taken
place dnring the last few years, and
outlining the aims and ideals of the
paper,

He sald in pari:

Three years ago, H. W, Hoole, as
head of The Tech in the position of
KEditor-in-Chief, gave the paper an im-
petus—the greatest that has ever been
given, He rajsed the paper to a
standard that warrants carveful study
now. It was at a time of great activ-
ity in the line of athletics and Tnsti-
tute Committee work. The paper was
an effectual force in Tnstitute afairs,
@and It may be honestly said that the

CAPT. BOOKMILLER
TELLS OF PHILIPPINES

New York State Club Has En-
joyable Dinner at
Union,

NEW OFFICERS ELECTED.

Twenty members of the New York
State Club . spent a very enjoyable
avening last nighi at the Union. After
dinner had been served Captain Book-
miller gave a very interecting taik on
his experiences in the Philippines.
He spoke of the trip on a transport
from San Francisco te the Philip-
pines, and the methods which the na-
tives use in fighting. No real battle
was fought out there; the natives
would flee to the brush after a skir-
mish, where there was a thick growth
of hamhoo, underbrush and vines
which could scarcely be penetrated.

The most civilized natives of the
Philippines live on the Island of
[.uzon: there they fought with rifles
instead of bolos. The inhabitantg on
the southern islands were wilder and
would fight savagely in hand to hand
conflict, and did all kinds of daring
deads to gnin possession of a rifle.
The revclting nalives would torture
all the inbabitants who seenied friend-
Iy to the Americans.

After Captain Bookmiller's speech,
according to the custom of the club,
the new members told from where
they came and gave some items of in-
Lerest concerning their city.

Puring the last year, Prof. Lanza.
head of the Department of Mechanicas
Engineering. has undertaken to huave
experiments carried on by seniors as
fhesis work, to determine the relative
friction loss and noise in the various
systents of interchangeable involute
gears.  Prof. Lanza is a member of
the committee apuointed by the Ameri-
can Society of Mechanical Engineers
te study this question and to recom-
mend, if possible, some standard sys-
tem, the gears of which shall work
together, provided the pinjion has not
fegs than twelve tecth. A thesis was
performed npon this subject by Messrs.
Green and Doble, and the work is he-
ing carried on this year by Mr. Waite
for his thesis.

The British Insfitution of Meehan-
iral Engineers has also appointed a
conmmitiee upon the same subject. and
it seems to he the desirve of hoth com-
mittees to co-operate. At the joint
meeting of the Societies held in Fng-
land this Summer, a personal paper
was read before them by 1. Wilfred
Lewis, chairman of the A, S. M E.
committee, the comniitiee as a whaole
uot desiring to report at that time:
preferring to repert first before their
own society. JMr. lLewis gradnated
from the Tnstitute in 1875 and is
president of the Taber Alanufacturing
Company, Philadelphia,

HOUSE OF GOVERNORS
IN THIRD CONFERENCE

Topics of the Day to Be Dis-
cussed—A Permanent Or-
ganization May Result.

INTERESTING RULES ADOPTED.
The Opinion a Gavernor Expresses in
the Meeting Must Be His Policy
in His State.

The third conference of Governors
hegan in Frankfort, Kentucky, yester-
day. This “House of Governors," as
i1 i3 calied, i= a new undertaking in
the American form of government.
Great possibilities nre expecied from
the meeting as several important top-
irs are to be discussed. The popular
election of U1, 8. Senators, the income
ax amd conservation of the aatural
resgirees are sure te he considered
from all sides,

it iz to he understood that the
“House of Governors” has no law
making  power, hut will he able

throngh ils collective influence to urge
laws pertaining direetly to topics of
the day. Omne of the chief reasons for
having this new branch in American
polities is to get a body which will
diveetly represent the people of the
State as a whole. The Uniled States
Senators, since they are clected by
the Legislatures of the Stales, are not
direct representatives: the members
of the House of Representatives are
direct representatives of only the dis-
tricts of the States, hut the Governors
are elecled dircctly by the people
throughout the whole State. A very
good measure adopted by the House
of Governorz is that the volce of the
majority will not be hinding, but if a
Governor stands for one thing at the
conference he must stand tor it at
hone.

The Siate governments today can
cope with many issues of vital inter-
est which Congress cannot consider
hecanse of constitutional limitations,
Steps.;n-g heing taken (o make this
arganization a permanenf one, and to
have the meerings annoallv,  The
plan by which the Honse of Governors
will econtrol this legislation is so
simple that its chief wonder is that it
was not discovered before. 1f it is a
futher step towards democracy it
._th_lld be made o permanent organ-
fzation.

present Union where we now are
would never have existed had it not
been for The Tech, Vol. 27.

But there were two possible faults
at this time. The first was the finan.
cial basis, and the second the scholar-
ghip. Now, The 'Fech is better on
both sides than it has ever been be.
fore. The Tech was the first to carry
out fhis scholarship question which
has since entered into the elections
of other of the larger activities, and
it did it first by decreasing the
amount of work required of each man
by increasing the number of men, and
by keeping after the scholarship rec-
ords. The Finance Commission ac-
complished the second purpose. In
1907 the paper was practically a one
man paper, but at the end of 1908
there were six men working on each
issue, and only once a week on the
tri-weekly paper. This was so0 suc-
cessful that the question of a daily
was considered earefully and finally
adopted for the following reasons:

1. Finaneially. It is more economni-
cal per issue to get out a paper regu-
larly every day where men can be
hired for the work on regular sched-
ule, Advertisers take more to the
idea of a daily newspaper than a tri-
weekly. 1t is a better business propo-
sition for them.

2. Publication. Procrastination steals
away the time of the men working
on the paper, who over-exaggerate the
time on their hands with a tri-weekly,

3. Efficiency. - An institution the
size -0f Tech requires a co-ordinating
force that is up to date and comes out
at least daily. The work was started
in the new double office constructed
for the purpose in the Union. The
last point of efficiency has not as yet
been sufficiently covered, particularly
from the Faculty notice standpoint.

The eriginal enthusiasm of the idea
of getting out a daily has worn off,
We must now consider the makeup
of the paper carefully so that the pa-
per will be the best from all stand-
points.

We must develop news more from
the standpeint of the student as a
student, and less as a member of some
activity. The last is Important, but
it must not crowd out the former.
The Institute is a blg organization,

10,000 alumni, 1,500 students, and 250

instructors. The Tech should be the
binding intelligencer that should keep
each part in actual contaet with what

is being carried on by the others.

In closing, he emphasized “puncty-
ality, scholarship, co-operation, clean-
liness, live wire interest with abun-
dance of ideas, and finanecial stability,
so that in looking back to this work
you can truthfully say that the In-
stitute is better off for your work on
The Tech.
