AERO GLUB HOLDS
SUGGESSFUL DINNER

H. F. Lehman, President; F. W.

Galdwell, Secretary-Treasurer
for Comimg Year

Mr. Lehmann was the first speaker
at the first dinner of the Aero Club
this year, held Saturday, in the Unlon,
He described the rmachines and
flights at Mineola, L. 1, the principal
fiving ground in the country. There
are several Curtiss machines, an
Antoinette and numerous machines of
less celebrated make, all kept regu-
larly at the Mineola flying grounds.
Mr. Lehmann sald he talked to sev-
eral of the aviators at Mineola, but
he thought that the members of the
M. I. T. Aero Club had a better grasp
of the principies of aviation than most
of the amateurs at Mineola.

The next speaker was Mr, Custer.
He described his baltooning experi-
ences. Of particular interest was his
deseription of the lower air currents
encouniered below 500 feet altitude.
Passing cover a hill or a forest an up-
ward air current is always encoun-
tered and the balloon is usually lifted
high above the earth at such points,
Mr. Custer also described the sudden
whirlwinds sometimes encountered on
a perfecily calm day. These are often
of great violence and are a great
danger to the aeroplanist because
they come entireiy without warning.

i&. N, Fales 1911, then described to
the new men the work done by the
club last vear. The club started out
to build a glider, which was not final-
ly completed until after examinations
last | spring. Meanwhile, however,
geveral hundred flights were made
with Fales' balance glider. The long-
est of these flights was about one-
eight of a mile in length. At the end
of the term this glider was presented
to the elub Ly Fales, and it has now
been sent to Lowell at the request of
the Alumni there. E. N. Tales 1911,
. H. Abel 1812, and B, C. Huber 1911,
stayed over some time working on the
aeroplane glider. This machine has
a control similar to the Curtiss ma-
chine and was mounted on wooden
wheels. Each of the men who stayed
over made towed flights of over a
quarter of a mile.

Mr, Merrill deseribhed his flights with
Grahame-White in a very interesting
manner., He then suggested a new
system of lateral eontrol. The Wright
machine and mearly all other aero-
Manes keep the machine horizontal
by increasing the angle of incidence
on the low side and decreasing it on
the high szide. This would cause the
machine to swerve around toward the
low side if the wverticali or steering
rudder did not prevent this. Mr. Mer-
rill sugggests the use of swing tips
which can only be made to fly at a
negative angle on the high side,
thus depressing that side and slowing
it up, causing the low side to raise
on account of its relative increase in
speed. Mr. Merriil’s system was very
favorably discussed and will prob-
ably be tried on one of the club's
gliders. Mr. Merrill also described a
launching device which he wished to
see builf, and told of bis efforts to
promote indoor gliding. Mr. Merrill
also told of some of the difficulties
which beset the enthusiast who under-
takes to build a power machine,

CHAIRMAN KRUEGER URGES
FRESHMEN TO REPORT

To the Editor of “The Tech.”

In four weeks the annual Freshmen-
Yophomore Field Day meet takes
place. This is the most important
class event of the year. Football,
tug-of-war and relay race are the three
avents.

Whether 1814 wins or loses this big-
gest event of the year depends alto-
gether on how the men get out to the
field for practice, The coaches are do-
ing their best with the few who have
come out, but it is absolutely neces-
gary that more fellows try for events.
Five times the npresent number is
needed.

The time for training is just four
weeks, a short period indeed, so no
one can wait until tomorrow: start
today and work with might and main
until November 4th.

There are dozens of 1914 men who
are splendid material for tug-of-war,
foothall and the relay, who have hesi-
tated in coming out, BEvery man is
needed. You may be just the man
for a certain place and not know it

entitles a man to the class numerals,
as does also a membership on either
of the olher teams, providing they
win their events. DBesides being a
great honor, participating in the Field
Day events is the best opening for an
athletic career at the Institute.

