PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE
IS CONSERVATIVE

Advocates Revision of the Tariff,
Schedule by Schedule, But

Not at Present.

PARCEL POST RECOMMENDED.

Are

President Taft's message was
placed in the hands of Congress yes-
terday, and contains many valuable
suggestions. The principal topic of
interest is the tariff. The President
advocates a revision, schedule by
schedule, to be based on data fur-
nished by the tariff board, but the
revision is not to come now. He also
claims that the Payne law is the best
income producer ever enacted. In
connection with our foreign trade, the
President asks for a ship subsidy for
the purpose of strengthening our mer-
chant marine and creating a seafaring
population as a preliminary to our
taking our share of the carrying trade
of the world.

The total estimates for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1912, are $630,-
494,013.12-$52,964,887.36 less than
the amount estimated for the year
ending June 30, 1911, and the Presi-
dent says that any further reduction
would embarrass the executive
branch of the government.

The President advocates an in-
crease in officers of the army, because
he says the number even in times of
peace is far below the actual needs.
The message states that the Panama
Canal will be finished Jan'uary 1, 1915,
and will not cost more than the esti-
mated amount, $375,000,000. He also
urges that Congress take immediate
steps for the fortification of the canal
since its chief purpose is military.
The toll charges should not be fixed
in order to receive a full return of the
investment, but rather to induce the
world to use it freely. He desires
Congress to give the President
power to fix the tolls.

The President advocates a self-sus-
taining postoffice, and it Is thought
this will come about next year. He
makes a proposition to classify first,
second and third class postmasters,
doing away with the necessity of
senatorial consent for appointment,
and thus taking the postoffice out of
politics. He recommends restrictions
of the banking privilege and the adop-
tion of the parcels post for all rural
routes, eleven pounds being the limit.

As to conservation, the President
would have the restriction forbidding
the reserving of forest lands repealed,
that coal lands be leased after bids,
2,500 acres to be the limit to any one
lessee, leasing of oil and gas lands,
and leasing of water power sites. In
leasing of coal lands, the President
differs from Secretary Ballinger, who
sees objections to this system. The
President's message is very long and
extremely conservative in tone.
