U. S. 93 MILLIONS

'Official Returns Given Out By
Census Bureau Last

Saturday.

101,100,000, INCLUDING PHILIP-
PINES.

Fifty-nine Additional Members to
House of Representatives.

The returns of the last census were
given out at noon Saturday by the
Census Bureau at Washington. The
estimate is about 93 millions, which
does not include the population of the
Philippine Islands. In 1903 they were
said to have seven million six hun-
dred thousand inhabitants. An inter--
esting fact connected with the in-
creased population of the United
States is that there will be fifty-nine
additional Representatives, making a
total membership of four hundred and
fifty in the House. The total popula-
tion of the United States, including
the Philippines, is 101,100,000.

ADVANCE IN SURGERY
AT ROCKEFELLER INST.

Dogs' Hearts Removed, Grafted
Upon and Replaced With-

out Injury.

A great and novel stride in surgery
has been made at the Rockefeller In-
stitute recently by Dr. Alexis Carrel,
who has been carrying on numerous
interesting experiments on dogs'
hearts. The doctor is able to pre-
serve a piece of jugular vein in cold
storage, and replace it ill the dog by
an operation lasting twenty-four min-
utes. It has been successfully dem-
onstrated that cardiotomy (cutting
into the heart), followed by suture
with large silk thread, does not pre-
sent any danger. Most of the dogs
operated on do not seem to have un-
dergone any bad effects due to the ex-
periments made upon them.

INTERESTING CHANGE
IN OPERATIC DRAMA

David Belasco Has Written and
Staged a Western

Play.

Some time ago David Belasco wrote
and staged a Western play of great
vogue. Some time later Giacomo
Puccini, composer of Tosca, La
Boheme and Madame Butterfly, wit-
nessed the performance and was im-
pressed. Finally, on the evening of
Saturday, the 10th, at the Metropoli-
tan Opera House in New York, there
was a brilliant performance. Caruso
Destinn and Mattfield sang; seats
brought fabulous prices; uniformed
boys in the lobby were selling libret-
tos which were headed "La Fanciulla
del West." The Girl of the Golden
West! The title is significant-it
marks an epoch. For the first time
in the history of operatic drama a
great composer has chosen an Ameri-
can story as the theme for his music.
The whole opera, which is of great
intrinsic value, is a distinct triumph
for America and its growing art.

NEW DORMITORY FOR
COSMOPOLITAN CLUE

Plans Being Made For Securing
House on Newbury Street,

Near Rogers.

THREE POSSIBLE LOCATIONS.

Scheme Backed By Prominent Men
Among Faculty, Alumni and

Students.

In order that the Cosmopolitan Club
may be of service to its members and
also to provide a better and more con-
venient meeting place, plans are now
being made for the establishment of
a Cosmopolitan House at Technology.
The idea is that the upper floors of
the house shall be occupied by mem-
bers as living rooms. and that the
first floor be given over entirely for
club purposes. This "dormitory
scheme", has the approval of several
of tile faculty members, members of
the corporation and alumni.

As to the location of the house, the
Executive Committee of the club is
now considering three different propo-
sitions, all of which specify that it
shall be located within a block of the
Rogers building, and on Newbury
street. All of these lplaces are ver-y
nicely furnished and are extremely
convenient to all Tech buildings.

This movement is the natural result
of the dissatisfaction of rooming
houses among the students and es-
pecially among the foreigners, who
have more trouble in this respect thlan
do the Americans. Also the club has
completely outgrown its present quar-
ters, which are located on Boylston
street, and this will give a greater
scope for the growth and enlarIgement
of its benefits.

Of course the success of the enter-
prise depends largely upon whether
or not enough members can be se-
cured to reside at the house. In this
connection a reporter of The Tech
was informed that about twenty men
could be accommodated, allowing one
or two rooms as guest chambers.

The House Committee will be di-
rectly in charge, they having the ad-
vice and counsel of the Executive
Committee. The pr-ices will be very
reasonable, and the comforts of the
men will be carefully looked after.

In order that the members may be
more thoroughly informed of the pur-
poses and aims of the club, a dinner
is to be given on New Year's eve at
tihe Technology Club, and everybody,
whether a member or not, is urgently
requested to attend and hear what
Dean Burton, Harvard Cosmopolitans
and others have to say about the
matter.

"SCIENCE CONSPECTUS'

TECH SWIMMING TEAM
HAS FIRST PRACTICE

Society of Arts Starts New Coach Mann of Brookline
Popular Science Publication. Have Charge of Team.

ARTICLE ON THE GYROSCOPE.

"Extent of the Universe" as Deduced
From Scientific Research.

