E. E. SOCIETY HOLDS
INTERESTING MEETING

Mr. Henry A. Morss Speaks On
“Wire Manufacture” -— Over
40 Members Present.

VALENTINE DINNER TO BE HELD.

Plans For a Joint Professional So-
cieties' Dinner Were Fully

Discussed.

Last evening Mr. Henry A. Morss,
vice-presgident of the Simplex Hlectrie
Company, delivered a lecture before
the Electrical Engineering Soclety
upon the subject of “Wire Manufac-
ture.”” The various processes and
machines used in the manufacture of
wire were explained by the use of
stereopticon slides, and the Iecture
proved to bhe a most enjoyable one.
Mr. Morss is an old Tech man, hav-
ing- graduated in the class of 1893.
While here at the Institute he was ae-
tively interested in student activities
and was prominently connected with
the Electrical Engineering Society.

The Simplex Company is the larg-
est firm manufacturing rubber-cov-
ered wire in the United States,
Probably most people would be sur-
prised to know that there are  hun-
dreds of different kinds of wire manu-
factured, but even in the short space
of five months the Simplex Company
handled 846 different varieties, No
wire is drawn at the Simplex plant,
but the three processes which they
carry oh are the tinning, insulating
and then covering the wire to protect
the insulation from harm.’

The tinning of the wire is made
necessary because of the fact that all
rubber contains a certain percentage
of sulphur, and were the wire not
tinned before It was covered this sul-
phur would partially unite with the
copper of the wire, thus corroding it.

At the meeting which preceded
the lecture the matter was brought
up of holding a joint society dinner
(similar in some ways to that given
by the Civil Engineering Society).
This proved to be a most popular
idea, and the motion was carried to
hold such a dinner some time in
April and have Mr. Frank J. Sprague
address the societies. Mr, Sprague is
a consulting engineer, and has prac-
tieally agreed to speak here some
time in April. His subject will prob-
ably be “The Transportation Prob-
lems in a Large City.” This topic
should be one that will appeal to the
nmembers of any of the professional
societies here at Tech.

On February 14th the society is
planning to hold a banquet, at which
Mr. Valentine of the New England
Telephone Company will be the
speaker. As February 14th is St.
Valentine's Day, it is pianned to have
certain “stunts” carried out at the
dinner that will be suggestive of the
day. Any members of the E E. So-
ciety who can offer suggestions for
thése “stunts™ are asked to leave
them at the Cage for Mr. Dennison.
The only reason for holding the meet-
ing on this date is to offer an oppor-
tunity for some real original ideas
and a good time is assured to all who
altend the banquet.

Tomorrow afterncon and also on
Thursday afternoon of this week,
there will be an execursion over to
Cambridge to visit the Simplex plant,
Since the excursiong follow directly
after the lecture of last evening, the
processes of wire manufacture should

be more easily understood by the
members of the society than would
otherwise be the case.

the'field, and that it was necessary
to orfiginate many processes and de-
vices for the manufacture of the. acid.
Costly experiments opened up new
fields to the manufacturer, which in
turn needed perfecting. and often
when ssemingly perfected a new and
hetter process was discovered. It is
sometimes cobtended that American
inventions are often not guite up to
the foreign standard, but this cannot
be true, for example, in Germany the
American method of the contact pro-
cesg for sulphuric acid is rapidly dis-
placing the German one,

The future of the chemieal indus-
tries are particularly bright. Fuature
engineers should have a thorough
training in chemistry, should be con-
versant with the properiies of sub-
slances, and acquainted with mineral-
ology. There are many questions yet
to be solved in the domain of chem-
istry, among which Pr, Nicholls men-
tioned the making of fertilizers, the
chtaining of phosphorous, nitrogen |
and potassium for them from some
hitherto  unutilized source. The
transtormation of- great quantities ot
kerosene to some form more easily
empioyed, as in motors, wag alsp
spoken of.

THE RELIABLE REPEATERS
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Aquake shocks.
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SOCIETY OF ARTS .
HOLDS MEETING

Profs. Jaggar and Spofford Give
Lecture On “The Costa
Rican Earthquake.”

Professors Spofford and Jaggar ad-
dressed adhe Society of Arts at the
regular meeting held in Huntington
Hall last evening. The subject was
“The Earthquake of May 4 at Carth-
age” President Maclaurin introduced
Professor Spoiford, who read a paper
on the earthquake in Cuarthage, Cen-
tral Ameriea, as seen from a civil en-
gineer's point of view. Slides show-
ing many buildings before and afier
the earthquake were presented, and
the advantages and disadvantages of
different types of construction were
dwelt upon at length.

As there were no steel-frame or
reinforced  concrete  buildings  in
Cartirage no date could be obtained
as to their behavior under these con-
ditions, but fromr observations of the
buildings, Professor Spofford has
reached ithe coneclusion that wooden
frame buildings are best suited to
these regions. Brick does not stand
the shock very well, while adobe
offers no resistance against earth-
Adobe ig simply dried
and baked mud, and has no tensile
strength, even though the walls he
very thick.

Proféssor Jaggar then showed the
geologist’s point of view., Several
views of voleanoes, most of them ex-
tinct, were shown to illustrate his re-
marks.

He also spoke of the new ohserva-
tion station to be established at Tlono-
lulu. It will be fully equipped with
the latest forms of seismographs,
pyrometers, ete, and will probably
be under the direction of men con-
nected with the Institute,

Funds were contributed by Andrew
Carnegie, the Alummi and by the mer-
chants of Honolulu, who have pledged
themselves to contribute the sum of
$5000 a vear for the peried of 5 years.

Attemplis will he made to measure
thie heal of the boiling lava by means
of a new pyrometer specially
constructed for the purpose. Plans
have been made for the observa-
tory Dbuilling by a prefessor in
the Architectural Department. The
one favored by Prolessor Jaggar is
round, with a parabolic roof, and is
constructed entirely of reinforced
concrete. Experiments by the Japa-
nese government have shown this
form of roof to he best adapted to
regions subject to earthquakes.

The suitability of Honolulu for the

_observatory was well illustrated by a

map which shovs the place entirely
surrounded by  volecanic regions.
Starting from TUnalaska down the
western coast of North and South
Anterica, and up the western coast of
Asia, are most of the active volganoes
of the present time,

As practically no land intervenes
between these regions and Homolulu,
the place is admirably suited for the
purposes of observation and investiga-
tion. It is hoped that much valuable
data may be coliected in this way.

After the paper had been read
President Maclaurin thanked the
speakers in the name of the society,
and routine business was then trans-
acted.
