ROAD CONSTRUCTION
AND MAINTENANCE

Mr. F. C. Pillsbury of the Mass.
Highway Commission Speaks
Before Civil Engineers.

OFFICERS ELECTED.

H. L. Robinson s Made Vice-Presi-
dent and Richmond and Wilson
Get Positions.

At the last meeting of the Civil
Engineering Society of the year, yes
terday afternoon, the subject dis-
cussed was “The Methods of Road
Construction and Road Maintenance.™”
The speaker was Mr. F. C. Pillsbury,
who is a member of the Magsachu-
setts Highway Commission, and he
dealt with the subject in a most inter-
esting manner.

Road building and maintenance are
fast coming to be aubjects of the
greatest imporiance to engineers, and
though members of the profession are
now somewhat hampered in their
work by the interference of locai poli-
tics, it will not be long before all the
roads and streets of any given State
will be under the supervision of a
centralized commission. Thig is the
plan adopted in France, and it works
extremely well. In Massachusetts
the work is divided among five di-
vision engineers, who report to the
chief engineer at the central office.
Under the direction of these division
engineers comes the work of the
many resident engineers, When any
locality desires a road to be built a
petition is sent to the Highway Com-
mission, and then a survey iz made.
The division engineer then looks over
the results of this and visite the
ground in question. Then he makes
recommendations as to the kind of
work to be done, and bids are ealled
for. When the contractor has finished
his job the road is again turned over
to the division head to be kept in
good conditiou.

The maintenance of a road is much
more difficult than the construction
of it. It is an art rather than a
science, though a most excellent
knowledge of the effects of nature
on the roads is necessary. The effects
of frost and of surface water must be
noticed very carefully, and the kind
of traffic must e watched.

When macadamized roads were first
built in this country they consisted of
layers of stone on a firm foundation,
and the only rolling given was that
due to the passage of trafic. Now
the stone is put on in assorted sizes,
and various binders are used, the
whole being firmly pressed together
by a heavy roller. The binders used
are tar, oil and grout.

There are many ways of appiyving
the substance used. It can be
sprayed on by a tank wagon, put on
by hand, or put on in layers without
heing mixed at all.

In this State, last year, the first at
tempt in the history of the world to
oil an old maeadam road was made,
This method worked very successful-
ly, and ig now used a great deal.

Before the talk a business meeting
was held. New members were slect.

ELECTRICALS VISIT
SIMPLEX CO. WORKS

Applications of Recent Lecture
Explained Practically By
Mr. Morss.

FORTY MEMBERS ATTEND.

Largest Manufacturing Plant of In-
sulated Wire in the World.

The E. E. Society held excursions
to the Simplex Electrical Company's
plant on both Wednesday and Thurs-
day., A party of about twenty men
visited the plant on each of these
days, Mr, Henry A. Morss, vice-
president, had described the process
of insulating wires to the society at
its meeting Tuesday evening in an
illustrated lecture which gave the
nien a much better opportunity to ap-
preciate the processes as actually
geen in the factory, and made the ex-
cursion of real educational value.
At the factory the party was divided
into small groups of four or five, and
the different groups shown about by
Mr. Morss, Mr. Middleton and others
Each step in the process was careful-
lv explained as the different places
were visited, from the tinning of the
bare copper wire preparatory to in-
sulation to the armoring of large sub-
marine cables. The method of test-
ing the wire and “tasting” for faults
proved to be very interesting, and the
“tasting” especially amusing.

The Simplex Company is, perhaps,
the largest manufacturer of rubber
insulated wire in the United States.
The varteties of wire so insulated
seem to be withonut number,

This was one of the most interesi-
ing excursions the society has held.
and was made so0 by the great cour-
tesy of Mr. Morss and other officials
who look sueh pains to show the men
everything.

PRESIDENT MACLAURIN
TO ADDRESS STUDENTS

ENORMOUS FIRE
LOSS IN CHICAGO

Entire Packing District Threat-

ened — Forty-three Firemen
Killed.

Two great fires, one in Chicago and
the other in Philadelphia, yesterday,
took the lives of 43 firemen and
caused a loss of more than a million
and a half dollars. In Chicago the
fire killed forty firemen and severely
injured thirty otlters, including Fire
Chief Horan and two of his assistants.
The whole packing district was
threatened and the lurge meat pack-
ing plant of Nelson, Morris & Co. was
entirely demolished. The firemen
wio were killed were caught under a
talling canopy which collapsed just
as they were about to run a line of
hose through the entrance beneath it
In Philadelphia, the leather factory
of D. I'riedlanders stands in & heap
of ruins, and an incomplete list of the
fatalities shows a death rol! of thir-
teen. Owing to a lack of water in
both places the efliciency of the fire
departments had been reduced to a
minimum,

A number of very destructive fires
took place in Boston yesterday also,
the greatest damage being felt by the
Hotel Epicure, which was damaged in
an early morning conflagration to the
extent of $100,000.
