DARTMOUTH DEFEATED
IN VERY CLOSE GAME

Technology Wins By Superior
Team Play and
Shooting.

Gould and Hurlburt Stars for Tech;
Norris and Wells For
Dartmouth,

Befeore a large andience the Dart-
mouth and Tech hockey teams played
a closely contested game at the Arena
last night. The game was very slow
in the first half, some shots being
tried mostly by the Tech men, but
were Dblocked by the goal tenders.
The Darimouth goal tender especial-
ly made many clever stops. The ice
wasg in very poor condition on account
of the thick mist caused by the am-
monia vapor,

The Dartmouth team was on the
defensive during nearly all of the first
half, the score at the end of that
period standing 0 to 0. Gould and
Hurlburt played a star game for Tech
during the first half. Gould played
the best game he has played this
year, breaking up the Green's plays
and taking the puck down the ice in
great style. Both teams made good
interference, and the Tech team
played their best game this year, but
it had werthy opponents. Stocklen
and Vosa were each taken out for two
minutes, while Sloane was hurt and
the game was held up for several min-
utes. The half ended with the puck
in the middle of the ice.

The second half started very slow-
ly. Gould was taken out for two min-
utes, and when he returned he {ook
the puck down the ice and made a
rood try for goal, hat it was blocked
by the Dartmouth goal. Then Hurl-
burt took the .pusk and shot a goal.
In a few minutes Stucklen took the
puck down the ice and made a clever
goal, but il did not count »n account
of a foul. He shot another gnal in a
few minutes. Dartmouth got the puck
and made a try for a goal, but Bake-
well made a clever stop. Hurlburt
made ancother goal after a few min-
utes of play; then Dartmouth took
the puck down the ice and Wellg made
their only tailly.

Professor Dewey Made Manag-
ing Editor of Paper—Mrs.
Rirchards Presides at
Meeting.

Professor Davis R. Dewey was ap-
pointed last week to the position of
managing editor of the “American Re-
view,” which is the official publica-
tion of the American Hconomic Asso-
ctatfon. This paper is published
quarterly, and was formerly known as
the “Hconomic Bulletin,” The man-
agi?g editor was a professor at Cor-

nell,

Mrs. Ellen H. Richards, President
of the American Home Economic
Assoclation, presided at the meeting
of that society held in St. Louis the
week after Christmas.

CARNEGIE FOUNDATION
REPORT NOW ISSUED

Much Interest Shown in Result
of Investigations Carried On.

FALLAGCIOUS STANDARDS.

Report Is an Aid for Educaters But
Confusing to Laymen—Institute
Involved.

In commenting on the Carnegie re-
port on “Efficiency” in the Department
of Physics at the Institute, one of
Technology’s friends said recently:

“The report laye great stress on the
adoption of some standard of cost for
teaching in different institutions. For
this purpose, ‘cost per stundent hour’
has been used, and the figures of such
costs are tabulated for eight insti-
tutions. Are these figures really
worth the elaborate computations
necessary to obtain them? The value
of the land upon which physies build-
ings stand is a factor in the cost per
student hour.

“Take the Massachusetts Institute
of Technolegy. Its value has been set
at $900,600, on the rating, apparently,
of other estateg in the viecinity. But
there are 1estrictions on the land, and
by no possibility, without legislative
action, couwld the sum estimated, or
any sum near it, be realized. It is not
a4 just comparison therefore, when
stteh an important factor is neglected.

“Do these figures really represent
efficiency? Certainly not, for they
make no measure of it gave that of
cost. The products of the different
institutions are not compared, and
they are the true efficiency. 1t would
be possible to reduce the student cost
almost to zero by having large classes
and poorly padd instructors, so that
the student cost is not a safe stand-
ard save when accompanied by ex-
Manatory notes,

“What =seems at first sight to be
more serious Is the presentation of
figures of inbreeding, which for the
Institete of Technology are set at 70
per cent. in the Department of
Physics, This is more an appearance
than a reality, and ig illustrative of
the risk of accepting figures without
deseriptive text.

“There is a vicious inbreeding, it is
true, that takes an undue proportion
of its instructors from its graduates,
keeping them in the same institution,
without an opportunity to go about im
the world for the rest of their lives,

“But when the graduates have had
considerable experience in other insti-
tutions and then return, the objections
are practically removed. To bhear on
the question of inbreeding, the statis-
ties should present post-graduate ex-
perience, and the lack of it here robs
the conclusions of their strength,

“IEnough has heen said and in-
stances enough have been given with
reference to the institution most near-
1y at hand to show how careful one
must be in the preparation and use
of statistics. The research of the
Carnegie Foundation has been a use-
ful one, the slips in getting such a
mass of information are minor ones,
and the 1esulis will prove of value to
educators, but at the same time may
prove misleading to laymen.”

