BIG INDOOR MEET
THIS EVENING

Close Finishes Are Expected in
Majority of Running
Events.

SENIORS ARE FAVORITES.

With a Number of Individual Stars,
1911 Appears an Easy First.

A close meet, with hairrasing
finishes, is the expected program for
the annual Interclass Meet at the Gym
tonight. Most of the stars of last
year's track team will compete, and
there are also soine Freshmen of ex-
cellent ability who expect to make
the older men hustle. Last year the
meet went to 1911, with 1912 and 1913
finishing third and fourth respective-
1y. 'This year the meet is again con-
ceded to the Seniors. The dopester
allows them six firat places out of the
eight events; 1812 and 1913 will prob-
ably run a close race for second place,
with the Freshmen finishing last.

The 30-yard dash has a large num-
ber of entries and will be closely
contested. Capt. W, C, Salisbury,
1911, wiil probably take first place,
with Guething, 1914, coming in sec-
ond, These men will be closely
pushed by R. C. Thompson, 1913, and
B. 8. Munch, 1913, who are the star
Sophomore sprinters.

The 35-yard hurdles will go to W.
J. Pead, Jr.,, 1911, who was ihe crack
hurdler of last year's track team. J.
8. Grant, 1912, is conceded second
place. The other two places are
doubtful, but Chase, 1914, wiil prob-
ably fit in one of them.

The 440-yard will probably furnish
the mosl exciting finish of the meet
ag there are several star runners en-
tered. Capt. Salisbury is the favor-
ite for first, but will be pushed closa-
Iy by T. H. Guething, 1914, the Fresh-
man frack captain. R. C. Thompson,
1913, will take third, with B. 8.
Munch, 1913, finishing fourth.

There are a number of stars en-
tered in the half mile, and it is diffi-
cult to pick a winner, but L. 0. Mills,
1911, seems to be the logical cholce
for first, with P. D, White, 1911, and
E. T. Marceau, 1912, tied for second
honors. 1. D. Sampson, 1913, is the
choice for the other place,

Millg is expected to take first in the
mile run also, but will be closely
pushed in this event by E. E. Ferry,
1912; R. D. Van Alstine, 1912, and R,
M, Ferry, 1912, who will probably
finish in the order named,

First place in the shot-put is ex-
pected to go to N. D. MacLeod, 1912,
who has been heaving the weights in
great style in practice. 0. V. Cham-
berlain, 1911, holder of the Technol-
ogy discus record, will take second
place. The last Lwo are conceded to
L. G. Melcalf, 1911, and J. L. Bray,
1912,

P. W. Dalrymple, 1812, is easily the
best man in the high jump, being sev-
eral inches ahead of his nearest com-
petitor. L. 8. Hall, 1914, is the man
who will probably fit in second, but
he will have to hustle to beat H. B.
Alvord, 1912, and C. G. Fallon, 1913,
who both took places in meets last
year.

The pole vault is conceded to W, D,
Allen, 1911, the holder of the present
record, and he will undoubtedly re-
peat his past performances. K. Man-
gan, 1912, is the man for second place,
but the others are very doubtful as
no other last year men have been
practicing indoors.

INTERCLASS M

REINFORCED CONCRETE
BRIDGES DESCRIBED

Mr. W, M. Denman Speaks to
Civil Engineering Society at
Meeting Yesterday.

MANY SLIDES SHOWN.

Interesting Description of the Jack-
ing Up of Old Steel Bridge.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. W. M. Den-
man, the well known expert on con-
zrete bridge construoetion, gave an
illustrated talk on “Reinforced Con-
crete Bridges” hefore the members of
the Civil Engineering Society. After
the minutes of the last meeting had
heen read, Mr. Denman was Introduced
by Prof. Moore. He showed a large
number of piciures of reinforced con-
erete bridges with which he had been
connected either as contractor or en-
gineer and explained the interesting
features of each. He showed several
glides and gave a very complete de-
scription of the process of jacking up
ar old steel bridge and bullding a new
councrete one beneath while fraffic con-
tinued uninterrupted ahove the work,
the steel bridge being torn down and
removed on the completion of the con-
erete.  Another Interesting group of
glides were those of a concrete bridge
constructed to take the place of a
wooden railroad trestle, the piles being
enclosed in boxes, the concrefe being
poured around them, and the piles re-
moved and holes plugged on the com-
pletion of the concrete arches. A num-
ber of slides were shown lllustrating
the resistance offered to floods hy
concrete arches. In one case.at Mon-
terey, Mexico, the flood had washed
over the bridge, the debris damaging
2 building upon it, but not injuring
the concrete bridge in the least.

In another case a bridge in Indian-
apolis, the water rose to within a few
inches of the top of the arches, but
did not injure the bridge.

