Second Assistant Track
Manager.

TRACK SCHEDULE APPROVED.

H. B. Horner Elected to Basketball
Management as First

Assistant,

The meeting of the M, I. T. Athletic
Association in the Union yesterday af-
ternoon was very well attended as
there was considerable business of im-
portance to be brought up. There
was nothing old to be brought up,
and Manager Benson of the track
tearn read hig schedule for the re-
mainder of the year, and it was ap-
proved without any question on the
part of the A. A. Tt contains meets
with Harvard and Dartmouth relay
teams, a meet with Brown at Provi-
dence next spring and probable en-
tries of men in the big athletic club
meets in New York this winter.

The matter of the second assiastant
to the frack manager was then put be-
fore the association, and after a great
deal of discussion Mr, J. M. White,
1914, was elected. Mr. White is the
brother of “Pete” White, and it is to
be hoped inherits the same ability.

This matter was no sooner seftied
than Manager Chandler requested the
association to settle the matter of his
first assistant. He gave an account of
the work done by the two men who
were left as candidates in his depart-
ment, and asked the A. A, to elect
one of them to office, e said that he
thought that the competition for this
position had lasted long encugh and

“that it was time he had a man of-

ficially made assistant. The associa-
tion then gave Mr. Horner the recom-
mendation, which will go to the Ad-
visory Council.

Mr, Horner has been interested in
the basketball department since he
has been in the Institute and will be
well fitted to take up the manager's
duties on the retirement of the pres-
ent manager. He was selected by his
class to manage the relay team and
made good there, so that it seems that
he hag the stuff in him of which the
Institute managers are made.

“Rili” Salishury then spoke about
the yells that are used by the fellows
at the present time and asked the
A. A. to make some recommendation
as fo the advisability of finding a
fitting substitute for the old “We are
happy” yell, which would be, as he
said, “a little nicer.” They seemed to
think that it would be all right to try
to get some new yells, but that “We
are happy” should not be put under
the ban. Then the question of the
wearing insignia not that of the In-
stitute by the fellows, Freshmen and
others, was discussed and the associa-
tion disapproved very strongly of this
practice which, it seems, is growing
more common. This is something that
should not be sllowed to go any far-
ther, for it is not at all right tor fel-
lows to wear either insignia that they
have not earned or that which they
have received in some other institu-
tion. 'This is a matter which comes
up in all colleges and they seem to be
of one opinion on it, for only last
week the A. A, at Holy Cross passed
some very siriet rules to govern this
offence.

ACTIVE SESSION OF
INSTITUTE COMMITTEE

Recommendations From Execu-
tive Committee Acted Upon
At Meeting.

COMPETITION FOR SNAPPY
CHEERS.

Point System Committee to Post
List of Student Officers

in Union,

The Institute Commitiee held its
regular meeting at 4.30 o'clock yester-
day afternoon, in Reom A, at the
Union.

Reports were accepted from the
Calendar Comimittee, the Union Com-

mittes, the Bulletin Commitiee and
the Point System Committee.

A motion was then made that The
Tech be sent to the member of the
Point System Committee keeping the
files, at the expense of the Institute.
The motion was passed.

A report was then heard from the
Finance Commission,

The regular business on recommen-
dations from Executive Committee
was taken up and it was decided, first,
that the Calendar Committee be given
the additional duty of informing the
organizations inierested when two or
more important events are scheduled
for the same time. A motion was
passed that the Institute Commitiee
stand for Secretaries’ expenses in con-
nection with the Finance Commis-
s10n.

Upon another recommendation, that
the Point System Committee post a
list of all student officers in the Union
and keep it correct, it was decided
that this list should be posted to-
gether with the addresses and the
telephone numbers of the men on it.

A motion was passed to the eifect
that the Tech Show be given a loan
of $150, with the consideration that
$50 more be allowed them at a later
date. A discussion was then called
for on the present Friday evening en-
tertainments and how they can be
changed to meet students’ wishes, It
was suggested that these entertain-
ments be held every two weeks, or
every month, and that speakers of
general interest be engaged. It was
also suggested that, as students hear
lectures all day, other forms of
amusement would be acceptable, as
for instance, hook nighis, faculty
nights, or singing.

As there has been objection to
Technology’s favorite and most popu-
lar cheer, it was decided to have the
chair appoint a committee of four to
look into the mattier of having a com-
petition for new and snappy cheers.

Discussion was then brought up by
the General Manager of The Tech as
to the financial condition of that
paper. Among other things he stat-
ed that, although The Tech gives a
conmtmission of ten per cent. on all
advertising solicfied, at the present
time there are not enough men at the
Institute getting advertisements for
The Tech. He gave his opinion that
the students did not seem to realize
that The Tech is a student activity
which has to be supported or cease to
exist. The other members of the com-
mittee expressed the opinion that The
Tech was invaluable at the Institute
and they would do all in their power
to arouse more interest.
