Hastings spent .the summer abroad
and will tell the members of the so-
clety some interesting facts concern-
ing several large plants visited by
him, particylarly in and around Berlin.

Morse also went abroad this sum-
mer and he wiil give an account of his
trip, with an aceount also of the Pag-
sion Play at Oberammergau. He also
will tell of several electrical plants
which he visited.

Gaillard, who has spent four sum-
mers on the Isthmus of Panama,
where his father is one of the staff of
engineers, will tell of the progress
made in the comstruction of the canal.
This is a subject of live interest, and
Gaillard has been in constant touch
with the situation.

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP OF

RAILWAYS IN FRANGE PUT
10 TEST BY STRIKE

The efficiency of Government own-
ership of railroads is now being put
o an excellent test in France. In
that couniry the State is in almost
complete charge of all railroads, a
separate position being set aside in
the cabinel for a minister, whose duty
it is to take charge of all railroad
affairs.

The strike bears a poiitical aspect
that Is extremely interesting. The
agitation was brought about by the
Socialists, who have in the last thirty
vears gained no small amount of
power in the Legislature. The de-
mand that seems to cause the greaf-
est amount of trouble is that of the
ohe dollar a day for minimum wage.
Tp this point the railroad emnlovees
have bheld firmly; but the methods
which, they have employed in trying

to have their demands carried out

have stirred up muech hostility even
among those who are in sympathy
with the principle involved.

The Government has opposed the
strikers from the start and is now tak-

ing rigorous methods to put down the
disturbance. Many of the ring-leaders
have been arrested. Another method
which the officials think will tend to
break the backbone of the strike is

the calling out of all the railrodd em-

The Senior Minmg Clasg 'is en-
gaged in making geological maps of
certain sections near Boston. In for
mer years two'men worked together
on oue section, but this year a new
scheme is being tried, under which
the sectiong are half as large as for-
merly, and each man bhas one section
1o himself. ' In locating points on the
map-a cew system:-is being used in-
stead of the old co-ordinate one.. The
new system is called the Dalian in
hionor of Professor Daly of the Tmsti-
tute, it having been originated and in-
troduced by him. It is much simpler
and quicker than the old system, and
eliminates a great deal of the me-

chanical labor of making a geological
map, allowing one to devote one’s
time to the more general and interest-
ing aspects of the problem in hand.

The Mining Engineering Society is
to hold a meeting next Wednesday,
October 19, at 7.30 P, M., in the small
dining room. Professor Richards will
talk to the society on Mexico, illus-
irating the talk with lantern slides
prepared from photographs which he
himself has taken. This meeting will
be of great interest to all members of
the society as there is much business
to come up, perhaps the most impor-
tant of whicl iz the matter of affillia-
tion with the American Institute of
Mining Engineers. Freshmen who are
thinking of taking Course 3 will find
an opportunity to meet the professors
of the Mining Department as well as
the upper classmen of the course. The
invitation to the meeting is quite gen-
eral and anyone may be meseut who
co desires. o

H. 0. Hofman, professm‘ of metal-
lurgy, recently announced that he in-
tended to return, In his course in
Memoirs, to the old order of things.
Memoirs formerly consisted in trans.
lating and making abstracts of articles
on mining published in French or
German. ‘Then, on account of inade-
qrate preparatiop, men found it al-
most impossible to do the translations
in the allvited time, and. the course

was changed to consist in making ab-
stracts -of articles printed in English.
Profegsor Hofman feels that the re-
guirements in’ language at the Insti-
tute are now such that he can return
to the old scheme and expect the stu-
dents to be able to do the work,
