This team was defeated by
the Boston Hockey Club with a score
of 3 to 0. The Institute team has also
lost to that Club in a game, which was
very closely contested. Judging from
the results of these two games, the con-
test to-night should be very close and
it is hard to predict which team will win.

Next Thursday night, the team plays
Williams at the Arena. This is one
of the biggest hockey events of the season
and an exhibition well worth seeing is
expected. The management is now
trying to arrange a game with Yale
at the Arena. Tech beat Massachusetts
Agricultural College, during mid-year
week by a score of 4 to 3. Since M. A. C.
has beaten Yale 4 to 1, it seems quite
probable that the Institute men could
gain a victory from Yale. Owing to
poor ice a special period had to be played
in the Tech vs. M. A. C. game. Owing
to bad weather the game with Amherst,
scheduled for January 28, had to be
called off. On the twenty-fourth of
this month the team will take a trip
to Montreal to play the Crescent A. C.

ON GEAR CUTTIN(

Mechanical Engineering Hears
Interesting Address By

An Expert

LARGE NUMBER PRESENT

Talk Illustrated by Slides
Specially Prepared.

Before a meeting of the M. E. Society,
Mr. R. E. Flanders, yesterday afternoon,
addressed a large audience in Room 11,
Engineering B, on the subject of gear
cutting machines.

In introducing his subject, the speaker
said, "First I will speak on a subject of
which I know nothing. I am gong to
say a few words about gold mining
in the West. When a prospecter finds
a small deposit worth about two thousand
dollars, he naturally wants to locate the
mother lode. There are two ways of
doing this. One way is to pack his
equipment on a burro and prospect
until the lode is found. The other, and
which I think is the right way, is to work
up the main stream to its source, to then
follow the branches and all the sub-
branches to their sources. This is the
scientific method. Any scientific sub-
ject to be treated in a comprehensive
manner must be treated by some such
similar analysis, and this is the method
I propose to pursue in the talk this after-
noon."

Mr. Flanders, then proceeded to divide
the subject of gear cutting machines
into its important branches, and then
discussed each branch in detail. Illustra-
tions of many of the mechanical methods
of cutting and shipping were thrown
on the screen and these were thoroughly
explained by the speaker. After these
priciples had been discussed, Mr.
Flanders explained the main features of
the Fellow's Gear Shaper Company's
machine and the most characteristic
English and German machines.

Hamilton Holt, managing editor of the
Independent magazine, will be the guest
of the press club at DePauw the latter
part of January, and will deliver a lecture
on "Commercial Journalism."

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VICE-PRES. SHERMAN
ADVISES COLLEGE ME!

Mr. Sherman Says Every Graduate
Should Be Active In Public

Affairs

In a contribution to the Yale Daily
News, Vice President Sherman says,
that every college graduate should take
an interest in Public affairs, but that
not many should go into public life.

He writes as follows: "I would not
advise any college graduate, who, out-
side of his book learning, was reasonably
bright and industrious, to enter the service
in some of the minor positions, even
though the compensations offered looked
to him at the time rather attrative, and
even though when coming from college
he had a debt which he had contracted
and was eager to pay off. I would not
advise him to do that, because I think
holding minor positions in the Govern-
ment service is very apt to be working
in a rut, and once you get into a rut it
is very difficult to get out. It is not, as
a rule, a life that broadens a man,"

Mr. Sherman holds that it is the duty
of every young man to take an active
interest in political affairs, not simply in
national elections, but "so far as our
little municipalities are concerned where
we are all interested in having honesty
and efficiency in public service." He
says, broadly speaking, he has yet to
find a single instance where he thought a
college education was not a distinct
benefit to a man.

The Varsity Basket Ball Team goes
to Providence to-night to play Brown.
The game will be fast and in all proba-
bility much closer, than the game here
in The Gym., for the Brown team have
picked up very fast since the night that
they played in Boston. Last Saturday
they defeated Yale by a score of 39-15 at
Providence and Wednesday, they were
covered up by Williams to the score of
28-17. It is easy to see that the game
will be very close from these comparative
scores, but at the same time it looks as
though the Varsity would be able to
get away with the game without a whole
lot a difficulty.

The men are all in the best of condition
for this trip and they will give Brown a
good fight. Capt. Parker has put them
through a lot of hard work in the past
week and as a result the team-work
has been greatly improved. The men
have to a large extent, regained their
form of the earlier part of the season.
In the scoring line Palmer and Ell
are expected to bo some pretty shooting.
Brown's game is the short pass and long
shot, but with the men covering as closly
as they are at present it will be hard to
get a chance to try this shooting stunt.
The men are confident that they will
give Brown another game like the one
which was played in the Gym.

Brown won the Yale game simply
through the fact that the Yale men could
not cover close enough to stop Brown's
long shoot, but Williams was able to
stop it and to any one who saw the
game at Williamstown it would seem
as though our Varsity could cover up
closely enough to do the stunt.
