Close And Exceedingly Fast Contest
Decided In Last Three Minutes Of Play

In the Lyman Gym. at Providence,
Saturday night, the Institute Basket
Ball Team met defeat by Brown with
a score of 21-17. The game was fast
and close and kept the immense crowd
of spectators full of enthusiasm through-
out. Both teams have' improved a
very great deal since the game in the
Gym. on January 14th. Brown has
gained an eye for the basket which
makes it dangerous to give them a shot
from any part of the floor, while the
Varsity have gotten their team play
play down to a science. The new de-
fensive formation which they have just
perfected is absolutely certain to break
up a passing game for a shot right under
the basket. Time after time the four
men in a straight line across the floor
broke up Brown's playing and rushed
the ball down the floor for a score.

The game opened by the Varsity
using one of their plays to feed Parker
the ball for the first basket. In a very
few minutes he had tallied again and then
McKay caged a free on one of Palmer's
gouls. Tech kept the ball nearly all the
time and scored wholly as the result
of their machine-like passing, never try-
ing to imitate Brown's long shooting.'
The score at the end of this half, stood
12-7 in favor of Technology and the
Brown stands gave a long hearty cheer
for Tech as the teams left the floor.

The second period started Brown
on the road to victory, with a pretty
basket by Sullivan. It was very close,
hard-fought basket ball with only a
slight advantage on Brown'spart until
the last three minutes when with a tie
score, a bit of rough-house and an ad-
verse decision gave Brown the lead and
the game for the referee allowed the
basket and the game was over a victory
for the University by four points.

Parker and Palmer scored for Tech
but the team played together as a whole
with no stars at all; Freedman brought
the crowd to their feet by a very pretty
basket on the very first pass after he
went. McKay and Sullivan played
well for Brown while the work of Mc
Adams was worthy of notice.

IN BOSTON A. A. GAMES

Relay Teams Walks Away From The
Dartmouth Four In A Fast

Dual Race

MANY COLLEGES REPRESENTED
IN GAMES

Dahymple Second In High Jump.
Wilson Third In The Forty

Yard Dash.

Tech easily defeated Dartmouth in
a relay race at the B. A. A. game Saturday
night. The team ran in the third fastest
time of the evening as the B. A. A. and
Cornell University teams were just the
least bit faster. Thompson started for
Tech and by strong running managed
to beat Duffie of Dartmouth by two yards.
Thompson touched off P. D. White,
who proved himself much faster than
Palmer of Dartmouth, by increasing
Tech's lead to about 15 yards. It be-
came a runaway for Tech, when Guething
increased his lead over Seidler of the
Green to 35 yards. Capt. Salisbury
ran last in his usual excellent form and
finished up 50 yards ahead of Hall of
Dartmouth. The time was 3 minutes,
9 1-5 seconds.

Tech also got two places in the open
events. Wilson 1914 with a handicap
of 5 feet ran in the 40 yard race and fin-
ished in third place.

As was expected, Dahymple 1912,
placed in the high jump. He made an
actual jump of 5 feet 11 inches and
with his handicap of 2 inches he finished
in sceond place, half inch below Lawrence
of the B. A. A.

Kiviat of the Irish-American A. C.
secured first hold on the Hunter Cup
for that club by defeating a fast field
in the one mile special in the time of
4 minutes and 29 1-5 se.conds.

The track record of 6 seconds for the
45 yd, hurdles was equalled by Chisholm
of Yale, when he won the event. Grant
and Gibbs of Tech secured places in
the trial heat, but were shut out in the
semi-finals.

Joe Horner of Michigan, the wonderful
all-round athelete secured second in
both the high-hurdles and 40 yard in-
vitation.
