REPORT OF COMMISSION
ON FACTORY INSPECTION

Committee Reports That There
Are Too Few Inspectors To
Handle Work Efficiently

DOCKING FACILITIES OF BOSTON

Highway Commission advocates Through
Highway From Boston To Canada.

The Commission appointed by the
Massachustets Legislature to investi-
igate methods of shop and factory in-
spection, has turned mm a report recom-
mending considerable change in the pres-
ent system. The chief defects of the
present system according to this report
are division of authority and limitation
of - insp_ectors. The reason for the first
defect i3 that part of the inspecting is
done by the State Board of Health and
another part by the State Police; although
each part is done well, the two do not
wholly cover the field, and there is no
co-ordination between them. In the
second place the inspectors are too few
in number, with no definite and logical
division of responsibility, lack in many
cases the requisite practical training,
and often carry on private practice
along with their public service.

The logical solution is the creation
of a general department of inspection.
of which’ the board of industrial -inspec-
tion would form but one division; in this
way the whole extensive work of inspec-
tion carried on by the State could be
organized with definite assignment of
powers and duties,and carried on most
efficiently, both as regards expenditure
and results, The excellent laws of this
State regulating industrial and other
business conditions should not be allowed
to lose their effectiveness through ineffec-
tive inspection and enforcement. As
a step toward this plan the -legislative
comnuission has submitted with its re-
port a bill providing for the creation
of a new State board, consisting of five
members, to be known as the Board of
Industrial Inspection; the members
will serve without pay, and choose a
commission of three to carry on the active
work of the department.

At a meeting of the Massachusetts
Highway  Association of Thursday,
Mavyor Fitzgerald advocated a through
highway from Boston to Canada to
match New York's similar project. In
view of the prospect of reciprocity with
Canada, he urged that immediate steps
be taken to perfect in each of the New
England States organizations with this
end in view.

On Friday morning a committee of
three business men, representing the
Boston Chamber of Commerce, attended
the hearing belore the legislative com-
mittee on Metropolitan Affairs and urged
the immediate development of the dock-
ing facilities in Boston Harbor, The
Government has expended $8,000,000
in dredging a channel that will accom-
modate any steamships afloat, but de-
spite this Boston loses a great deal of
her rightful foreign trade through inade-
quate docking facilities, This committee
urged that the $3,000,000 appropriated
fast year be relieved of the preseat re-
strictions, and that immediate allevia-
tion of present conditions be secured
through its cxpenditure in bulkheads,
sheds, and such necessary accomodations.
They also showed that the Cunard Line
was on the point of leaving Boston,
when- the Boston and Albany Railroad
came to the rescue by conmstructing a
pier and elevator where they could be
accommodated; "that the hite Star
Line is seriously dissatisfed with its
present facilities, and that a thorough
equipment of dock, sheds, and ware-
houses on the waterfront of DBoston
'would be of great advantage to the whole
Commonwealth, .
