AEROPLANES AS SCOUTS
EXPERIMENTS BEING MADE

L:gton Makes Fleight Qver Precidio
Of 8an Fraaciscs Recently

CORARTES ARMY OFTICER

Fail Ty See XMobile Troops At 200 Feet
In  Air.

. Speaking of the possible nses and
li nitations of Aeroplanes  as  scouts;
1t consitderation  of the aeronautical

e:perimicnis beiag conducted under the
direction of olacers of ,the Army and
Navy, an Army (Officer who  witnessed
an experiment at San Franeisco, said
unofficiaily “The aviation meet out here
wis to me most interesting. It looks
so easy (hat T envied Leighron when he
flaw over Golden Gate Park, the Presidio,
the Golden Gate, the city and back to
the starting point. But the bomb
dropping, the rifle practice, and the sur-
prisc of the Camp were dissappointing.
Any bird-man who dares hover ncar a
hostile force at any thing under four or
five thousand feet is a dead bird. The
bird-men tried scouting after a troop
of cavalry and a battery of Artillery,
and although the aviator took up an
Army Officer with field glasses, mounting
to over 2,000 fect, they were able to sce
nothing of the Mobile troops below.
This leads me to believe that in any
country not devoid of trees, fairly good
sized bodies of troops can march in the
presence of aeroplanes, and seeing the
latter approaching from a distance,
can escapc chscrvation. If an aero plane
does come ncar or over head, it is not
going to be hard to hit, and it must be
remembered that cvery little hit counts.
A brace cut, a wire broken, any little
damage is nearly always fatal for the

acronaut. All the bomb dropping out
here was done un([er_ 1000 {feet; the
shooting was done with a shot-gun,

which, of course, is absurd. But, after
all, I believe the bird-man will have many
uses, and to prevent him from scouting
ad hibitum, cavalry will be needed more
than ever in the Military operationg of
the future.
