FIRE IN ENG. C.

Chemicals and Wires, Mixed'
Up, Cause Slight Blaze.

A small fire in Engineering C, about
2.30 o'clock Wednesday afternoon, at-
tiracted a large number of the Union
loungers.

The only damage worth
mentioning was that which might be
caused by loss of papers containing
valuable data.

The first appearance ef the fire was
noticed by one of the assistants in the
department, who immediately tele-
phoned an alarm, and then turned his
attenition to available means of ex-
tinguishing it. This object had been
accomlplished before the city depart-
ment arrived on the scene, and it then
remained for the p]rotective men to
mop up with sponges the quantities
ef water with which the floor was
drenched.
