To ithe Editor of THE TECH:

Tennis has been supported strongly
and liberally by the Advisory Couneil
on athleties, We have done every-
thing from a financial standpoint
which tennis has asked, viz.: pay the
annual does to the N, E, I. C. 1. A. and
entry fees for its competitons at its an-
nual tournaments. Two courts are
provided at Technology Field, and a
good deal of money has been expended
in getting them in condition for spring
work and again in the fall, and the
courts have been in constant use, and
men actuaily waiting almost every day
to play on them. 'The field has been
kept open during June for the last
four or five years almost solely for the
benefit of tennis enthusiasts, and as a
final statement, no charge has ever
been made for the use of the courts,
and this you will, T think, not find
paralleled by any other college or ten-
nis association or country club in the
United States. The free use of the
tennis courts is certainly giving fennis
men all that can possibly be desired.
The only criticlsm which might pos-
sibly be made is that we only have two
tennis courts, but as the Advisory
Council have seen for the last three or
four years the possibility of moving,
