INSPECT HUDSON TUNNEL.

To settle the last doubt as o the
safety of the tunnel under the Hudscn
at Storm King Mountain, President
Straus of the New York Board of
Water Commissioners has called upon
three eminent geologists to inspect
the tunnel after the engineers had left
it. Of the three men one was W. O.
Crosby, a retired M. I. T, prefessor.
the other tweo being J. M. Kemp and
C. G. Berkeley of Columbia,

These men found the tunnel which
is to carry the water from the Croton
watershed was perfectly safe, for it
qu‘driven through solid granite at a
minimtum depth of two hundred feet
below the surface of the river, and its
smallest cracks would be completely
covered by the coating of concrete
which is soon to be applied..

MANY SCHOLARSHIP MEN.

One Man in Every Six Gets Free
Education at Institute,

A report recently issned by the
President concerning the state ol the
various branches of lnstitute activity
gives some interesting ligures about
attendance, scheolarships and kinds of
students. The heads of deparlments
also centributed reports of tiie prog-
ress that had been made during the
year.

Of the 1360 odd students now at the
nstitute 101 are foreign, these Leing
among the forty-iive per cent. whoe do
noi come from Aassachusetts. The
order among the ecities and towns of
thig State in regard to their represen-
taticn here ig approximately this:
Boston, Cambridge aml Nowton,
Prooktine, Newburyporl and Somer-
ville, Lawrence, Malden, Lynn, Walth-
am, Medford, Melrose, Evereti, Spring-
field, Throckton and Lynn, with twenty-
three other places sending from five
to nine students apiece. There are 11

students from §lawaii, Philippine
Islands and Porte Rico; from New
fingland, excluding Massachnsetts’

860, come 130 students. One hundred
and sixty-three come from the Middle
States, and foriy from the Pacific
coast, while Washington, D. C., sends
13, Ohip 37, Nlinois 30, Missouri 12,
Colorado i1 aud Texas 17,

The Iustitute aided 187 students
during the last vear by expending
more than $21,000 in scliclarships,
while 80 more were aided by the
State,

The Dean states thal the committee
on employment of graduates have
found that but very few of the gradu-
ates are out of employment. The
conmmittes have also nhoted that very
few of the graduates want to become
teachers, The Dean states that there
were only 231 cases of illness, half of
them occurring in the Preshman class,
while the Senicrs had only 18 cases.

Too bad about the second basketball
team! We still bave those star Sophs
to uphold the honor of the Institute on
the basketball floor. There should be
gome team mnext year if they can be
given a chance to make the Varsity.

“PERSONALITY
OF NAPOLEON?”

Mr. J. Holland Rose of Cam-
bridge, England, Gave First
Lecture Yesterday.

The first lecture, which was given
yvesterday afternoon by Mr. J. Holland
Rese, in the course on the “Person-
ality of Napoelon,” of the Lowell insti-
tute, proved to bc interesting and in-
struetive. Ar. Rose is admirably well
fittedl te sbeak on such a gubject for
lle has hbeen a student of Napoleonic
lore for many vears, during whieh he
has published several books dealing
with the life and works of the Im-
peror.

The subject of yeslerday's lecture
was “Napoleon, the Aan,” and DIr,
Rose succeeded in keeping his au-
dience keenly alive to all that he said
during the very brief period.

He specke first of early Corsican life
and brielly ontlined the general condi-

tions into which Bonaparte had been

born. He told of the rigorous tribal
laws of the early Corsicans and their
intense warlike nature, in which great
bravery and adherence to the chief-
tain were the most notable traits.
He then mentioned the parentage of
the General, stating that Dbeth his
father and mother had had very illus-
tripus ancestors, all of whom had been
Italians, Uiz father was a tawyer of
some ability and was a great lover ol
philosophy and literature. Through
such an excellent home influenct Na-
polecn was given the incentive to he-
come a student of remarkable zeal,
displaying thoughout a brain of great
power, He studied with several
monks during Itis early life, bul be-
came disgusted with their teachings;
while later he attended a school in
Paris where he Dbegan his study of
higztory. Not long after he had en-
tered the TFrench army he hecante
sreatly interested in the study of war
und gurrisons and spent much cf his
leisure time among old records. At
the same time he continued to study
history with ambition that is seidom
seen. In thig study he covered in de-
ail 1he history ¢f all Europe and
parts of Asin and became remarkably
famifiar willy the politienl conditions

of the two continents, a kuowledge

which doubtlegs was invaluable io him
in later life.

During his early military career he
became disinterested in life gener-
aily and considered suicide somewhat
seriously for several years., He had
his first love affair hewever at the
ase of twenty-six, and after his mai-.
riage, whielh unfortunately did not

I believe that the at-
tfendance this year iz simply the con-
tinuwed growinh which began last year,
and will continue as more and more
feliows beceme acquainted with the
many advantages of the Dining IZoom
over surrounding restauranis; and

Without doubt it ig possible
Lo make the receipts and expenditures
halance at the end of the year. The
profits could easily be turned into a
new piano (of our own}, new carpets
and window curlains fer the lounging
room, or furnishings for the dining
room. I Dbelieve, however, that a
larger attendance would foltow a bet-
tering of the food and an increase in
the quantity. Those who eat in the
Unicn in the evening know how mmuch
hetter they are served for a quarter
than at noon.

Ag regards the student commiltees,

. the Dean puts a new light on the mat-

ter when he states that they ‘“have
noft Treen active enough in asserting
themselves.” 1 éan quite believe that,
especially in view of the manner in
which the business meetings of many
of the activities are conducied. There
seems to be a prevalent fear in fhe
fellows to get up and express an opin-
ion, Perhaps this is the {reuble with
the Unlon Commitites, If so, T would
strongly advise that body to wake up
and he something more than mere
figureheads.
