Building No.,74 was first visited and
the many machine tools carefully in-
spected. Then the men weere shown
how the armature segments are
punched out of the sheets of soft iron
and fitted together to make the d(r'umn
of the armature. This building also
contained mnny other punching and
shaping inachines,

Next the party went to the shipping
rcom, and then to the winding depart-
ment, and saw thle wire ,and tape
wound on forms for the armature and
field coils, and then watched the coils
being put on the armature. _Much in-
terest wals shown ill a spl)ecial form of
transformer,

The next building inslpected was
that in which the gas engines and are
lights are made. This building also
has a large machine sholp of its own,
which is as complete as any of the
cthers. After this the party visited
the foundiry and looked at the casting
and forming the moulds. The men
then watched several gear cuttina
machines. iand ended the excu:'sion
with a hasty survey of tihe lmwer
Plant. The company showed the iaty
every courtesy and gave them a very
enjoyable time.
