Although the Institute is
composed mainly of men, two of the
best friends we have ever had have
been women, Mrs. Rogers and Mrs.

It is our
duty then to carry on the mew Tech-
nology and make it a school where
her ideas and ideals will be earried
out as she would have wished, The
convocatien is fo be held this after.
