CONVOCATION COMMEMORATES BIRTH

OF MRS. WILLIAM BARTON ROGERS

Excellent Portrait Received-—-Prof. Sedgewick
Pays Homage to “Mother” of Institute
' With Graatest Respect.

The Convocation in Huntingten Hall
vesterday was a fitting and tender tes-
timonial to the memory of Mrs. Himma
Savage Rogers, the wile of Wiiliam
Baiton Rogers, {he founder and Hrst
President of the lnstitute, The hall
held a genuine Technology audience
which was responsive to the sentiment
and of a sympathy awakened by but
few occasions. The Ccnvoeution was
& presentation and formai acceptance
of Ipson's admirable portrait of Mrs,
Rogers,

President Maclaurin opened the ex-
ercises witlh a few introductory re-
marks. Not Boston alone, said he in
part, but the woi kil now recognizes the
lype of edueaticn that President
Rogers fostered. The Institute is a
lasting memorial to him. It is quite
similar with the part taken Dby Mrs.
Rogerg in this great development.
Those who know, kuow that the Massa-
chusetis Institute of Technology would
not have been possible but f{or her.
Indeed, “Technology was Mrs. Regers'
only ¢hild.” She gave tc the Institute
all of her that was possible, in life,
and left to it all (hat she could leave,
in death.

To many of the undergraduates, con-
tinued the President, she is but a
name and so, on the anniversary of

1 her birth, it is allogether fitting that

her life and work be reviewad by ole
of her warmest and ablest personal
friends. 'This served to intrcduce the
speaker of the Convoecation, Professor
William T. Sedgwick.

“Thirty vears ago,” =aid Proflessor
Sedgwick, "in this historic hall and
on this platform the distinguished
founder and first president of the Mas-
sachuseits Institute of Technology.
Professor William Barten Rogers, in
the course of an address to the gradu-
ating class on Commencement Day,
sank to the floor and died. ‘A1l Tis
life,” said General Walker, ‘he had
borne himself faithfully and heroically,
and, he died as a good knight would
surely have wished, in his harness, at

_his post, And in the very part anc act

of public duty.

“This event marked the end of the
first epoch in the life of the Institnte,
but fer one woman in the hall it
marked also the end of a long and
happy partnership in lite and in ser-
vice for the Institute and for the ad-
vancement of science. A year ago
another milestone was marked for the
Institute +with the passing of that
game woman and the removal Irom
our midst of the last of thost who
frem the very start had conceived the
idea of a great polytechnic institute,
followed it with devotion, cultivated
it with inspiration, watched over it in
days of darkness and rejoiced in the
hours of triumph. ]

“We have met today to honor her
who we may well call the mother of
the Institute, precisely as we may call
her beloved husband its father.

“Pregident, then Professor Rogers,
was born in Pennpsylvania but reared

in Virginta. Te spent muach of his
early and middle life in the famous
University of Vireinia. While pri-
marily a physicist, he was also skilled
in geology, While on a visit lo the
White Mountains in 1845, he made the
acquaintance of James Bavage of {os-
ton. Emma, Mr., Savage's oldest
daughter, accompanied Prefessor
Rogers to Virginia as his bride.

“Mr. Savage was an able and success-
ful lawyer, being best known as the
author of his Geneological Dictionary,
a menument to his aceurate and pains-
takin research. Her mother was
Elizabeth Stillman Lincoln, a native
of Maine. Emma Savage received a
very hreadening education. She was
vivacious and gay and witty, so that
it was no wender that the young Pro-

fessor capitulated on making her
acquaintance.
After her marriage Mrs. TRogers

spent several interesting and happy
vears with her husband at the Uni-
versity of Virginia, The Civil War
was now brewing, but in spite of the
Northern svmpathies of Prolessor
Rogers and his wife they remained
for several years in the Southern
State. during which time the Profes-
sor was the virtual President of the
University., They weve glad, however,
to seize the first cpportunity to re-
move to Best{on, in 1853,

At abont this time scientific train.
ing was in its infancy. There were
several technicat schools established,
but the work offered.was hut prepara-
ftory and of no material or definife
value. The public was now interested
and during the years of 1833 1o 1839,
President and Mrs. Rogers thought ef
little else. Ars. Rogers' position in
Boston among the Dbest people pave
her hogband the opportunity to meet
and interest the persons who eould aid
him in affecting the establishment of
a scientific school. Indeed, as early
as 1846 Professcr Rogers had noted
the rare field and opportunity that
Roston offered for the establishment
of a polytechnic schoel. The l.owell
Institute appealed to him. He, with
Mrs. Rogers, for they formed a unit
in thonght and sentiment in all things,
took part in scientific matters and was
with Darwin in the diseussicns of the
evolution of species opposed to Louis
Aggasiz of Harvard.

