Mr. Hogue, Graduate, Tells of
the Failures in Reinforced
Concrete,

the Quebec bridge disaster given by
Profeszor Swain at Harvard. - The

engineer.

Mr. Hogue of the Concrete Engi-
neering Company, the speaker of the
evening, then gave an informal talk
on the “Failures of Reinforced Con-
crete  Construetion.”  The sgpeaker
zizduated frem the Institule thirteen
vears ago, and fthe talk hecame, in
great part, reminiscences of his ex-
perience since graduation. He said
thal very often mistakes ave fortiu-
nate. A rectification olten proves bet-

Are recitations of more practical
use to Technology men than lectures,
and should studentis be allowed {o ask(
questions in lectures?  This subject,
has perturbed many drains from time:
te time and vet no definite conciusion
geems to hrave been arrived at so far.

The guestion has so many different
phases that it is hard to kbow from
which side to attack it. The result of
having nothing bui recitations would
be that preparation for all classes
woukld have to be done at home, a cer-
tain amount of werk assigned for each
day, and a student lield liable for
questions on any of this work.

Now everyone will concede Lhat it
is easier io learn in the majority ot
our lectures than to study a subject
up at home; the subjecis are moere
efficiently explained and the finer
points Dbrought out. We realize that
certain ¢f our lecturers have not the
best method of impariing knowledge,
but they are always willing to help
us, and their views are of distinct
advantage to us,

The answer to the second question
should be in the affirmative. A stu-
dent comes to the Institute to get in-
formation. he pavs down a certain
sum of money on enfrance and then
it restg entirely with himself as to
whether he gets full value for his In.
vestment or not.

If he is uncertain about anvthing
in c¢lass it is his duty not only to him-
self, but also to his lecturer, to have
the difficulty cleared up.

We bhave raised this point because
on being asked a guestion in class the
other day by one of the men, a
lecturer responded that it was nol Lis
duty to answer quesiions, 1f the
questicn asked had a been a foolish
one we should have been disposed to
agree with nhim; but as it was per-
fectly sane, and 2 point on which fully
half the classg was in doubt, we dis-
pute the wigdom of his remark.

To the Editor of THE TECH:

The editorial in Tuesday's issue of
THE TECH dealing with General
Studies leads us to quole part of a
talk T had in New York last week
with one of the best Tmown electrical
engineers of that city. He is not a
graduate of the Institute, but he is of
so much experience and sianding that
he has recenlly heen consulted by the
President of his Alma Mater in re-
zgard to possible or advisable ehianges
in courses of instruction. He re-
marked that he had heen constantly
struck Dy the disadvantage under
which engineers appeared in their in-
tercourse with other people, and the
handicap this was to them profession-
ally. “They can talk of nothing but
their own work,” he complained; “and
they make a poor impression. When

i engineers are together they talk shop

and nothing but shop. If you have a
company of doctors or lawyers to-
gwether they discuss all scris of|
things; they are interested in life all’
round, and they are informed about
general matters. I is a business
agset ¢of tremendous value. I am con-
vinced that the advance of engineey-
ing education must be less along the
lines of special techniecal training
than in the direction of more general
culture, As it is, an engineer of first
rate professional ability gets crowded
o by men that know much less of
their business, but whe ean make a
hetter impression because they can
meet outsiders on their own ground.”
1 do not pretend to be a judge of how
far this statement is exaet, but am
content to leave it to speak for itself,
It at leasi suggests a line of thought
which is worth the attention of young
men eager tc equip themselves for a
struggle which is sure to be hard, and
in whieh things which they have over-
looked in a too exclusive attention to
obvions professional needs may count
more than they realize. It is, more-
over, the opinion of a practical and
successful man.
