Minor, Adana, which lies on the very
noriheast corner of the Mediter-
ranean.

The letter of notification to Presi-
dent Maclaurin is from DMouarmer,
the Governor of the province. He
says in his letter that it has long been
the desire of the Turkish Government
to send young men to America for
educational purpeoses; also that the re-
nown of M. L. T. is well known to
them. :

Fcreigners have been attending the
Institute in past years from Asia
Minor, but mostly only in ones and
twos., Within a month the number
has doubled, so that there are now

DR. ROSE LECTURES ON
NAPOLEON AS EMPEROR

Impetuosity of Great Leader
Strikingly IlNustrated in
Anecdotes,

Hontington Hall was filled vesterday
afterncon when Dr. J. Holland Rose
delivered his fifth lecture on “The
Personality of Napoleon.” Dr. Rose
has given p1e\ ious talks on Napolecn
“As a Man,” “As Jacobin” “As a
Warrior,” and “As an Administrator,”
and chose “Napoleon as Emperor” fm
his talk yesterday, his treatment of
the subject being most interesting. He
said, in part, that France had been g
Republic with Republican ideals and
ambitions. Napoleon shattered these
aspirations and by his personatity and
successes he gained the support and
cenfldence of the French. To pay him
the highest honor that was in their
hower, namely, to make Ihim Em-
peror, was ounly a small evidence of
the absolute faith which Napoleon's
countrymen had in him. There was
not a soldier in the army who would
kave refused his commander the last
crust which he possessed,

Napoleon's imaginaticn, however,
got the bhetter of him. He had the
idea that there was no army in the
warld which could he compared with
his, no people half so sreat as the
French, and no man so divize as him-
self. It was the egotistical in Na-
poleon which made him lcse the af-

tection of his countrymen and his
military prestige.
This modern Cwsar's impetuosity

increased with his power. One even-
ing, while talking to a courtier, he de-
cided that more and better drinking
water was needed in Paris. He sent
