Dr. ©. P. Gifford Delivered Fine
Talk in Union.

Yesterday, Dr. Q. P. Gifford spoke
in the l1'nion on the gubject, “Wealth
from Waste.” 1Je started his talk
hy reading the story of the miracle of
feeding the 3,000, and emphasized in
particular the facl that the disciples
were told to gather up the remainder
after the erowd had finished. Dr. Gif-
tord called hig hearers' attention to
the fact that it was not some minor
person who thought of making the
saving, but the Teader and Chief of
the assembly, So it is now, the provi-
dent man is the man at the head
of sreat uandertakings. Crowds never
save, young people never are inclined
to, but the man who does is he who
is ready for an opportunity when it
ia offered.

He mentioned several things that
cun he and are wasted, but said that
time, Ieast of all, should he among
them. “Time is one thing,” he said,
“that no one can get a monopoly in;
ne one can corner, and of which
everyone can have all there is. When
Adam was the only man on this foot-
stool hie had all there was, and now
each one of the ninety million people
of the United States also has all there
ig. The father of the prodigal son
could make good the money and the
clothes that his son had wasied, but
he never could replace the time lost,
Nohody since has found a method for
using time twice.”

Poppet Safety Valves Will Be
Subject of Paper by
Engineers.

The Boston branch of the A, 8, M,
E. will bold a meeting at 8 o'clock
next Friday evening in the Idison
building, 39 Boylston.street, to which
all course II. men are invited. Prof.
E. F, Miller and Mr. A. B. Carhart
will diseuss a paper written by them
on “The Discharge Capacity of Poppet
Safety Valves.”

Mr. Carhart is a vepresentative of
the Crosby Safety Valve and Steam

Appliance Manufacturing Co., which |

is engaged in the manufaciure of these
valves, The poppet safety valve was
invented over 60 vears ago, but did
not come into general use until about
30 years later. The Crosby Company
own the basic patents at present.
Lagt year, Prof. Miller, in c¢harge of
course 1L, increased their efficiency
16 per cent after conducting exten-
sive experiments in the laboratories
of the Institute. He carried oui the
tests persomally, and it is this part
of the work that he will discuss at
the meeting. Mr. Crosby, however,
will discuss the valves from the view-
point of the manufacturer and the
operator of steam plants. In this way
the subject will be very thoroughly
presented from bhoth its theoretieal
and practical sides. It is indeed a
rate opportunity for those interested
in the advancement of steam engi-
neering to obtain valuable data rve-
garding safety valve design and con-
struection.

of any other educational institution,
having had, at one time, thirty of
them in my employ. And let me say
right here that I would employ almest
any graduate of that institution who |
came 1o me, ‘and wounld not argue as|
to whether his salary should be $15,
© $20 or 325 per week at the ontset.

“The scientific schools run in con-
‘nection with the great universities are
good, but cannet help being somewhat
inclined towdrd the classical educa-
tion. A graduate of one of tiese
scientific schools is much better
trained for practieal business than the
-graduate of a college who has special-
ized in books at the expense of the
figures 50 necessary to the student at
the scientific scheol.

“In my business, if a Yale or a Har-
vard man should come to me for em-

rloyment, I should probably say that
- theve was no place vacant, for 1 be-
lieve that a man without an academie
education is as well fitted for my em-
ployment as a college graduate, and
probably will learn the details guicker.
Therefore, while I believe in educa-
tion, 1 alsc believe that a technieal
education is far better than any-other
kind, not only in my business, but in
practically all others with which I am
acquainted.”

Althcugh acknowledging Mr, Rdi-
son’s great experience we do not en-|
tirely agree with his views as statedl
in this interview. Instead of trying to!
remain a purely technical school, the
Institute has endeavored to broaden
its course by the addition of General
Btudies, thus infroducing the. clasgical
element,

The purely technical education has
the disadvantage of turning out
apecialists who are only versed in one
particular line of business, and who
often become mere automatons; this
then is obviated by placing classical
snbjects in the respective courses.

We proffer the editor and staff of
the “Yale News"” cur congratulations
on the broad and fair-minded polley of
their paper.
