More-
over, it is the only animal focd ex-
tensively used that is eaten raw. It
has been proved that more harmful
matter in food has been disposed of
by coolking than by any other pro-
cess. Since this means of purifica-
tion is for tile Imost part not given to
milk, it will be readily seen that the
care with which milk is handled is of
the utmost importance to the safety
of the consumer. Professor Prescott's
talk on this subject will be adequately
illustrated by lantern slides.

An important business meeting will
also be held, and- among other things,
President Tcrrey's resignation is to
be acted upon, together with the mat-
ter of next year's election. Refresh-
ments will be served after the speak-
ing.
