PRESCOTT DISCUSSES
THE MILK QUESTION

Chemicals Plan for Banguet in
April — Accept President’s
Resignation.

In the Unien last night the Chemi-
cal Boeiety held its first meeting of
this term. The resignation of Bates
Torrey, the president, was accepted,
and the acting precident appointed F.
A. Robinson, Jr., C. H, Albee and H,
Rogers a commitiee to obtain esti-
mates for the annual banquet.

After this necessary business had
heen cencluded, Professor 8. €. Pras-
cott of the Biological Department ad-
dressed the forty members on “The
Mills Question,”” He said that if the
city’s water supply were as bad as
the present milk supply, that the
water commissioners would be called
murderers. The condition of the milk
supply is fully as important as that of
the water. It is the Jargest focd ma-
terial that is used without cooking.

He showed a series of slides illus-
trating the sources of the city’s milk
and the conditions under which it was
produced several years ago.

The “milk shed” of Boston covers
mcst of Vermont, New Hampshire and
Massachuretts, some of the milk com-
ing from New York and the towns
on the Canadian boundary. The
larger concerns have divided this ter-
ritory so that there is very little com-
petition at the producing end. A
very small proporticn of the total sup-
ply is furnished by farms run under
the supervision of medical societies,
the product being called certified millk,

For the ordinary producer the most
effective way of producing good milk
at low cost is t¢c eombine inspection
with pasteurization, but this pasteuriz.
aticn should be done in the Dboitle,
Professor Prescott ended his talk with
a discussien of the effects of the vari-
ous methods of sterilizing milk.

Prefessor Talbot illen spoke to the
members about the spring pians. He
said that the tolal membership in
Courses V, X, XI and XIV was
enougl to make the Chemical Society
the third or fourth largest in the
Institute. HHe felt that the sociely
ought to take this place by increasing
its activity. In the end the respon-

Large Audience Addressed By
W. Burns, World-Famous
Detective.

Prestdent Maclaurin intreduced o the
undergradunates and Faculty of the
Institute, assembled in che of the
argest Convocatiors ot recent years,
Mr. William J. Burns, of the world-
famous detective agency, by saying °
that true scienlists had to congider
both the good and the bad and the
methods of treating them, and he
thought that it was fitting thai My,
Burns should sc closely f{ollow the
talk on Alrs. Rogers and the good
done by her with his little speech on
modern methods of handling the evil
side of the world.

Mr, Burns exploded the convention-
al idea of the detective and his work
in stating: “The detective and his
work is not at all mysterious, for the
solution of his problems involve the
same factors that solve any other
problem. All that is needed ig a littie
ecomnion sense and a little rescurce-
fulness, but it is persistency that
brings results. The detective is
very much a matter of fact person,
Whenever you see a detective looking
wise and mysterious, hold on to your
bocketbook and your wateh, for he is,
a crool,”

My, Barns was very much pleased,
he =aid, that college men generally
took such an interest in problems of
civies and economics, Soon great
problems are to be setiled and the
country must look to these men for
their sointion and settlement. The
education that is derived from the col-
lege imposes a great oblization of ser-
vice to the State cr country.

A successtul, loyal and far-sighted
alumnus hag recently called my at-
tention by way of prolest to ¥your
editprial cn General Studies, which
was published on Thursday, March
7th., I had not previously ohserved
the editorial, perhaps for the reason
that ¥ was out of town on that and
the following day.

Having now read the editorial, I
want tc express my accovd with the
alumnus’ objection to the point of
view of the editorial and also to state
that it seems fo me that Profeassor
[Bates has not put the side of General
Studies nearly strong enough.

The prcfession of engineering de-
mands creative minds cultivated to
the sober sight whicl sees things as
they are, and study of the physical
seiences, mathematics and {heir appli-
cations taken alone are not adequate
to these reguirements. The sooner the
voung men who come to the engineer-
ing courses in Technology lcse the
idea that the specific studies which
lkave heecome wrapped up in their own
minds with the course which they have
chosen to pursue are the studies of
sole professional interest to thewm, the
gooner will they begin to make
" pregress toward the important atiain.
ment of their end, which is to become
effective engineers. Not until they
I'learn that the languages, history and

lectively called in the catalogue Gen-
eral Studieg, are of equal importance

actual prosecution of their profes-
sional work, can they expecl to
effectively assimilate those things

from the Institute which are likely to
make them of the highest value to
their profession and themselves.
However well a man gets the physi-
cal and mathematical sciences, he can-
not make the most cf his abilities as
an engineer unless he also under-
stands the human character and the
trend of human progress. The sindy
of historical, political seience and
language subjects is of importance in
the engineering curriculum which
rivals the importance of the naiural
sciences and mathematics, We need
only to see that the mathematical and
physical sciences, the historical and
econcmical studies and the languages
all make constituent parts of the cur-
riculum that go hand in hand and are
effectively taught by men of hroad
view and studied by enthusiastic stu-
dents. With this assured, studeats
and Faculty alike may join hands in
the opinion that the engineering
courses at the Inmstitute will continne
to produce the important results we
all wish for them. To cmit the Gen-
eral Studies would, in the opinion of
most thoughtful men, be one of the
sreatest sacrifices of its educational
effectiveness which Technology c¢ould
make.
