ELECTRICAL SOCIETY
TO GO TO WATERTOWN

Members to Be Shown Through
Government Arsenal—
Start at 1.45.

The Electrical Engineering Society's
trip to the Watertown arsenal will be
beld this afterncon, ihe members
leaving the Lowell Building at 1.45 P,
M. The principal feature ot the trip
will be the examination of the giant
testing machine which, since its in-
vention in “the eighties,” has been the
standard for all government work in
the army and navy, as well as for
problems that arise in eivil engineer-
ing.

Another feature of the arsenal is
the ejectric furnace, which is Dbeing
used in building the turrets for the
tweive-inch guns that are 1o be placed
on a small island in the Philippines.
The guns will be the first mounted in
this manmier on land, Still another
machine. which the society will be
shown is the automatic rammer. The
output of the arsenal consisis entire-
Iy of gun-carriages.

Cemplete arrangements have been
made with the authorities In charge
of the arsenal and a guide will be de-
tailed to show the party through the
worlks.

T hear that the Christian Association