INVASION OF GHOLERA
IN AMERICA FEARED

Prof. Sedgwick fo Aid Govern-
ment in Study of Important
Question

When the Advisory Public Heath
Board, recently formed by the United
States  Goverament, convenes in
Washington, D. C., today, Professor
Williamn T. Sedgwick of the Institute’s
Biological Department will be among
the members to report, The special
session of the board is called for the
purpeose of considering the possibili-
ties of the invasion of cholera from
the infected sections of Europe.

The board, which is an advisor to
the public health service, is com-
posed of Professor Sedgwick, Dr.
Herman Flexner of New York, direc-
tor of the Rockefeller Institute for
Medical Research; Vietor C. Vaughn
of Ann Arbor, Mich,, president of the
Michigan State Board of Health; Pro-
fessor Frank Westbrook of Minne-
apolis, Minn, and Professor William
Henry Welch of Baltimore, patholo-
gist al the Johns Hopkins University
Hospital.

This question of the invasion of'
cholera from Europe is a serious one
and is being gravely regarded by the

muhlic health and marine hospital ser-
vice, A striking evidence of the
alarm  with which the service is|
viewed by the awthorities is the fact}
that the service has decided to double!
its officers at every port from which
steamships sail, or at which immi-
grants gather in Italy, Germany or
Russia.

The increasing death rate in Russia
and the spread of the scourge into
Italy and Germany has set the public
health service on double guard. The
whole situation is te te be laid beiore
the Advisory Board, and the public
health service expeects to have the
advice and co-operation of the fore-
most scientists in the country.

CROSS GOUNTRY

In preparation for the annunal race
against Harvard, Coach Kanaly has
been working hard te get the cross-
country squad in form. A thorough
course of daily training was mailed
io every one who had shown any in-
tereslt in long distance running early
in August. The men were urged to
follow it in the hope that they wouldl
report at the Field this fall ready for
actual practice.

On Saturday, October 1, the first
run at Hyde Park brought ont only
twenty-eight men, in spite of the ideal
weather. On the first run last fall—
also held at Hyde Park—thirty-cight

men reported. The hares were R .D.
Sampson, 1913, V. V. Ballard, 1012,
and M. Font, 1912, The trail was

unusually hard to follow on account
of the high wind, which scattered the
scent. R. D. Bonney, 1913, and K.
Cartwright, 1912, captured the Dbags.
Four Freshmen appeared bunt none of
them finighed within the first ten. W.
8. Davig, 1911, led at the finish, fol-
lowed hy W. R. Dyland, 1813, and L.
0. Milis, 1911. rank ¥Kanaly ran
with the squad over the entire course.

“PANAMA GANAL”
MR. ROURKE'S SUBJEGT

Well Known Boston Engineer
Speaks at First Dinner of
Civil Enginegrs

That the construction of the Pana-
ma Canal was being carried on in a
very thoreugh, economical and sani-
tary manner was the main feature of
the talk given by Mr. Rourke before
the Civil Engineering Society at their
opening dinner last Thursday even-
ing.

Mr. Rourke, who lias recently heen
appointed superintendent of the street
department of Boston, was for six
vears engineer on the Canal, having
charge of the central division, which
ineludes the great Culebra cut which
aas presented so many engincering
difficulties. Mr. Rourke laid great
stress upon the good organization
which the American engineers had
made of the work; contrasting it with
that work done Ly the French. To a
large extent the same equipment was
used Ity each, some of the old rench
dredges and engines being still in use,
but the work is now being carried on
miuch more cheaply a#s well as tore
rapidly, and under good sanitary con-
ditions. This last feature was one of
the hardest to cope with, yellow fever
being o0 common that “men died like
flies™ under the old regime. Over
twenty milliong were spent in sanita-
tion, and now the death rate does not
exceed that of Boston.