The first number of a new publica-
tion by the Society of Arts has ap-
peared under the name of "Science
Conspectus." The purpose of this
new publication is to give to lay read-
ers a concise account of the advance
in various branches of science. Orig-
inal articles from authorities in di-
v-erse lines of investigation, as well
as of digests and reprints fr-om other
periodicals, will be published.

The first article in this new maga-
zine is "The Gyroscope and it Appli-
cations." It is essentially a resume
of the lecture given by Mr. E. A.
Sperry at the 670th meeting of the
Society of Arts. Tile article gives an
account of the general properties of
the gyroscope, as well as its applica-
tion to shil) control and the mono-
rail r-ailroad. It is illustl-ate(l both by
diagrams and by numerous excellent
photographs.

A most interesting article by Simon
Newcomb, the eminent astronomer, on
"The Extent of the Universe," is r-e-
printed from Harper's Magazine. In
it Dr. Newcomb discusses the distri-
bIution of stars in space and the
Inrobability that there exists an outer
void unoccupied by heavenly bodies.
The article makes fascinating read-
inig. not only because the subject is
most interesting, but also because
Simon Newcomb's 'style is exquisite.

In an al-ticle entitled "The Reality
of Atoms," Dr. D. P. Comstock of the
Physics department presents the case
for the discontinuity of matter as de-
veloped by the r-ecent woi-k in the
field of radio-activity by Ernest Ruth-
erford, and by the work of Piof. Milli-
kan on the condensing action of ions
in mist-laden air. From the results
of these investigations no other con-
elusion is possible but that atoms
have a real existence.

Mr. S. M. Gunn has contributed an
article giving an outline of a lecture
by Karl Pearson on "Practical
Eugenics." In It are discussed the
effects of factory legislation, compul-
sory primary education, and economic
conditions on the birthrate of a
country.

"New Discovery in Soil Fertiliza-
tion" is an article discussing recent
investigation on the destruction of
soil protozoa by partial sterilization,
and the resulting increase in fertility.

The remainder of the thirty-two
pages are devoted to a series of short
articles on scientific topics of gen-
eral interest. The lecturers who will
address the Society of Arts during
December are announced. They are
Mr. L. K. Rourke and Professor A.
Jaggar, Jr.

All the articles in the new publica-
tion are interesting and easily under-
standable by the layman. For these
reasons, and because it puts into per-
manent form the lectui-es deliveired
before the society, the pamphlet will
undoubtedly be welcomed by the
members.

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More plans for dormitories-this
time from the Cosmopolitan uClubo:
This fact is well worth noting as it
put in concrete form the sentiment
which has existed at Tech for a long
period of time,-a sentiment about a
peculiar state of affairs which exists
a,t few other colleges, and one which,
to a great extent, is responsible for
many of the unfortunate conditions
at tech, for which remedies have
been sought in vain.

It is acknowledged by old Tech men
that there is no "college spirit" at
Tech. This is deplored by a few, but
the majority look at the matter in-
differently and give such excuses as
lack of time when an earnest appeal
is made by "the few" for the support
of some student activity. This indif-
ference to matters of vital interest
In the affairs pertaining to the well
being of the Institute IS a matter to
be deplored by all, and for which a
remedy should be sought for if the
Institute is to keep the good name
among the colleges of the United
States which it has earned in the
past.

This is not the only phase of the
question and many other less evident
conditions could be shown. But
space is lacking and we will devote
ourselves to this one phase. The
question is: What is the cause and
what the remedy?

It would be a mistake to believe
that it is due to one isolated fact, or
that one slight change would entirely
remove the objectionable condition.

However, there is one well under-
stood cause of the lack of college
spirit at Tech, and that is the fact
that the students of the Institute do
not "get together" in a social way.
And it is not their fault in the main.
The conditions for getting together
are not provided, and each man tends
to draw back into his shell, or at best
limit his acquaintanceship to a very
few men.

But we are very glad to see the
step taken by the Cosmopolitan Club,
as we believe it is a step in the di-
rection of breaking down these bar-
riers. Let the idea grow! Why not
have real Tech dormitories?

Nearly 120 Seniors at Yale have
given to the Yale News accounts of
their expenses at College in their
Freshman, Sophomore and Junior
years. For the Freshman year the
accounts of 114 men ranged from $115
to $2,200, the average being $1,033.48.
In the Sophomore year 117 men spent
sums from $150 to $2,850 apiece, the
average being $1,001.89. In the
Junior year 119 men each spent sums
ranging from $150 to $2,700, and the
average was $1,133.50. In consider-
ing these figures it must be borne in
mind that they are taken from only
a part of the class and, therefore,
the averages are not absolutely
accurate.