The Boston Herald, after a newsy
account of how the Carnegie report
is misleading, treats the matter edi-
torially, and after discussing the “cost
per student hour,” said in part:

“Statistical computations of the sort
undertaken by the Carnegie Founda-
tion do not, therefore, form a very
safe basis for conclusions. That is
not to say, however, that they are
without their value. If nothing else,
they will serve 10 make the college
authorities more watehful, more ener-
gelic in the curtailment of waste, and
more aitentive to the multitude of de-
tails which affect instructional effi-
ciency.’

OBJECTIONS OVERCOME.

Every effort is being made by the
leaders in the Wireless Society to
make it possible for Tech to have a
wireless sending station in the near
future. At first, when the matter was
suggested, there were various objec-
tions offered, among them being the
one that a station at Tech might eause
trouble lLecause of the possibility of
our interfering with the commercial
stations in and near Boston, but this
objection has mow been succéssfully
overcome and there is every prospect
for our having such a station within
a very short time,

matters as much as was possible.

A meeting of the society will be
called some afterncon of next weelk,
the date will he announced later in
The Tech, and at that meeting every
member is urged to be present. Mat-
ters of importance to the society will
e brought up and a report of the
committee who have been working on
the plan for a transmitting station
will be read.

The opening of the New Year
should and will mark the beginning
of a1 more active work among the so-
ciety members.

For the use of the members z key
to the wireless room will be left at
the Cage some day this week. The
member using the key will be expect-
ed to sign for it, and when he finishes
with it should return it to the Cage.
Otherwise, the member to whom the
key is charged will be held respon-
sible for it.

THERMAL PROPERTIES
OF CONCRETE STUDIED

Professor C. L. Norton Gives Re.
port in Engineering News of
Results of Experiments.

The Engineering News of Decem-
ber 29th contzins a most interesting
ariicle by Professor C. L. Norton on
“"Some Thermal Properties of Con-
crete.” A series of experiments have
been made at the Institute for the past
three years, and work is still being
done to determine the following physi-
cal properties of concreta:

1. Coefficient of linear expansion.

2, Diminution of mechanical
strength after heating.

3. 8Bpecific heat.

4, Coeflicient of thermal condue-
tivity,

The values of the coefileient of

linear expansion at low temperatures
has been found to agree with the ac-
cepted value of 0.0000055 for elonga-
tion per unit of length per degree
Fahrenhett, This value inereases
slightly up to 575 degrees, and then
hecomes smaller till at 1500 degrees
the coefficient becomes zero. Above
this the value is slightly negative,

The .most important information
secured from the tests of the mechani-
cal effects after heating was that
“even after exposure to a fire in which
the conerete Mock, small in size, wag
subjected to flames at a temperature
of 1500 degrees for two hours, it was
still able fo carry twice its normal
safe load in compression.”

The specific heat for stone concrete
varies from 0.154 to 0,219 for tempera-
tures between 72 and 1472 degrees
Fahrenheit.

In studying the thermal conductjv-
ity of concrete it was found that
rorous or unfamped concrete trans-
mits heat twice as well as a dense
mixture, and that cinder concrete is
about three times as effective as a
dense stone mixture us a heat in-
sulator,

TWENTY-S1X MEN ASSBIST.

Station Contains Four Units, Two of
Compression Type and Two of
Absorption Type.

Mesgrs. E. R. Hall and T. II. Haines,
Seniors in Course I, have just com-
pleted a test on part of the Richmond
street plant of the Quincy Market
Cold Storage and Warehouse Com-
pany, in connetion with their thesis
on An Efficiency Test on & Complete
Refrigerating Plant,

The system tested was of the am-
mwonia compression type, and consist
ed of a 200 1. P. Harris-Corliss en-
gine making 60 R. P, M., a 500-ton
compressor of the Boyle type, a bat-
tery of four bottle condensers, brine
cooling coils, brine pump of 2000 gal-
lons per minute capacity, the whole
taking steam from a 300 I. P. Stirl-
Ing boiler equipped with a Foster su-
perheater, which carries 120 pounds
pressure and 100 degrees superheat,

A twenty-four hour test was run of
two shifts of twelve hours each, thir-
teen men on a shift. The men assist-
ing were J. H., Dunlap, H. 8. Alexan-
der, K. B, Kilborn, Q. V. Chamberlain,
D. P. Allen, K. C. Robinson, J, A, Her-
lihy, W. 8. Burleigh, A. R. Davis,
Kester Barr, E. T. Marceau, H. C.
Brown, H. A. Smith, Morell Mac-
kenzie, H, 8. Lord, R. G. MacPherson,
C. T. Morey, II. W, Waterfall, B, B,
Besse, A. L. Gardner, Foster Russell
and H. A, Brown. .

Besides the one tested, the station
contains four other units, two being
of the compression type and two of
the absorpiion type. One of these

compressors was built by the Consoli-
dated Company, and the other by the
De Laverne Company, both being
driven by Harris-Corlisg engines. The
absorption machines are of the Car-
bondale type, one of 150 and the other
of 250 tons capacity. The boiler plant
contains in all four Stirling boilers
and Foster superheaters, and has a
total rating of 1200 boiler horse.