Mr, Denman showed several pictures
of reinforced concrete bridges having
eight, ten and twelve arches. In one
four-arch bridge at Waterville, Maine,
built for the Boston & Maine, the first
third and fourth spans were about cne
hundred and thirty-five feet in length,
while the second was but eighty-five.
This unusual arrangement was on ac-
count of the railroad’s wish to protect
its piers by placing them immmediate-
ly behind those of an old steel bridge,
whose spans were similar to those of
the new concrete cne. To withstand
the thrusts of the longer arches on
either side, the shorter second span
was made very much heavier and
thicker than the others.

This was the last meeting of the
Civil Engineering Society for this
term.

FOREIGN STEAMSHIP
MEN ARE DEFIANT

They Welcome Action of United
States Government Under
Sherman Law.

STATEMENT FROM HAMEBURG.

Many American Lawyers Believe Ex-
tensicn of Sherman Law
Impossible.

A short time agzo the United States
government instituted a suit to close
American porte to the vesselg of the
thirteeen defendant transatlantic
steamship cempanies eomprisinng the
Atlantie conference so long ag fthey
continued an alleged agreement to ap-
portion all traffic pro rata and destroy
the competition of other carriers en-
gaged in the steerage passenger trade
betweeen here and Europe.

A statement now comes from Ham-
bhurg, Germany, saying that the Ham-
hurg-American line welcomes the suit
with confidence that the Sherman act
under which the action is brought will
be declared inapplicable to foreign
companies,

“The foreign companies themselves,”
reads the statement, “desired a legal
action for the purpose of testing
whether the American anti-trust law
affects their position. They are con-
vinced that the suit will serve only to
clear up the situation and prove that
the law s inapplicable and thus put
an end to the agitation of competing
companies who are the sole instigators
of the movement against the foreign
companies,”

The statement concludes: “Leading
American lawyers are of the opinion
that such an extension of the Sherman
law to foreign companies i impossible,
Otherwise the American anti-trust law
could be applied to all foreign manu-
facturers who export to the TUnited
States and who are members of any
syndicate.”

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ANNUAL PLANT TEST
TO CONCLUDE TODAY

Work Done By Students and
Computations Made Form
Data Collected.

Much interest is being shown by the
Seniors in Courses IT, VI, X, and XIII
in the annual plant test of the Insti-
tute, which they are now carrying on.
In the work, all the feed water, coal,
ashes, and condensed steam are care-
fully weighed; and the temperature
of the flue gas, feed water, and con-
denser water is reglstered by studenis
assigned to the task. While this data
is being obtained, other students take
indicator cards from the engines and
planimiter them in order to obtain
ihe M. E. P. The output of the gen-
erators is calculated from a series of
voltmeter and ammeter readings taken
every five minutes throughout the test.

The test began Tuesday morning at
8 o'clock, and will end this afterncon
af 4. After this the combined data
will then be given to each man, and
the efficiency of the gemerator, quality
of the coal, ete.,, will be calculated,

This work gives the men an idea
of how similar tests are made in
modern plants, and also imparts a cer-
tain confidepce which will be of im-
mense value to the men in the future,

LECTURE ON EGYPT

Rev. A. W. Archibald of Newton
" Centre Describés His Trip
i Egypt.

SHOWS GENUINE SCARAB.

Sinall Crowd Pregent, Due to Track
Meet and Nearness of Exams.’

Owing to an unfortunate combina-
tion of conflicting events, only a small
crowd was present to listen to Rev.

* W. Archibald' s ‘talk on “Egypt and
Its Arechaeology.”

The track meet taking place at the
Gym, the nearness of the exams and
the absence of the Glee Club and
hockey, teams; .all served to keep away
_many whp would have been intereted
in the talk.

Those present grouped themselves
around one of the big tables in the
main rpom. while Rev, Mr. Archibald
spoke informally on hig trip.

Alexandria, which™@bounds in monu-
ments of the ancient Egyptians, was
the first plpce visited. Here is the
place where Antony and Cleopatra
apent the latter part of their Hves.
Just outcide of the city are the pyra-
mids. It has been estimated that the
masonry in the largest of these, that
of Cheops, which covers an area of
thirteen acres, would suffice to con-
struct a wall six feet high and two
feat thick and lopg encugh io com-
pletely sgurround France. Other vast
storehonses of brick are seen.. The
wals of some of these are twenty-feet
thick and they meagure some five hun-
dred-feet each way. They .were con-
structed by the.Israelites during theiy
bondage, and in some places the brick
is seen to b€ of inferior guality, con-
taining no straw. This is in striking
accord with the Bible where the Jew-
ish people complain that, they cannot
make bricks without straw.

At some distanea from the Pyramids
stands the Sphinx, carved out of solid
gtone, .with the body of a lion and the
face of a man. It faces the ¢ast as if
to greet the rising sun, but the secret
whieli it is supposed to possess hasg
never begn digclosed. Dyrings g1l the
centaries that it hus lain there it has
broken- its silence only once.."” It ig
claimed that as Ralph Waldo Emersou
was gaging on it in silence for a long
time the Sphinx could stand it no
longer and finally astounded the poet
by saying “You're anothep®” This in-
cident, however, has never been fully
proved.