“In 1861 a charter was granted for
Lthis Techunology. The Civil War de-
laved ity opening until 1865H. It was
to be composed of a AMuseum ol Arts,
a Society of Arts, and a Scheol of In-
dustrial Science. It is the realization
of the School of Science that is the
Institute we now know. Then fol-
lowed years of anxiety and years of
difficulties, financial and otherwise, to
say nothing of the adverse crificism
that a pioneer necessarily encounters.

Withal, Prefessor Rogers was in 1]

health. Mrs. Rogers, however, was a
firm vock of defense, an anchor of
hope and a constant encouragement to
her husband.

| CIVIL SOCIETY

GOES TO HARVARD

Professor Swain Lectures On
the Quebec Bridge and Its
Failure.

Last evening the Civils were guests

af the Harvard Eungineering Sociefy
amd listened to an cxiremely inter-

esting lecture on “The Quebec Pridge
and its Fall; The Greatest lngineer-
ing Catastrophe in Modern Times.”
This tecture has been given several
times previgusly, but men in this viein-
ity thave not had cecasion to hear it
hefore. :

By way ol iniroduction. Prof. Swain
described varicus ivpes of bridges and
their methods of coustruction as re-
lated to Lthe Quebec bridge.

Thig structure was to be built at a
point where the river is about 2000
feet wide, and 200 feet deep. The type
selected wus a cantilever bridge with
one suspended span. Work wag com-
menced on the gsouth side and carried
an without the use of under-scaffold-
ing. On Auguast 29, 1907, when the
south half was nearly completed, the
hridge fell and made wreckage of
[7,000 tons of steel.

Professor Swain said that the fail-
ure was due to inadequate Iattice
worle in the compression supporis
rather than to faulty material or con-
structicn, and that if certain tests

had been mude before instead of after
the ilisaster, the failure could have
heen predicled and avoided,

To the Editor of THE TECH:

I think, to date, no less than ten
ovel'coats belonging to students have
been stolen from supposedly safe
Places. Of these ten, I have net heard
of one which has ever been lound.
Two places seem to be particularly
subject to the depredations of the
thief or thieves—the corridor of the
Biolegical department and the living
room of the Union. Proifessor Sedg-
wick has posted a nctice on the hooks
warning the students that thieves are
about and that it is not safe to leave
coats or other valukble articles hang-
ing there. The hooks in guestion are
fastened to long strips, each strip be-
ing held by six screws. There are
four such strips, and in addition two
shorter ones held by four screws each.
Therefore, by removing thirty-two
secrews the entire 68 hcoks could be
removed at one swoop and put up
inside a class room or some safer
place where they would be under meore
constant scrutiny of the owners or re-
sponsible persons. Would this not re-
move temptation from the thief and
at the same time remove the tempta-
tion of hanging coats in a dangerous’
locality? At present I fail to see that
the hooks are fulfilling any usefyl pur-
pose. It also seems a little strange
that an Institution so advanced in
many reforms of research should sit
quietly by and allow an unknown to
ply his nefarions operations uninvesti-
gated. The impressicn created on ont-
siders will be decidedly detrimental to
the best interests of the Institute. [
hope that this will prove a sufficient
“catalyzer” to start a red-hot, rapid
and viclent reaction in which the au-
thorities can apply the forces at iheir
command to the accumulated evi
dence, produce the *“‘unknown,” and
prevent its unfavorable and objection
able operations in future.

“Then at last, when in 1870, Fresi.
dent Rogers fell ill, Mrs, Rogers be-
cante his devoted companion and
nurse, caring for him tenderly when
hig life at times seemed to hang but
by a thread. Then it was that the In-
stitute hecame sorely troubled. Many
of the hest professors were forced to
go elsewhere and it soon became ap-
parent that if the Institute were to
survive its President must take the
helm again, Feeble as he was, he ag-

tive, From 1878 until his death in
1882 he stood manfully at his post un-
til he was able to pass on the presi-
dency to his chosen successor, Gen-
gral Francis A. Walker. The sirain
of these years and the shock of his
death was toc much for Mrs. Rogers,
and she retired from active inferesis
for several years.

“Later she began to take up again
the work of her life, the chief of which
was her beloved Institute, and those
who first began to know her found her
a charming, gracioug, cultivated wo-
man of the world, fond of music, {fcnd
of art, devoted to charity, but full of
humor, anecdote and wit; a4 generous
hostess, scientific to the uimost and