One ol the most interesting prob-
jenig in connection with the Canal
was the much discussed question of
sea level vs, lock canal, Mr. Rourke
gave his opinion that the latter was
the only design which could have been
adopted without the expenditure of
twice or three times the amouni of
money wkhich it is costing at present,
The principal reason for this is the
danger ot floods in the Gatin River,
which has been hknown to rise forty
feet in one night. By the construe-
tign of the Gatin dam a large lake is
tormed which will take care of the
heaviest flcod of the river, and which
also serves as a portion of the canal,
thus eliminating a large amount of ex-

cavation. Thus, as Mr. Rourke said,
“we malie the (tatin River our ser
vant.”

The greatest anmount of dry excava-
tion occurs at the Culebra cut, which
is over tour hundred feet deep at the
highest .aint.  The material here is
an argtlecious sandstone, with dikes
and peckets of hard trap rock. The
proeoys of  excavation consists  of
bres'one this up with dynamite and
then joading it ounto frains hy means
nf . larze number of steam shovels,
1y this nethod the rock is taken out
ar a cost of about forty-nine cents per
eubje yard, which is a remarkably low
figure, the average price on American
railways being $1.25 per cubic yard.

The added inducement of a reserved
seat in the grand stand on Meld Day
has proved a strong factor in increas-
ing the sales of season tickets for
athletics this year, This privilege
alone costs one dollar, and the stu-
dent has been quick to utilize the fact
that admission to all other evenis
during the year in this way amounts
to only two dollars.

The season tickets cost three doi-
lars as in former years, although last
year they entitled the holder to ad-
mission only, and not to a grand seat
on Field Day. Exeept for this one ex-
tra feature the tickets are the same
as last year, admitting the Dearer to
all Inter-Class meetfs; to all home
track meets except the N. E, 1. A, A,

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COSMOPOLITAN CLUB

With flags and representatives from
nations scattered all over the world,
the Cosmopolitan Club opened its sec-
ond year last Saturday evening. The
Tnion wag filled with groups of men
exchanging ideas of all sorts ex-
pressed usually in KEnglish, but fre-
quently interspersed with another
tongue that was easier for the speak-
er and at least very interesting to the
listeners.

President L. M. Sandstein, who
comes from New Zealand, opened the
meeting with a short account of the
purposes of the club, He then intro-
duced Dr. Maclaurin, who heire made
the first talk of the year.

Dr. Maclaurin emphasized the im-
portance of social life. It is necessary
to be able to kunow your fellow work-
ers and lo understand human nature
in order to accomplish more than the
mere machine work of a man only
fitled with scientific facis. He thought
that in this elub would be found the
greatest opportunity to acquire this
appreciation of human nature, par-
tieularly as it was here possible to
get in touch with the real scientific
spirit that pervades all countries,
even with the differences of local cus-
toms.

Dean Burton showed how he, for
one, had appreciated the work of the
club to date, and gave in detail the
story of the Chinese night held last
vear. He hoped that it might be re-
peated in the same spirit by these as
well as other foreign representatives.

Professor Langley then expressed
the interest that the department of
Modern Languages wonld take in the
welfare of the club and hoped that the
department could be of service to the
club,

Then followed the most unique
events of the evening. F. T. Yeh
first gave a solo on the oriental hanjo,
the San Hiang (three strings). He
then accompanied F. C. Seetoo in a2
duet. The former played on the Yueh
Ching (mon harp), and the latter on
a Yang Ching (foreign harp). The
final piece was given by T. C. Hsi on
a Tieh (flute). This music is charac-
terized by a much shorter heat, which
makes the notes fairly fly after each
other. Ttz other most striking ele-
ment is the end in the middle of the
scale instead of at the end of the

seale, as is our custom. It was re-
marked by one of the representatives
from the Far East that just as it was
diffieuit for Americans to see the mel-
ody in the oriental music, so it was
difficult for them to see the value of
the Western airs. In fact they had
seemed to be quite a jumble of dis-
cordancy until repetition had accus-
tomed the Hasterners to their sense.

Professor H. W. Smith then gave
his beautitul series of lantern slides
taken by him in the South Sea
I1slands. Many of them had been seen
last year, bui they could never lose
their interest, evén without the new
ones lie had inserted.