It was near these Pyramxds that Na-
poleon is said to have cried to his
army, "Du haut de ces pyramides,
quarante siecles vou contemplent.”

From Alexandria Rev. Mr. Archibald
went to Cairo, where stands the fam-
ous Vocal Memnon, This statue was
claimed to emit at sunrise a sound re-
sembling that of a harp. Later obser-
vations have shown that many stones
do in fact make a erackling noise
when the sun's rays first fall on
the cold stones.

Here also was seen the famous
temple of Carnac, which is twice as
large as St. Peter's in London. Ten
men with arms outstreiched can bare-
Iy surround one of the columns in the
Hall of Columns,

In the museum nearby may be seen
the mummies of the Pharaohs and the
Rameses in almost perfect state of
preservation.

It was also here that the Rev. Mr.
Archibald was offered a searab by his
guide. It wag afterward pronounced
by experts t¢ be genuipne and is high-
ly prized. The scarab wag to the
Egyptians the symbol of immortality
and was carved in stone o be used as
slgnets. On the back may be seen an
insecription denoting the owner.

CERTAIN DOOM OF
THE VETO POWER

Mr. John Redmond, Leader of the
Irish Nationalist Party,
Makes Prophecy.

PREMIER CAN SETTLE QUESTION

Redmond Appeals to the Democracy
of Great Britain to Assist
Irish.

John Nedmond, leader of the Irish
nationalist party, has written an im-
portant article on the new political
situation here which will appear in
the newspapers on Sunday.

Mr. Redmond contends that as a re-
sult of the recent election the veto
power of the house of lords is doomed;
that the premier, Mr. Asquith, has a
complete and unequivocal mandate to
settle the Irish question finally and
with the least possible delay, and that
the settlement is to be effected by a
concession to the Irish people of full
self-government in all purely Irish
affairs.

Mr. Redmond appeals to the democ-
racy of Great Britain to assist the
Irizsh nationalists in Ireland. He says
that ever since the aect of union has
compelled the presence of Irish mem-
bers at Westminster they have been
the friends, champions and often the
pioneers of the cause of democracy in
Great Britain as well as in Ireland.

He declares it is a long time since
patrigtic Irishmen came to recognize
that their quarrel was not with the
overwhelming masses of British peo-
ple, the enlightened middle classes
and oppressed workers struggling
manfully toward emancipation, but
with an oligarchy of peers, plutocrats
and landlords, who have monopolized
the power, wealth and land of the
country, and who until now were abie,
by fraud, force, or guile, or by all these
combined, fo speak and act in the
name of the British people,

Desaling with the question in Ulster,
Mr. Redmond remarks:

“In the struggle that is before us
enermous wealth and the most un-
serupulous argument will be nsed, in
order to frighten the masses of the
British people from a completion of
their work of lrish pacification.

“It is already clear from the Union-
ist ecampaign that the chief ground on
which home rule will be opposed by
the forces of reaction and privilege
will be the calumny that the Irish
people are bigoted and intolerant;
that the Irish Protestants would not
be safe under the sway of a freely
elected Irish parliament.

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It is ofien difficult for a student to
think of leaders in thought and action
in the role of studenis like himself.
Many of the ablest men in the techni-
egl and industrial worlds have pre-
pared themselves for lives of useful-
ness and service in such institutions
as Technology. Prominent among
men connected with the Institute was
our former President Walker, who pre-
pared at Amherst College. His ex-
ample as cited by a classmate may be

. of value to some of us.

“General Walker's college career
was characterized by steadiness of
purpose and brilliancy of execution.
In his day all of the college studies
were 'required,” but none of them were
slighted by Walker. In the last two
vears of the course he displayed great
fondness for economic, historical and
philosophical pursuits, and in these he
was pre-eminent. He possessed a re-
markable power of quick resting,. He
could turn from one tiresome study to
another, apparently with little effort,
and after a hard forenoon’s work in
three or four distinct fields, take a
bit of a nap, and start perfectly fresh
for his afternoon's duties, His energy
wae not satisfied by mere perfunctory
fulfillment of his prescribed duties;
he sought and gained great distine-
tion in athletics, in the rhetorical ex-
ercizses of the 'Open Societies,’ in col-
lege-editorial writing, and in chess.
Although the youngest man in his
class, his influence was greater than
that of any one else, for he was right-
ly regarded as fair to all. He was be-
lieved by all his associates to be
thoroughly honest in thought, and
word, and deed, and his opinions on
every subject were treated with
respect.”

Richards, who had just graduated
from Vassar, applied for admission to
the Institute, and after some delay
was admitted as the first woman sto-
dent here. She has served the Insti-
tute and mankind faithfully and well,
and this honor at the hands of her
sister Technologians is a much de-
served tribute.
